The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District welcomed the Deputy Collector, Krishnagiri
(Representative of the District Collector, Krishnagiri), Revenue officials, all the
general public and project proponent who have attended the public hearing for the
proposed projects of Grey Granite quarries of 1) M/s. Everking Granites, S.F.No.
347/1. 34712, 34714, 34715, 34814, 348/5, 348/6B1, 348/6C & 348/6D1 lease over an
Extent of 3.19.5 Ha located at Jagadevipalayam Village, Bargur Taluk, Krishnagiri
District and 2) Thiru.E. Jagadessan Grey Granite Quarry, S.F. No: 353/2A1B, 2A7,
2B, 2C1 & 2E1A, lease over an Extent of 1.56.5 Ha located at Jagadevipalayam
Village, Bargur Taluk, Krishnagiri District are required to get Environmental
Clearance (EC) from the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of
Tamilnadu. He added that the public notice informing the conducting of Public
Hearing was published in the Tamil and English dailies, such as “Dinathanthi” and
“The New Indian Express’ dated 22.09.2023 and bit notices regarding public
hearing was issued to the public of Thannirpallam village, Srinivasapuram village,
Jagadevi village and Bagimanur village with audio announcement through auto
vehicle in and around the villages. Further, he informed that the project proponent

would make a presentation on the project, after which the public can express their

views.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District also stated that the views, suggestions and queries of the
public and reply by the project proponents will be recorded through videography
and the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of

Tamilnadu.



The Deputy Collector, Krishnagiri (Representative of the District Collector,
Krishnagiri) has initiated the Public Hearing process. Further, the Deputy Collector,
Krishnagiri has requested the project proponent to explain about their proposed
Grey Granite quarry projects through power point presentation and requested the
public to obtain necessary clarifications for their doubts.

Thereafter, Thiru. M. Venkatesh Prabhu, EIA Consultant, M/s. Aaadhi Boomi
Mining Enviro Tech Pvt Ltd, Salem of the proposed Grey Granite quarry projects
has made presentation about the proposed Grey Granite quarry projects to the
public along with Environmental Management Plan. Thereafter, the District
Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur, Krishnagiri
District has invited the public to express their views and comments about the proposed
Grey Granite quarry projects. The views and suggestions of the public are detailed

below:

1. Thiru. Murugesan, Jagadevipalayam Village:

Thiru. Murugesan has said that, there is no problem with this proposed
quarry project and the employment opportunities will be generated through this

quarry project.
2. Thiru. Damodaran, Bagimanur Village:

Thiru. Damodaran has said that, 30 to 40 numbers of people in his village will
get employment through this quarry project and the quarry management has
facilitated the road in his village for public utilization. He said that, they will not

affected by the proposed quarry project and thus they welcome the quarry project.

3. Thiru. Saravanan, Bagimanur Village:

Thiru. Saravanan has said that, if the quarry is operated in such a way that
there is no air pollution and dust emanation, there is no difficulty in working in the
proposed quarry. He also said that, 20 to 30 numbers of people will get new

employment opportunities through this proposed quarry project.



4, Thiru. Chandrasekaran, Bagimanur Village:

Thiru. Chandrasekaran has said that, there is no problem with this proposed

quarry project and he welcomes the quarry project.
5. Thiru. Raman, Bagimanur Village:

Thiru. Raman has said that, the proposed quarry project will provide

employment to the local people and thereby it will increase their livelihood.
6. Thiru. Venugopal, NGO, Jolarpet:

Thiru. Venugopal has said that, employment opportunities should be
provided to the local people, medical camps should be conducted to conserve the
health of the local people, schools and temples located in the area should be
financially supported. Further, he said that protective gears like shoes, helmets etc.

should be provided to the workers working in the quarry.
The Deputy Collector, Krishnagiri :

The Deputy Collector, Krishnagiri has asked the quarry management that,
whether insurance scheme, medical camps, free check-ups, accommodation,
canteen and transport were properly provided to the quarry workers. Also, have
there been any accidents or casualties to the workers during the quarry operation

so far? Is there a proper license to use explosives in the quarry?
The Proponent of the Proposed Quarry Project:

The Proponent of the Proposed Quarry Project has replied that, all the
facilities like insurance scheme, medical camps, free check-ups, accommodation,
canteen and transport have been provided to the workers working in the quarry
and there has been no accidént or loss of life in the quarry so far. He also said

that, explosives are being used in the quarry with proper license.

Finally, the District Environmental Engineer , Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Hosur, Krishnagiri District informed that the views, suggestions, written
complaints and queries of the public and reply by the project proponent are
recorded through videography and the same will be sent to the State Environment
