The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil "Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur,- Krishnagiri District welcomed the Sub Collector, Hosur (Representative of
the District Coliector, Krishnagiri), Revenue officials, all the general public and
project proponent who have attended the public hearing for the proposed
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Thiru. S.M Harish Rough stone quarry, lease over an extent of 2.00.0 Ha, S.F.No.
755 (Part), Panchakshipuram Village, Hosur Taluk, Krishnagiri District is required to
get Environmental Clearance (EC) from the State Environment Impact Assessment
Authority of Tamilnadu. He added that the public notice informing the conducting of
Public Hearing was published in the Tamil and English dailies, such as,
“‘Dinathanthi” and “The New Indian Express” dated 01.04.2023 and bit notices
regarding public hearing was issued to the public of Gopanapalli Village,
Kulichandram Village, Devaganapalli Village with audio announcement through auto
vehicle in and around the villages. Further, he informed that the project proponent
would make a presentation on the project, after which the public can express their

views.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District also stated that the views, suggestions and queries of the
public and reply by the project proponents will be recorded through videography
and the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of

Tamilnadu.

The Sub Collector, Hosur (Representative of the District Collector,
Krishnagiri) has initiated the Public Hearing process. Further, the Sub Collector,
Hosur has requested the project proponent to explain about their proposed rough
stone quarry project through power point presentation and requested the public to
express their views and comments about the proposed rough stone quarry project.

Thereafter, Thiru.Gopinath EIA Consultant, M/s. Eco Tech Labs Pvt Ltd,
Chennai of the proposed rough stone quarry project has made presentation about
the proposed rough stone quarry project to the public along with Environmental
Management Plan. Thereafter, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu
Pollution Control Board, Hosur, Krishnagiri District has invited the public to express
their views and comments about the proposed rough stone quarry project. The views

and suggestions of the public are detailed below:



1. Thiru. Ramamoorthy, Masinayakanapalli Village:

Thiru. Ramamoorthy has said that, He is living in Masinayakanapalli Village
and the quarry work is been carrying out in Panchachipuram village for about 20
years, about 4 and 5 quarries are running in this village. Also, my agricultural land
is near 300 meters from the quarry. There, we are farming. He said that, there was
no problem or any impact due to already existing quarries. So, he welcomed the

proposed quarry project.
2 Thiru. Krishnamoorthy, Masinayakanapalli Village:

Thiru. Ramamoorthy has said that, He is living in Masinayakanapalli Village.
At least 10 numbers of people should be provided employment through this
proposed quarry project. Further, he stated that, the quarry work is been carrying
out in Panchachipuram village for about 25 years. But, there was no problem or
any impact due to already existing quarries. So, he welcomed the proposed quarry

project.
3. Thiru. Umesh , Koratagiri Village:

Thiru. Umesh has said that, He is living in Koratagiri Village.
He said that, our Korattagiri village is located very nearer to the proposed quarry at
Panchatsipuram village. Also, there is a river, a water reservoir and a lake is
located there. He pointed that, there is no mention of them in the power point
presentation. Further, he said that, houses in our village are cracked and the
villagers are suffering from respiratory problems and suffocation due to the quarry

activities.
4. Thiru. Manjunath , Alagiri Village, Koratagiri Post:

Thiru. Manjunath has said that, they are affected by the already existed
quarries and there is a famous Manuneethimunisvaraswamy temple located near
the proposed quarry where the special pujas are held every week and also there
are hills adjacent to the temple. Near the hill, there is a river flowing called

Samatuva Nathi. He said that our livelihood depends on that river and that is the
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only source for their agriculture, only the vegetables and other products cultivated

here are taken to the farmers' markets.

The DEE, TNPCB, Hosur :

The DEE, TNPCB, Hosur has asked the EIA consultant of the proposed

quarry project to inform them about the distance between the quarry and the river.

Reply:

EIA consultant of the proposed quarry project has replied that, the distance
between the quarry and the stream is about 400 meters and it is mentioned in the

power point presentation.

5. Thiru. Krishnappa , Koratagiri Post:

Thiru. Krishappa has said that, Since 2009, there are 5 bore wells have
been drilled to avail water but everything has dried up and no use of it. Therefore,
agriculture could not be done. After taking a loan of Rs 25 lakh from the bank to
building a house, the walls of the house got cracked due to quarrying. Also,
children and villagers were suffering from suffocation. So, he gave his objection to

the proposed quarry.

6. Tmt. Jaya Nagaraj , Thandarai Post:

Tmt. Jaya Nagaraj has said that, we have been protesting against the
operation of existing quarries for a year. Now again they proposed to a new
quarry, so we strongly object that. Due to those quarries, we are affected in many
ways. So, we object the proposed quarry project coming as the ninth quarry in
addition to that existing quarries. A school is located near the quarry. Due to the
quarry activities, it affects the children's education. Because, hundreds of heavy
vehicles are passing through the road where the school is located. As a result,
children could not able to go school. Agriculture is completely affected. Ground
water level has decreased. More than 20 bore wells have all dried up. The

establishment of this quarry will not provide any livelihood to the nearby villagers.



Our health is affected mainly by the quarry activities. We have the documents for
that. Pregnant women have miscarriages and breathing problems. Therefore, she

said that no permission should be given to the upcoming proposed quarry project.
7. Thiru. Mathanagiriyappa , Kammayur Village:

Thiru. Mathanagiriyappa has said that, | have 15 acres of agricultural land
at a distance of 150 meters from the proposed quarry. Our agriculture was not
affected by the existing quarries. Therefore, he said that, he has no objection to

the proposed quarry project.
8. Tmt. Puttama , Koratagiri Village:

Tmt. Puttama has said that, Dust is emanating due to the quarry activity
and we are not able to farm. Further, she said that, we are getting sick due to

quarry activity.
9. Tmt. Gowramma , Koratagiri Village:

Tmt. Gowramma has said that, Due to the quarry activity, we are unable to
graze goats and cows. Goats and cows die after drinking contaminated water from
the river near the quarry. She said that, if you give permission for proposed quarry,

we will die.
10. Thiru. Chittapa , Koratagiri Village:

Thiru. Chittapa has said that, if you give permission for the proposed quarry,

we will be affected. Therefore, we object the proposed quarry project.
11. Tmt. Saradhama , Koratagiri Village:

Tmt. Saradhama has said that, we object to this proposed quarry. Because
school-going children and pregnant women will be affected by this proposed
quarry. He also said that, blasting in already existing quarries causes cracks in

nearby residential houses.



12. Tmt. Puttama , Agraharam Village:

Tmt. Puttama has said that, we object to this proposed quarry. She said, |
have two daughters and her house has been damaged due to blasting in the

quarry and she could not able live in that house.

13.  Thiru. Harish, Koratagiri Village:

Thiru. Harish has said that, if you give permission for the proposed quarry,

we will be affected more. Therefore, we object the proposed quarry project.

14. Thiru. Irudayaraj, Koratagiri Village:

Thiru. Harish has said that, if you give permission for this proposed quarry,
we will not be able to farm. Many goats and cows have died due to the operation
of the existing quarries and no action has been taken by the existing gquarries.
Dust emanating near the school due to passage of heavy vehicles carrying with
mined stones. So, the school students are affected. He warned that, if permission

is given to the quarry in spite of this, we will go directly to the quarry and protest.

15. Tmt. Gowramma , Koratagiri Village:

Tmt. Gowramma has said that, her children are affected, when they walk
on the road due to the heavy vehicles movement from the existing quarry. Further,

she asked not to give permission for the proposed rough stone quarry.

16.  Thiru. Amrish, Kamayaur Village:

Thiru. Amrish has said that, Kamaiyur village is nearer to the proposed
quarry than the Korattagiri village. Our village was not affected by the existing
quarries. | have graduated with engineering degree and | got employment in the
existing quarry. This has improved our family's livelihood. Therefore, he said that
he has no objection to the proposed quarry project and | fully support for the

same.

17. Tmt. Pushpa , Koratagiri Village:

Tmt. Pushpa has said that, our residence is located near the existing
quarry. A lot of dust is generated from that quarry. Our children are affected when
they going to school due to the quarry activity. We are daily wage workers. We
object the proposed rough stone quarry project. Therefore, we respectfully request

you not to grant permission for proposed rough stone quarry project.

18. Thiru. Srinivas, Kamayaur Village:

Thiru. Srinivas has said that, the proposed quarry is located 500 — 600
meters from our land. The establishment of this quarry will cause a lot of damage.
Further, he said that, the agriculture has been affected due to blasting and dust

emanation generated from the existing quarry activities.

19. Thiru. Nagaraj Reddy, Denkanikottai :

Thiru. Nagaraj Reddy has asked that, “are the quarries, which have been
operating for 20 years already, operating properly as per the guidelines laid down
by the government?” and he requested that, after conducting the survey for
ensuring the proper operation of the existing quarries with that positive results,
then you can give permission for the proposed quarry. For that, the public will not
object. Further, he firmly states his opinion that, we should never give permission

for a new quarry when the existing quarries are not functioning properly.

District Environmental Engineer, TNPCB, Hosur:

District Environmental Engineer, TNPCB, Hosur has said that, public who

have objection to the proposed quarry can give their petitions.

Conclusion:

Finally, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Krishnagiri informed that the views, suggestions, written complaints and queries of
the public and reply by the project proponent are recorded through videography and
the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of
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Tamilnadu - Chennai.

Further, 43 number of petitions were received on the proposed
M/s. Thiru. S.M Harish Rough Stone Quarry project during the public hearing meeting.

The petitions are enclosed herewith.

Further, it is informed that 77 number of written representation were received in
the OJ/o. District Environmental Engineer, Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur,

Krishnagiri District from the public on the proposed Rough Stone Quarry project.
