The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, Krishnagiri
(Representative of the District Collector, Krishnagirir), Revenue officials, all the
general public and project proponent who have attended the public hearing for the
proposed Tvl. A.A. Enterprises Colour Granite Quarry, lease over an extent of
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1.54.0 Ha (Government Poromboke Land) at Nagojanahalii Village, Pochampa’Ili ‘
Taluk, Krishnagiri District is required to get Environmental Clearance (EC) from the
State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of Tamilnadu. He added that the
public notice informing the conducting of Public Hearing was published in the Tamil
and English dailies, such as, “Dinathanthi” and “The New indian Express” dated
13.08.2024 and bit notices regarding public hearing was issued to the public of
Thuppuganapalli Village, Tattakal Village, Nagarasampatti Village and Sentrampatti
Village with audio announcement through auto vehicle in and around the villages.
Further, he informed that the project proponent would make a presentation on the

project, after which the public can express their views.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District also stated that the views, suggestions and queries of the
public and reply by the project proponents will be recorded through videography
and the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authbrity of

Témilnadu.

The Revenue Div.isional Officer, Krishnagiri (Representative of the District
Collector, Krishnagiri) has initiated the Public Hearing process. Further, the
Revenue Divisional Officer, Krishnagiri has requested the project proponent to
explain about their proposed colour granite quarry project through power point
presentation and requested the public to obtain necessary clarifications for their

doubts.

Thereafter, Thiru.S.Rajkumar, EIA Consultant, M/s. Geo Exploration and
Mining Solutions Limited, Salem of the proposed Colour Granite Quarry project has
made presentation about the proposed Colour Granite Quarry project to the publ_ic
along with Environmental Management Plan. Thereafter, the District Environmental
Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur, Krishnagiri District has invited
the public to express therir views and comments about the proposed Colour Granite

Quarry project. The views and suggestions of the public are detailed below:



1. Thiru. Aravinith, N.Tattakal Village:
Thiru. Aravinth has said that, Instead of helping the school in the village, he
asked the quarry management to upgrade the road facility in the village. He also

requested to set up a speed breaker across the road which is located near the

school.
2 Thiru. Mathivaanan, N.Tattakal Village:

Thiru. Mathivaanan has said .that, establishment of this quarry will cause
more harm to the public than the revenue generated from the quarry to the
government. An area called Modaku, near Thattakkal village the agriculture was
flourished before. But, the agriculture is currently affected by quarries. Also, the
road is damaged due to high speed of the quarry heavy vehicles passing on the
road which is lack of speed breaker. In our village, the groundwater level has been
reduced and all the bore wells have been dried. Due to water scarcity, the
agriculture has been affected heavily. Also, the nearby Tippusultan Fort,
Kalabhairava Temple and surrounding forests héve been affected. The drinking
water in this area has high fluoride content. This is all due to the operation of

already existing quarries in our village. Therefore, he object this quarry project.

3. Thiru. Govindasamy, N.Tattakal Village:

Thiru. Govindasamy has said that, Already, four numbers of quarries were
operated in our village. The land and livestock of our village have been affected by
the wastes generated from the quarries. Also, due to establishment of more
number of quarries, the mountains are destroyed, thl:lS the nature is affected. The
public is affected by the dust emanated from the quarry. So, he asked the quarry
management to conduct the medical camp in the village to ensure the local
people’s health. Also, this quarry's public hearing is seems to be an eye wash.
If the youth of our town had been informed about this quarry earlier, they would
have benefited by obtaining the tender of this quarry. Also, the management who

has been granted with the permission should operate the quarry properly.
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4. Thiru. Kanakaraj, N.Tattakal Village:

Thiru. Kanakaraj has said that, the village people were not properly informer
about this public hearing. Also, blasting carried out in already located quarries
cause cracks in nearby houses. Quarries have been extracting more minerals
without adhere the government regulations. Also, due to exploitation of the hills,
the rainfall decreases and the canals become dry. Also, mango trees in nearby
agricultural lands are affected by dust emanated from the quarrfes. Due to high
speed of the quarry vehicles on the road, the road is getting affected. If the
permission is granted for this quarry, the public will protest against it. Due to this,
law and order will be affected. Therefore, he said that permission should not be

given to the project.
The DEE, TNPCB, Hosur : -

The DEE, TNPCB, Hosur has said that, Information about this public hearing
has already been communicated to the general public through a press release also
he said that the information has been circulated to the District Administration and
Gram Panchayat offices (BDO). Further, he said that, information has been given
to the local village through loudspeakers and distribution of pamphlets in nearby

villages.
5. Thiru. Sivaguru, N.Tattakal Village:

Thiru. Sivaguru has said that, this quarry project is against nature. Also
blasting in quarry (WIRE SAW CUTTING METHOD) affects the apiculture in our
village. He said that permission should not be given to the quarry as it is located

near the forest area.
6. Thiru. Muthu, N.Tattakal Village:

Thiru. Muthu has requested that, compensation should be given to the

agricultural land owners located near the quarry who will be affected by this quarry.
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7. Thiru. Anbalagan, Nagarasankottai Village:

Thiru. Anbalagan has said that, Granites have been excavated to a depth of
100 meters beyond the permitted depth of 10 meters by the government in the
existing quarry. Also, the abandoned quarry trench is full of water. Therefore, he
asked the government officials to inspect the abandoned quarry. Finally, he objects

the quarry project.
8. Thiru. Ramalingam, Nagojanahalli Village:

Thiru. Ramalingam has said that, a quarry haé already been operated in this
survey number. However, the quarry has been abandoned as an open pit mine
without closure. The management of Suryanarayanappa Quarry has obtained
permission for 2.5 acres and has operated the quarry on 10 acres. Also, they have
exploited the mountains illegally. Due to this, the ground water and agriculture in
the region have been affected. The District Administration did not notice this.
Future generations will be affected by this quarry project. Therefore, he said that

the project should not be granted.
9. Thiru. Chakravarthy, N.Tattakal Village:

Thiru. Chakravarthy has said that, in this public hearing meeting, the views of
all the public should be considered and permission should be granted on the
same. He said that, the quarry should be operated without harming the public and
agricultural land, if the quarry is operated as directed, the permission may be

granted.
10. Thiru. Kumar, Vice President, Nagarsamaptti Village:

Thiru. Kumar has said that, due to water logging in the abandoned quarry pits
the water flow to the ﬁearby lake (Arasamarathu Lake) has been obstructed.
Therefore, he requested that the waterways should be cleared for the betterment
of agriculture and public. He also asked the quarry management to operate the

quarry without harm the public.
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11.  Thiru. Prabhu, N.Tattakal Village:

Thiru. Prabhu has said that, mining the colour granite quarry is for the luxt
requirement not for a basic requirement. Due to water logging in the abandoned
quarry pits the water flow to the nearby lake has been obstructed. Therefore, he
requested that the waterways should be cleared for the betterment of agriculture
and public. He also asked the quarry management to operate the quarry without

harm the public.
12.  Thiru. Chakravarthy, N.Tattakal Village:

Thiru. Chakravarthy has said that Due to water logging in the abandoned
quarry pits the water flow to the nearby large lake has been dried. Therefore, he
requested that the waterways should be cleared for the betterment of agriculture
and public. He also asked the quarry management to operate the quarry without

harm the public.
13.  Thiru. Thambithurai, N.Tattakal Village:

Thiru. Thambithurai has said that, this quarry should be operated without
harm the public. He also said that, the water in the trenches of the abandoned

quarry should be diverted for agricultural use.
14.  Thiru. Maathalingam, N.Tattakal Village:

Thiru. Maathalingam has said that, | am speaking on behalf of the Tamil
Nadu Agriculture Association. Earlier, such public hearings were not held for the
establishment of previous quarries. At present, farmers and general public will be
affected by this quarry project and also there is no benefit from this quarry.
The abandoned quarries are full of water at a depth of 150 to 200 feet and are of
no use to anyone. Therefore, he said that water should be diverted for agricultural
use. He said that permission should be given only if the quarry is operated with

good intentions without harming the public.

15. Thiru. Gunasekaran, N.Tattakal Village:

Thiru. Gunasekaran has said that, the quarry management has provided

housing facilities in the locality.
16. Thiru. Elizhlarasan, Nagarasampatti Village:

Thiru. Elizhlarasan has said that, this quarry should be operated without
harming the nature and also he said that, the public will benefit from the project,

hence the permission may be granted for the proposed quarry.
17. Thiru. Anbalagan, N.Tattakal Village:

Thiru. Anbalagan has requested to make awareness to the public about

public hearing meeting process.
18. Thiru. Aravinth, N.Tattakal Village:

Thiru. Aravinth has said that, already the abandoned quarry trenches are full
of water due to excessive mining in the previous quarries. Therefore, to avoid this,

he asked the government officials to inspect the quarries frequently.
Conclusion:

Finally, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Krishnagiri informed that the views, suggestions, written complaints and queries of
the public and reply by the project proponent are recorded through videography and
the same Will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of

Tamilnadu - Chennai.

Further, 4 number of pefitions were received on the proposed
Tvl. A.A. Enterprises Colour Granite Quarry project during the public hearing meeting.

The petitions are enclosed herewith.

Further, it is informed that there is only one written representation was received

in the O/o. District Environmental Engineer, Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur,

- Krishnagiri District from the public on the proposed Colour Granite Quarry project.
