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The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Coimbatore South welcomed the District Revenue Officer Coimbatore, and all general
public who are attending fhe public hearing for the Proposed Rough Stone And Gravel
Quarry Covering overall Extent Of 2.16.5 Ha for Thiru.S.Abdul Jabbar Rbugh Stone &
Gravel - Quarry At S.F_.No.44/9(P), 45(P), 46/1 & 47/3(P)Of Kurunallipalayam Village,

anathukadavu Taluk, Coimbatore District.

It is required to obtain Environmental Clearance (EC) mandatorily from the
Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change (MoEF &CC), Government of
India as per' EIA Notification, 2006. for certain projects including quamy activity after
conducting Public Hearing. The public hearing minutes shall be submitted to State
Environmental Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA). He added that the press release
informing the conducting of Public Hearing was published in "Dinathanthi" and "The
New Indian Express" dated 29.06.2024 and also'pointed out the EIA report and
Executive summary are made available for public reference at selected Government
offices and informed that the project consultant on behalf of project proponent would
make a presentation on the proposed project, after which the public can express their

views.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Coimbatore South also added that the views, suggestions of the public will be
recorded through videography / Audio and the same will be submitted to the State
Environment Impact Assessment Authority of Tamilnadu.

He again welcomed the Chairperson Spepial District Revenue Officer, General -
public and representative of Agriculture Association etc., and he also requested the
project consultant would make a detailed presentation abput the proposed project, impact

on pollution and the mitigation measures of the Industry.
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District Revenue Officer, Coimbatore District, has initiated the Public Hearing
prbcess and requested the project consultant to explain about their proposed project
through power point presentation and requested the public to express their views and
“raise obtain necessary clarifications for their doubts. Main aim of this meeting is to

register the public views related to Environment.

Thereafter, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control

Board, Coimbatore South has invited the public to express their views and comments

about the proposed Project. The views and suggestions of the public's are detailed

below:

1.. AlagunachiMuthu, Vadachithur:

Hello, good morning. If this stone quarry is allowed to operate here, around
150 people get direct and indirect employment opportunities. All small shops like Tea
Stall, Automobiles, Mechanic shops are functioning based on the automobiles
operated for this quarry, so | request the district revenue officer and environmental
engineer to allow this quarry to continue to operate. Basic needs like food, cloth and
house will be available to us when we protect nature. Once again, | request

permission to this Quarry.

2.Kumaraswamy, Vadachithur

| welcome my relatives who are attending this meeting. My name is
Ponmalai Kumaraswamy. | belong to Vadasithur Village. Permission maybe granted
after gettihg opinion of all gathered here. | have respected the quarry, as | am in public
life. There is no defect. They have planted trees and maintaining them in and around
the quarry. If you have such a mines, you can freely give permission. He spent large
amount to the public and he is taking active part in renovation/other works carried out
in Government Elementary Schools, High School and Public Health Centres. Hence,
permission should be granted to the quarry. There is no hinderance to public. He is
serving to public. Quarry is not functioning on commercial basis. He is doing business

in proper way by remitting Income Tax. The Quarry must be continued. It gives
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indirect employment. There is no objection to issue license to this quarry.

Hello everyone, | am BE Mechanical Engineering. | am having transport
business with 4 trucks. There are so many issues. That is, there is no m‘aterial
available_for transporting. There is a shortage of construction materials all over
Coimbatore. So, if many quarries come, we will have some support. Due to non-
availability of material here, we are in the position to buy the same from farther places.
Cost is also high. So please allow me to help people here. It is very helpful if license is

granted.

5. Venkatesh, Karacherry

Hello everyone. | have studied BE Civil Engineering. | am caring our
business with 2 trucks since, | don't have a proper job. For that also, | have not get
enough material. Since, material is not available here, | have to get it from
Kinathukkadavu, Pollachi, etc., So approval is issued quickly, it will be very helpful for

us. Thank you.

6. Somasundaram, Karacherry.

Good Evening. Thare is no harm if permission will be given to this quarry.

7. Gunasekaran, Kurunellipalayam

| am living in the farm near the quarry. Quarry is safe and functioning well
without any problem. | am also working there. Also 50-60 people get employment

through this. So permission can be given for quarrying. There are no issues.

Hello, he has helped a lot to this village. He has given donation of 10 lakhs

to build a temple in our Village. So allow it.

9. Mohammad Ismail, Vadachithur.

You can generously grant permission to this Quarry and many people are
directly and indirectly benefited by this. It will also help the panchayat to carry out
welfare programs which can be implemented through their fund. So | humbly request

Hello, | am driver. If you allow this stone quarry it will be a livelihood for many

people like me. Permission shall be granted. Thank you very much.

11. Sivaprakash, (Tamil Farmers Environmental Protection Association).

Hello | am a member in Tamil Nadu Farmers Protection Association,
Kinathukadavu Circle. | am here to submit petition regarding Abdul Jabbar Stone
Quarry, Kurunelipalayam Village functions against government regulations. As per
Minor Minerals Rules 1956 section 36 (1) of the Act, no houses to be located nearer to
the quarry. More than 10 approved houses are within 300m radius and quarry is
operated by destroying Government Roads. | am handling over objection petition on
behalf of Tamil Nadu Farmers Protection Association not to grant permission for this
Stone Quarrying in a total area of 2.16.50 ha , (5.40.0 acres) in S.F.No. 44/9, 45, 46/1

and 47/3 due to various illegal activities. Farmers are against this quarry.:

Good Morning to all. If this Quarry is commissioned it will increase
employment to Vadasithur Panchayat and its surroundings. So, License may be

13) Shanmugam, Assistant Head Professor (Retd), Thegani.

| would like to say good morning to the District Revenue Officer who is
presiding over this hearing and the District Environment Engineer who is conducting
the meeting and the public who have come to this hearing. In my first opinion Mr.
Abdul Jabbar stone quarry will not cause any environmental pollution in this area and
the location is not harm. Secondly, when this stone quarry is established, it will
increase employment to workers of 100 numbers directly and 500 indirectly Iiving in 18
villages. He involves in community development through his work also. He is able to
do a lot for Vadachithur, Kurunellipaléyam and 18 other villages. Therefore, he can
contribute to the improvement of the socio-economic condition to all the villages in this
area. Revenue from quarry is directly used for the public. Since no industries in this
area, he is investing in this natural mineral resource and running it as a business.
This will create job opportunities and this enhances economy of public hence license

may be issued to this quarry.

We are not affected by the
operation of this quarry. Further, as this quarry is in operation, our panchayat will get
various development works.

16) Devaraj, Former President-Panchayat Council, Vadachithur.

Good morning everyone. | arﬁ President of the Government Higher
Secondary School Parent Teacher Association and also in various organisation. Mr.
Abdul Jabbar is doing this business he has carried lot of works in surrounding villages
through CSR funds. Moreover, he has built drinking water building in the Government
Higher Secondary School and also carried out repair works in water pipe line and
electrical works of 5 lakhs. He has leveled the low lying area at a cost of 13 lakhs and
helped to construct primary health centre at Vadasithur and thus fulfilled 50 years
dream. Similarly, | am a temple trustee . He has donated Rs. 2 Iakhé to the ancient
Karivaradharaja Perumal for kumbabhishekam. He has also spent 5 lakhs rupees to
repair roads to the above temple. Also, duriﬁg the Corona period, he has. done a lot of
help to those working in the agricultural farms here and those resides nearby.

My name is llango. We have a bakery and sweets shop here. | have been

associated with this quarry almost 40 years and the stone quarries are functioning

" here for a long time. Quarry provides employment to many public. The poor people

mostly rely on M-sand whenever the river sand is not available. Hence they need
quarries. Due to non-availability of river sand, many masions and women workers,
loss their job when the M-sand is not available. So quarries are essential. Hence this
quarry is very much needed. On behalf of my people and on my own behalf, | would

like to say thank you.
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19) Saravanaselvan, Kumaran Construction, Malumichampatti.

I 'am a contractor for road construction. In this area, there is a shortage of
construction materials like jally, gravel, M-Sand and wet mix. M-sand needed for road
construction. So we have to bring it from far away. It would be very convenient if it is
available readily side. Costs are high as they are brought from far away. If quarry is
permitted it will be Very helpful for road contfactors and all others. So | request the

authorities to allow this quarry to operate. Thank you very much.

20) Thambirajan

Hello everyone, | am working as the secretary of DMK Vadachithur. The P-
sand and M-sand manufactured by Mr. Abdul Jabbar is being sold in ten village
Panchayats including our village. ‘Hence quarry is necessary to this region.

Therefore, | request you to grant permission to this quarry.

We have 10 people working here. | request you to grant quarry permission.
