The District Environmental Engineer(DEE), Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Tiruchirappalli District welcomed the Assistant Collector, the Revenue
Divisional Officer (RDQ), Public, Environmental Activists, Revenue Officials, Police
Officials and Project Proponent for the Public Hearing Meeting on behalf of Tamil
Nadu Pollution Control Board.

The DEE informed that, in order to obtain Environmental Clearance from the
Ministry of Environment, Forests & Climate Change, for the Scheduled Activities /
Industries as per EIA Notification dated 14.09.2006, public opinion has to be
obtained before the issue of Environment Clearance. It was also informed that, the
views of public will be recorded and it will be forwarded to the State Environment

Impact Assessment Authority as per the procedure.

The DEE, TNPCB, Trichy also informed that Mr. R. Arumugamhas applied for
Environment Clearance for Rough Stone Quarrying over an extent of
2.62.0Hectares in S.F No. 102/1A, 102/1B, 102/1C, 102/1D, 102/1E, 102/1F,
102/1G, 102/1H and 102/1l, Lekkanayakkanpatti Village, Marungapuri Taluk,
Tiruchirappalli District. Since, this quarry falls under category B1 and since the
cluster area of quarries within 500 meters radius of this project area is 6.93.5 Ha, it is
necessary to hold a public hearing and accordingly this public hearing is being

conducted.

The DEE also informed that, on approval of the District Collector,
advertisements regarding the Public Hearing were published on 14.08.2024 in daily
newspapers both in English and Tamil. |
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The DEE has informed that the representative of the project proponent will
explain the impact and environmental management plan of the project through a
power point presentation. After that, the public and environmental activists can
express their views/comments orally or by written statement regarding the project.
The DEE also informed that the views of public will be audio / video recorded. The
District Environmental Engineer requested the public to register their name and

village clearly before giving their views/opinion about the project.

The DEE also informed that, the meeting proceedings along with audio /video
CD will be forwarded to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority. The
DEE requested the Revenue Divisional Officer to preside over the meeting.

The Revenue Divisional Officer, Srirangam greeted everyone present and
informed that the public hearing is arranged for receiving the opinion of the public for
the proposed M/s. R. Arumugam Rough Stone Quarfy over an extend of 2.62.0
hectares in S.F No. 102/1A, 102/1B, 102/1C, 102/1D, 102/1E, 102/1F, 102/1G,
102/1H and 102/11, Lekkanayakkanpatti Village, Marungapuri Taluk, Tiruchirappalli
District. The RDO also requested the public to give .their views on the proposed
project.

The Environmental Consultant made a power point presentation on the
project details, impacts and environment management plan measures for the

proposed quarry.

1. Thiru.Ponrasu, Usilampatti
| offer my warm welcome to the Government Officials and General Public.

Already two quarries are functioning here (in Lekkanayakanpatti village). They are
useful in providing building materials for roads and houses. Permitting another
quarry would be better and useful. | express my gratitude to all.

2. Thiru.Dharmalingam, Aalampatti
Two quarries are already functioning in our Panchayat. They provide all the
things which are needed by the people. Permitting another quarry will be more

convenient for us. Thank you.
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3. Thiru.VallanNattamai, Nattarpatti

The existing quarriesin the Panchayat is functioning well. Establishment of

another quarry will lead to further development of this Panchayat. Thank you.

4. Thiru.Paramasivam, Nattarpatti

In the past, Quarry offered services to the people. We have no objection in
permitting a quarry if it's function doesn't disturb the general public and not affects
the nearby public. The Quarry shall function in a proper manner. There is no
hindrance to the public in establishing the quarry and there is no objection to the

quarry.

5. Thiru.C.N.Palanisamy, Nattarpatti

We are giving full cooperation to set up thequarry without any hindrance to the

public. Thank you so much.

6. Thiru.A.Mani Nayakkar, Usilampatti

It would be better to give permission to the Quarry, if their activities does not

disturb and harm any people.

7. Thiru.Raja, Nattarpatti

Our village (Nattarpatti) is not shown in this report. Our village is located 300-
400 meters away from the upcoming quarry. Our village comprises of agricultural
lands, coconut and tamarind trees, grazing lands, bore wells and so many houses.
These details are not shown in the report. | am totally opposing this upcoming
quarry. The blastingdone in the existing two quarriesbare causing vibrations to the
houses of our village. Drinking water used by the people is also contaminated.
Drinking water will definitely become more polluted, if another quarry is set-up near

our village. Therefore, | object the establishment of this quarry.

8. Thiru.Sureshkannan, Sevalpatti

Thank you for setting up this quarry.

9. Thiru.Azhaghan, Nattarpatti
The distance from our village to the proposed quarry is less than 1/2 (half)

Kilometer. The activities of quarry will definitely affect the bore wells in our village.

Therefore, setting up a quarry should be banned.
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10. Thiru.Banu, Thuvarankurichi
Just now, | came to know about this quarry. | didn't know anything about it

before. Thank you. | express my sincere thanks to the District Collector.

11. Thiru.Sateesh, NGO, Andra Pradesh.
| came here as a volunteerto save the environment. | offer my greetings to the

dignitarieson the stage and everyone present here. | respect your attitudes to
preserve our customs, culture and traditions. | agree with you on your thoughts
andproblems. The government should solve your problems immediately. Also, the
government should adopt this village and release more funds to create sustainable
development. | humbly request the Government officials to provide employment and
permanent houses to the nearby people. As a Environment preserving volunteer, |
request that the natural environment of this village should be stable with green and
fresh. | request everyone present here to plant trees and save trees. | humbly
request the higher authorities of the government to issue énvironmental clearance

without imposing any restrictions. Thank you.

12. Thiru.Kannathasan, Nattarpatti

My agricultural land is 100-200 meters away from the upcoming quarry.
Agriculture is practised in this land since my grandfather's time. Many people in this
gathering said that there is no harm. But, the activities done in existing quarries

cause vibrations in the lands of our village. Vibrations also occur in houses which are
atd00 meters distance. Groundwater used for agriculture has been affected. The
people of Nattarpatti (particularly ten people) have told that they have not been
affected by the quarries. Hence, | request you to check and verify everything in a

proper manner before granting permission to quarry.

13. Thiru.N.Chinnaiah, Karadipatti (Resides at Seegampatti Village, Nattarpatti
Panchayat)

The existing quarry is 200 meters away from my residence. My home was

cracked because of this vibration. Government officials must visit and inspect our
village houses. The officials should inspectthe distance between the agricultural land
and the quarry. Then only, they will know whether the land has been purchased for
agriculture or for establishing a quarry. We are threatened by the quarry, if we ask
any details. They also give a |6t of troubles and forcing our people not to enter quarry

area. So, conduct inspection and rectify the problems.
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14. Thiru.Balasundaram, Lekkanayakanpatti Village (Manpanjampatti)

First of all, ask for the native place of the people who are present here and
also ask the distance of their villages from the quarry. Two quarries are already
functioning in Lekkanayakanpatti. The explosions begins at 6.30 PM. or 7.00 P.M in
these quarries, causes vibrations in nearby areas. So many petitions were given
regarding this issue. No action has been taken till now. We don't know what
influence they have. Some of the people from Dindigul District attending this meeting
have signed. Investigate them to know for .what purpose they came to attend this

meeting. Someone has brought them to attend this meeting.

In your presentation, you mentioned that there is a railway track at a distance
of 15 Kilometer. A check dam has been constructed by the government at a distance
1 % Kilometer. That detail is not shown in the revenue register map. There is a check
dam at Lekkanayakanpatti village. The check dam vibrates because of explosions
made in the quarries. But no one has mentioned the presence of check dam in the
records. A dam was constructed at a value of four and a half crores (4,50,00,000) is
mentioned in your presentation. The People who live in Manpanjampatti (which is
located ¥ Kilometer away from the check dam) only knows the vibration of check
dam due to blasting made by the quarry at evening time. Other villagers are

spectators. Because of the check dam, we object the establishment of new quarry.

You have shown Vaiyampatti railway track (which is 15 km away), but you
didn'tshown the check dam which is constructed1'. Kilometer away. The
Government also allocated rupees six and a half crores (Rs. 6,50,00,000) for the
construction of the dam. A soil test has been done for this process yesterday. Where
will the farmer go if you give permission to build quarries again and again? It is
quarry owner’s choice to seek permission to set up a quarry. We are not interested
and we express our objection for quarry. Theactivities of the quarry will affect check
dam, farmer and Paalar River. So, Quarry should not be allowed to establish. Every
house is shaken by the Quarry's explosions at the evening time. You people will
know our problems only by visiting our houses either directly or by sending your
officers. Several petitions were given before you take charge here and no actions

had been taken. It's frustrating for us to give petition again and again.
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Permission should not be granted to quarries. There is no information about
the dam in your Revenue Map. Six and a half crores (Rs.8,50,00,000) were allocated
for the dam before 4 days and Soil testing has also been done. Nothing is mentioned
about it. Already there is scarcity of rain in our area.If the quarry is established, the
ground water will dry up and farmers will agitate. The District Collector will surely ask
you about farmers agitation. Already two quarries (one in the RR and another in a
name) are functioning in Lekkanayakanpatti. Now,you are ready to grant permission
to set up a third quarry in Lekkanayakanpatti itself. Further, a fourth one is now
preparing to set up a quarry in Lekkanayakanpatti itself. Funds have been allocated
now by the government to dam for the farmers benefits. Therefore, we object for

gfanting permission to the quarry. Do not grant permission for quarry.

15. Thiru.Varadhan, Nattarpatti

Two quarries are functioning within a mile distance. Our house roofs vibrates
by the sounds of the explosidns made by the quarries. The upcoming (Third) quarry
will be very close to our village. So, our village will face a huge negative impact.

Therefore, officialsclearly investigate and decide yourself.

16. Thiru.SethuKavundar, Manpanjampatti
Two quarries operating in this Lekkanayakanpatti village. If another quarry is

established, our village people don't know whether they have to stay or leave the
village. If this quarry is establi'shed, only three villages namely Manpanjampatti,
Seegampatti and Nattarpatti will be severely affected. No other village will be
affected éeverely by the establishment of this quarry. So please don't give
permission to start quarry. A road has been constructed in Kanmaai by a quarry
which isalready granted permission. The water in the Kanmaai has dried up. You
officials should definitely take a look into this. At Nadukundu Kanmaai, three roads
were constructed on threg sides by the quarry. So, we are unable to go to the
temple. Kanmaai was 'dry without water. So please don't allow quarries. We survive
with what we have. We have been asking for a dam in Palar since the Congress
regime. If you want to do anything good for us, take necessary actions for
constructing a dam. Only three village people will be affected severely and other

villages will not be affected by the quarry.
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I have built a house for 13 Lakhs (13,00,000) rupees. Biasting is done in the
quarries after 6.00 P.M. Send your officers to my house to know how our house
vibrates at the time of blasting. We can't sleep because of the noise in the quarries.
So, existing two quarries are enough for us. Please don't grant permission for a third

quarry.

17. Thiru.Udayamani, PazhaiyaPalayam Panchayat.

Greetings to the Government officials present here. There are 30-40 villages
such as Pazhaiya Palayam, Idaiyanpatti Nattarpatti Lekkanayakanpatti
nearproposed quarry area. We people did not know that a public opinion meeting will
be held for granting approval to existing quarries.This is the reason for the
commencement of two quarries.Now, Wecame to know that a public opinion meeting
has been held for granting approval to the third quarry. We came here to express our
objection for the upcoming quarry and request the officials to take steps for closing
the existing quarries. Each and every living beings (including animals) were affected
by the quarries. A death had occurred by the accident made by RR quarry and
because of people's ignorance they concealed the accident. Every day more than
200 lorries from the quarry with excess loads crosses our village. | humbly request
the officials to stop the establishment of quarries and close the existing quarries to
avoid such accidents again. Also, | would like to inform you that it would be better if a
check dam will be build at Paalar River, which is our long-standing demand. Thank

you.

18. Thiru.Sivasubramanian, Seegampatti

Many people are affected by this quarry. We do not know how much depth is
allowed for quarries to cut rocks. They are digging very deep. So that we are facing
water scarcity. Firstly, the Government officials should properly investigate and grant
permission for setting up quarries. As there are already two quarries here, so
proposed quarryshould choose alternative site. | have asked in the RTI Act about the
distance between the quarry and the forest. But permission has been granted to a
quarry which is 500 meters away from the forest. This is because, the owner of that
quarry has a big background in politics. The activities of quarries alsoreduces the
ground water resources and we people depend only on agriculture are greatly

affected.
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There are two quarries operating in Lekkanayakanpatti Village. In
Lekkanayakanpatti Nattarpatti Panchayat, the existing quarries perform their
activities on 100 or 90 acres Government land. No Government officials are bothered
this. | have submitted more than 50 petitions. So far, no response was received from
the Government authorities. | have also asked in the Right to Information Act about
the quantity of stones allowed to be cut per day for these two quarries. The quarries
load the blasted stone using several trucks. They are carrying loads up to 16 tons
per day. We could not take action against the accident caused by the politically
influenced RR Quarry. If quarries are permitted, the farmers have no other choice
exceptleaving the village.The land given for the road by the people for public usage
is entirely used by the lorries of the quarry with huge loads. Quarries are establishing
their activities in same town without going to other areas. They dug up stones near
our graveyard too. No response has been given for the petition in this regardfrom the
District Collector and Revenue Officer. Response is not received for the Right to
| Information (RTI) Act petition. Hence, an appeal has to be filed for getting answers.
Therefore, | would like to inform you that permission should not be given for the
upcoming quarry.

19. Thiru. Arunachalam, Seeqgampatti

My livelihood entirely depends on agriculture. | alsorear goats, cows and
chickens. The activities of the existing two quarries have already caused various
impacts. The roof of my house was cracked due to the vibrations of the
explosionsmade by them. Firétly, there should be a gap of at least 500 meters from
the hill / forest areas and quarries. However, there is a gap of only 250-300 meters
between the existing quarry and the forest. Secondly, the wild cows, deers and pigs
in the hills are frightenedby the quarry blasts. They enter into our agricultural lands
and damage the crops. Due to this, | am more affectedas | depend on agriculture for
my livelihood without getting a job for my qualification. Therefore, | humbly request
you to accept my request that there should be no quarries (existing and upcoming) in

our village.

20. Tmt. Meena, Nattarpatti
Greetings. We are not interested in upcoming quarry. Please don't give

permission to set up a quarry. All the doors and windows of our house are severely
damaged.
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21. Tmt.Jaya, Nattarpatti

Greetings to all visitors. We don't want a quarry. Many villages are affected by

existing quarries. | am asking you to don't give permission to quarries.

22. Tmt. Azhagammal, Nattarpatti

We are suffering by the quarries. All the doors of the house are damaged. So,

don't give permission to upcoming quarry. -

23. Tmt. Aandichi, Nattarpatti

We don't need quarry for this Nattarpatti Village. Even if we die, our children
will be affected by the quarries. | bow to 10 people who are here and kindly request

younot to give permission to the quarry.

24. Tmt. Chinnamma, Nattarpatti

Quarry is located very close to the forest and our bore well. Lorries
belongingto existing quarries are passing through the forest area. We work in the
forest until 6.00 PM in the evening. Water in our bore wells got dried because of the
quarry. As a widow, | dependon forest farming for the livelihood of 4 children. When |
hear the sound of explosion, | will go home fearingthat stone would fall on me. So,

please take action.

25. Tmt. Aandichi, Nattarpatti

We don't want a quarry. Stones blasted in the quarry fall on the roof of our

house. So, | request you not to allow quarryin our village.

26. Tmt.Kasthuri, Nattarpatti

We don't want another quarry. We also don't need the existing quarries. Our

children cannot even walk on the roads nearto the quarry. We are unable to graze
our goats and cows.Our houses vibrate at night because of the blasting sound.

Therefore, | request you to close the existing quarries. Thank you.

27. Thiru.Marianatham, Musiri Taluk

In Musiri Taluk, Government closed the approved quarry based on a petition

submitted to the District Collector that the quarry was causing vibration to the nearby
houses. At that time, the District Collector asked the Chennai Anna University to
analyze the vibration effects caused by quarry. So, Anna University professors

conducted an investigation before two years in the presence of the District Collector
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and RDO. Based on that, it was found that 5 points of vibration at a distance of 20
meters and 0.2 points of vibration at a distance of 100 meters were observed after
drilling 50 holes. They reported that buildings will be damaged only if the vibration
level exceeds 10 points. These entire report is given to Trichy District Collectorate.
So, blasting in quarry will cause vibration buildings cannot be considered as
an issue for the proposed quarry. Nowadays many advanced toolsare used to crush
stones. The detonator, which is formerly used had too much vibration. The vibration
was also present in the next used DF. With the use of XL Nonnel, there is no
vibration and the blasted stones does not scatter beyondabove 20 meters.
Therefore, based on the report submitted by the professors of Chennai Anna
University in Trichy District Collectorate, | am stating that the damage caused by the

explosion is not an issue to consider. Thank you.

. 28. Tmt.Ramayi, Nattarpatti
We don't want a quarry. All the houses were shaked with the quarry’s

explosion. All goats and cows should be grazed return home by 05.30 PM. So, we

don't want a quarry.

29. Tmt.Rasathi, Nattarpatti
Take necessary actions for existing quarries. We don't need quarry any more.
Our Village is more affected by quarries. Therefore, quarries shall be permittedin the

‘viIIages which have not been affected. | request you to take appropriate action and
remedial measuresfor the activities done by the permitted existing quarries.

30. Tmt.Thangam, Nattarpatti
Our village does not need this quarry. We also request you to close the

existing quarries.

31. Tmt.Chittu, Nattarpatti
Goats and cows runsbecause of the sounds of explosions in quarry. | request

you to close the existing quarries and make a way for people’s survival.

2. Tmt.Vellaiyammal, Nattarpatti

Quarries are affecting us. So, please tell the officialsto close the quarry.
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33. Tmt.Azhagammal, Nattarpatti

We don't need this quarry. We are unable to sleep peacefully. Stones are
scattered from the quarries at the time of grazing sheep and cattle. So, Please we

don't need quarry.

34. Tmt.Ponnammal, Nattarpatti

Children are very scared when they hear about quarry So, we don't want a
quarry.

35. Tmt.Kuchayi, Nattarpatti
We don't want a quarry.

36. Tmt.Shanthi, Nattarpatti
We don't need quarry and please close the existing quarries too.

37. Tmt.Azhagammal, Nattarpatti

We don't want quarry and also close the existing quarry. We don't need a

quarry.

38. Tmt.Pothumponnu, Nattarpatti

Existing quarries must be closed and also wedon't want anyquarries in future.

39. Tmt.Azhagi, Nattarpatti
There is no need for this quarry in Nattarpatti.

40. Tmt. Chinnammal, Nattarpatti

We don't need a quarry. Please close it.

41. Tmt.Ponnammal, Nattarpatti

First of all, close the existing quarry. We don't need any new quarry. Please
respect the people who came to this meeting and said the authorities to close the

quarries. You will be blessed.

42. Tmt.Chellammal, Nattarpatti
We don't want a quarry.Close it.

43.Tmt.Bhakyalakshmi, Nattarpatti
Our Village does not need a quarry. The existing quarry should aiso be

closed. Please don't allow quarry in our village.
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44.Tmt. Rajamani, Nattarpatti
Please, don't allow quarry in Nattarpatti and also close the existing quarry. We

don't want any quarry in future also.

45.Tmt.Ananthi, Nattarpatti
The existing quarry should be closed. All the doors of the house are vibrated

by the explosion done by the quarry at evening time. So, close the quarry as soon as

possible. We don't need a quarry here.

46. Tmt.Selvi. Nattarpatti
There is no need for a quarry. We graze the cattles to home around 4.00 PM.

We could not survive.

47.Tmt.Saraswathi, Nattarpatti

Please close the quarry.

48.Tmt.Pidaari, Nattarpatti
Houses are severely affected. So, we don't want quarries.

49.Tmt. Ramaayi, Nattarpatti

As there are two quarriesalreadyoperating in our village. We are living in the
forest area about 10 - 20 Kilometer distance away from the quarry. We are very
much affected by the explosion of quarry. We work in forest with fear of not knowing

when and what will happen to us. We are very scared to take babies in the forest.

So, please we don't want quarry.

50.Thiru.Lakshmi Azhagu, Nattarpatti
| am the husband of Nattarpatti Panchayat President. There are two quarries

operating at a distance of 1km or 1% km from our village. Stones are quarried within
1 Kilometer in Nattarpatti. All our v'iIlagers depend on goat, cow, poultry and
agriculture for their livelihood. They graze cattles and live in the forest areas or hill
area near the forest. All the authorities must understand very well that if this quarry is
established, all the people will have to leave the village. We don't want a quarry. My
house which is 6-7 km away is vibrating because of the blasting sounds from the RR
quarry. If you gooutside the house, you can clearly see the smoke emitted from the
stone blasting. | am facing this issue, even | am living 7 km away from the quarry. |
don't know how the villagers of Seegampatti, Nattarpatti, Manpanjampatti,
Nainambatti etc. near the quarry spent their night time. Many people think that we
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pan resolution to start a quarry. All the people present here should know that our
people and leaders of ourvillage have not come up with any resolution to start a
quarry. Our demand is same as general public demand that not to operatequarry and
this is what we are insisting on.

They are already earmarked with stone but it is not even at a distance of
one foot away from quarry. The authorities should investigate it. They damaged the
tar roadalready laid. Also, they damaged the 3.5 Kilometer road from Seegambatti to
Ramaiyapuri. The manager informed that they will lay road but not road was laid for
the past 3 years. At present the road has been laid through the Prime Minister's
scheme.But it was the quarry which caused damage the road. When blasting occurs
in a stone quarry, wild cows run violently and hit the pedestrian on the road, causing
accident, loss of life and loss of belongings. So | request you not to give permission

to this quarry.

51. Tmt.Rajeshwari, Nattarpatti

We don't want this quarry. Please stop.

52.Tmt.Pushpam, Alampatti

We have cried with our children because of scarcity of water in our borewell.

Therefore, | bow down and pleased that we do not want a quarry.

53.Thiru.Manickam (Former Councillor), Vadugampatti

| have served five times as a councillor in this Nattarpatti Panchayat. | was
defeatedonly in this election. The activities of quarry is happening continuously in
Nattarpatti Panchayat. No one can knew about the quarry located at Ammapatti near
Nattarpatti. We came to know about the quarry only after hearing the blast sounds
which is done to break the rocks. Our town is 2 km away from that rock area. | heard
the blasting sound, when | was sitting at Natakamalai of our village (Alampatti) at
around 10.00 p.m. If the officials should visitdirectly and hear the blasting sound
produced at a distance of 2 km. The people of Seegampatti, Nainampatti, Ammapatti
and Nattarpatti gave their own patta lands to road construction for public usage. We
did not give up our land for lorries carrying 10 ton, 20 ton loads for quarry. The

owners of the land have given their own land only for public usage.

Already, a farmer has reported that a stone scattered from a quarry fell on his

house which is located at 1 km distance. If another quarry is established, all the
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people of Akkiampatti, Seegampatti, Nattarpatti, Lekkanayakanpatti villages will have
no other choice except leaving the village. The people of Manjampatti and
Ammapatti gave their lands without knowing that the quarry will be established and
the blasts will be done. If the upcoming quarry is established, stones will fall in these
villages. None of the people can live in peace. So, please leave the plan to set up a
quarry.

The condition of the villagers will be known only by the officers,if theycome
and stay in villages Manjampatti and Ammapatti for an hour. Officials said that
permission for quarries will be granted only if there is a distance of more than 1 km
between the quarry and the forest. But permission was given for the quarries which
are 100 feet away from the forest. Due to the sound of explosions, wild cows are
damaging the crops in Krishnapuram, Palarupatti and Lingambatti areas. Even
mangoes could not be yielded. Forest cows spoil the tomatoes cultivatedusing
fertilizerof Rs 2,000 worth. Therefore, the quarry projects should be stopped. We say
no to quarry in our personal experience. Due to the ignorance of the public, the
quarries have already been established. Therefore, the plan to set up a new quarry

should be stopped. We don't need a quarry.

54.Thiru.Palrasu, Manpanjampatti (Lekkanayakanpatti Village)
The villagers don't know that this meeting is ongoing here. How can people

express their opinions and thoughts without knowing that the meeting is conducted
here? We heard aboutthis meeting 10 minutes ago and came here. Some people are
on the way as they don't know why and where this meeting is taking place. The
distance between RR Quarry and Manpanjampatti is less than 1 or 1% Kilometer.
Our house doors were shakenbecause of explosions done in the quarry. RR Quarry
will face the consequencesif any house demolishes. So, we say no to quarries.
Brother (Manickam) who spoke earlier said that there is a distance of 100 feet
between the quarry and the forest. But, RR Quarry come’s within 100 feet or even 25
feet distance from the forest. There is only one road between quarry &forest.
However permission was granted to RR Quarry. So, please we don't need quarry.
