District Environmental Engineer:

The District Environmental Engineer in his welcome address on behalf of the
District Administration and Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board welcomed all the
participant to attend the Public Hearing. Also, M/s. K. Deivendran Multi Colour Granite
Quarry has applied to conduct a Public hearing regarding the quarrying. According to
the Environmental Impact Assessment Notification, 2006 order, Public Hearing meeting
of Public Hearing opinion for the above project has been made mandatory. So the
Public Hearing meeting is being held on today's date. In this regard, an advertisement
has already been made in Dinakaran on 06.08.2024 and The New Indian Express on
06.08.2024 in Tamil and English Newspapers and the copies of the Environmental

Impact Assessment Report related to this project were placed for Public Hearing views



at the District Collector's Office, District Industrial Centre and Panchayat Union Office a
month ago. He also informed that the Public Hearing announcement about the meeting
was made through loudspeaker, leaflets and posters on 06.09.2024 in
Veeriyampalayam and surrounding villages. He also informed that the summary report
in Tamil and English related to the said project has also been uploaded on the website
of Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board for Public Hearing viewing. Then the Assistant
Collector (F.A.C.) asked him to preside over the meeting.

Assistant Collector (F.A.C.):

The Assistant Collector (F.A.C.) who presided over the address, welcomed the
audience to the Public Hearing. He has informed that Public Hearing meeting for
M/s. K. Deivendran Multi Colour Granite Quarry is being conducted as per government
guidelines. He also said that the information related to the project has already been
uploaded on the websites. He then asked the general Public Hearing to express their
views clearly and concisely without any hesitation. He informed that all the opinions of

the Public Hearing participating in this meeting will be sent to the government without

any discrimination. He also said that the project consultants of the company are

currently going to explain the information related to this project to you.

District Environmental Enaineer:

He asked the Public Hearing to register their name and address and give their

views on the project accordingly.

1. Mr. Rathinavel, N. Pudhpatti:

| am living nearby the quarry. Granting permission for this quarry has many

advantages for us. They have done a lot of good things like building facilities for our
children's school and festivals in the temple. They have also provided road facilities to
our village. So he said, permission can be given to this quarry.

2. Mr. Kathiresan, Komateri:

This quarry has done many projects for us in the village. Apart from that they
have kept the environment good. Similarly, our village schools and temples are well
maintained. So he said, permission can be given to this quarry.

3. Mr. A. Suresh Kumar, PalayaJayangondam:

I live in this town. By operating this Deivendran Quarry, we are getting various
benefits. 6 years ago we approached him in the ministry and asked for his help. He has
done more than we asked. He has given the necessary granite stone for the nearby
Shiva temple. Apart from that he has helped a lot of poor children for education. If this

quarry starts it will be very beneficial not only for this town but also for all the schools



within 10 kilometers around this town. Therefore, he said that he has no objection to
start this quarry.

4, Mr. Nagaraj, Lakshmanampatti:

There is no impact on our area by opening of this quarry. We have 13 acres of
land & 80 cents next to this quarry. Water is available for agriculture. They are very
supportive to us. They have provided stones for the people of our town and for the old
Jayangondam temple. He said that our town is not affected by this quarry.

5. Mr. M. Veerappan, Lakshmanampatti:

Due to the construction of quarry in Veeriyampalayam area, there is no damage
and the Environment is good. These companies are giving us all the help. This project
they are doing is good. He said permission can be given to this quarry.

6. Mr. Saravanan, Kometeri:

| would like to express my greetings to all the Government officials who have
come to this public hearing, and to all those who have attended this public hearing. This
quarry in SF No.12 has no water table impact. Green belt has developed around this
quarry. So there is no harm as they say. There are many trees like guava tree.
Therefore, we are expressing our views on behalf of our town and panchayat to start
this quarry. They themselves renovated the temple. They have provided many facilities
such as granite tiles to the schools in Komateri and Kannamuthampatti area. There is
no harm to us because of this quarry. Many facilities have been provided to this
panchayat through quarry CSR Fund. Therefore, has said that there is no objection from
the public to start this quarry.

7. Mr. N. Raj, Nagirettipatti:
There is no harm to the public by this quarry. They have provided necessary

facilities to the temples and schools in this town. He said that he has no objection to

start this quarry.
8. Mr. N. Shanmugam, Anti-lllegal Quarry Movement, Karur:

Karur District Administration and Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board Karur
District jointly conducting public hearing for Deivendran quarry, SF No. 12/1A, 12/1B,
12/1C, 121D, 12/1E, 12/2A, 12/2B, 12/2C, 12/3A, 12/3B, 12/3C, 12/3D, 12/3E, 12/4A,
12/4B & 12/5A, Veeriyampalayam Village, Krishnarapuram Taluk, Karur District. We
extend our salutations to them and to the Assistant Collector of Kulithalai. This quarry is
ilegal as per Section 36/1 of the Government sitting criteria and Minor Mineral

Concession Rules, 1959. There are houses within 300 meters radius of the quarry field,
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high power tower within 500 meters radius, bore wells and overhead water storage
tanks. This is an already operational quarry. | say that permission should not be granted
for this granite quarry as the outlying area of the quarry i.e. latitude, longitude, area of
base boundary stones has been cut more than specified. This 2.30 hectare quarry is
subject to various provisions under Section 36 of the Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral
Concession Rules, 1959. Especially around the quarry there are recognized houses,
plots and permanent constructions.

According to section 36 of the Tamil Nadu Mineral Concession Rules, 1959, it is
clearly mentioned that quarrying should be carried out at a distance of 300 meters from
houses approved by the Panchayat and DTCP, permanent constructions like Natham,
Temple, Government Compound Houses, Green houses. Therefore, legal permission
cannot be given to this quarry. The Tamil Nadu Mineral Concession Rules state that
footpaths and carriageways should be 10 meters i.e. 35 feet. The footpath goes in field
No. 12/1A, 12/1B, 12/1D, 12/1D, 12/1E where quarry is located. No space left for
pavement. There is no gap of 10 meters in the footpath leading to field no.12 where
quarry is located. This corridor is shown on village map and computer field map. As per
Section 36 of the Tamil Nadu Minor Concession Rules 1959 there should be a 10 meter
gap in the footpath which is a violation. Therefore permission should not be given to this
quarry. Also the footpath leading to Field No.13 on the south side of this quarry is shown
on the village map and computer map. According to the Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral
Concession Rules, the quarry should be operated only 35 feet away. But the quarry
didn't work like that. Therefore permission cannot be given to this quarry. Also, there are
38 houses approved by Urnatham at 200 meters in SFNo.8 on the north-west side of
the granite quarry.

Minorities have been living in the area for nearly 70 years. The Vvillage
administrative officer said that there are no approved houses. You should take legal
action against that Village Administrative Officer. We say that at every meeting.
Similarly, the village administration officers give false documents in favour of quarfy. The
village administration officer concealed the presence of the temple 50 meters away in
Varavani village. But in 1998, Karur district collector said in a handwritten letter that the
temple is 50 meters away. In this way everyone even Tahsildar has given wrong
information. Therefore, legal action should be taken against the officer like Village
Administrative Officer for giving false evidence. We are also filing a complaint. Also a

town named Kaikaliyur is shown in this Environmental Impact Assessment Report
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English book page no. 100, within a radius of 300 meters on the village map in
Annexure page no.192. But among them they say that there is no town at that place.
Also, he is concealing the house by falsely stating that the house is not occupied, the
house has been demolished and the house has been damaged. But according to the
Tamil Nadu Minor Minerals Rules, 1959, it has been clearly stated that the house is a
house, even if it is dilapidated or damaged, even if the revenue department documents
indicate that there is a mark in the UDR.

Similarly, we are going to give you the document obtained through the Right to
Information Act, which reveals the historic truth, along with our complaint, after the
hearing. They ‘said that there are no houses within 300 meters. But even though the
Assistant Commissioner of Chennai is on private lease land, Revenue Department part
26/Section 15 Government Ordinance regarding topological track and stream defines
- the stream and track as government property. They have given the documents on
14.05.2023 in the administrative department under RTI Act. As per rule the land is
owned by the government if the land is mentioned as land route and canal. It is hereby
informed that the Local Authority has the authority to remove any encroachment. They
have hidden the corridor. Appropriate action should be taken. There are many
permanent and temporary houses around quarry. Approved temporary and permanent
houses should not be within a radius of 300 meters around the quarry at the time of
blasting, government rules say. If such permission is given illegally, if something like the
blast incident that happened last May-1 in Auriyur village of Virudhunagar district,
everything including loss of life may be occurred. This is how the government has laid
down the rules. So permission cannot be given for this quarry. There are various rule
violations. Houses and many structures have been built nearby. On the west side there
are government built green houses at SF No. 54 and 57 at 158 meters. Therefore
permission cannot be given for quarrying. Several houses are shown on the south-west
side at 158 m, on the north-west side at 176 m, and at 144, 154, 253 m. It cannot and
should not operate according to law. Perumal Temple is located at 8/70 of granite north-
west field as shown in computer map. The Perumal temple is located at the site of the
granite quarry. On the east and north-east side of field no.21 at 295 meters houses and
villages are shown. Therefore no permission can be given for this quarry. Section-83/2
of the Indian Electricity Act 1956 states that there should be a distance of 300 meters
1000 feet from the outer edge of the field where the high power tower is located around

the quarry. But the high power tower runs within 300 meters radius of the outermost part
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of the quarry on the north-eastern side. Therefore permission cannot be given under
Section 83/2 of the Electricity Act 1956. Power line runs at the southern part of the
quarry Field. They say that quarrying should be done only after a distance of 500
meters. Therefore permission should not be given for quarrying. If there is an overhead
storage tank, government bore well, water station, etc. then a distance of 500 meters
should be left.

On the Northern side where the granite quarry is located, Uthupatty Natham is
within a radius of 500 meters. This is shown in the villagé map. EIA English detailed
report is shown on page 102 and annexure Page No. 192. If the quarry works, the
borehole water will go down. The people of that area cannot be supplied with water.
Therefore permission for quarrying cannot be given by law. According to the Minor
Mineral Concession Rules 1956, 36-1, 500 meters should be spaced 1750 feet apart
from reservoir but not provided. Along wifh the environmental impact assessment report,
the 45 types of documents should be attached to the SEIAA and the consultation
meeting should be held. Only then can the authenticity of the documents be kriown. In
the last year 2021, a consultation meeting was held with 1300 pages o% attached
documents for Manikandan Paramasivam quarry in Coimbatore district, Sulur Taluk,
Arashampalayam and Pachampalayam area. This link has been uploaded on the
Pollution Control Board website. Only 15 types of documents have been included in the
Environmental Impact Statement where there should be 45 types of documents.
Therefore, without knowing fully, one cannot comment. Cannot give permission. In more
than 150 of our hearings, we insisted that 45 types of documents should be attached.

We have also lodged complaints with Pollution Control Board Office and Tamil
Nadu Environment Assessment Authority (SEIAA). But to deceive us they have kept
only 15 types of documents. The government itself says that 45 types of documents
should be kept and the government officials do not see this. On the eastern side of the
granite quarry there is a gap in SF No.12/4C but minerals have been illegally mined
without any gaps in the 12/4C strip of land where the quarry has not been granted
permission. Legal permission cannot be given for this granite quarry as granite mineral
has been illegally mined without gap in the 12/4Cpatta land. It has been informed that
this granite quarry has been inspected from 01.03.2023 to 31.05.2023 by the State
Environmental Impact Assessment Committee, Terms of Reference, before issuing the
letter of approval. 8 months before the State Environmental Impact Assessment

Committee gave permission, they had given a report that they had taken survey for all
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the air pollution and noise pollution. They have given in the environmental impact
assessment report that they conducted the study without obtaining permission.
Therefore, permission cannot be granted for quarrying.

Man can live only if he lives with nature. If he lives by destroying nature, in the
Wayanad region of Kerala, which is called God's land, landslides will occur due to
quarries and mines and dangerous landslides will occur in the Union of India. 3.5
Richter earthquake and 116 degrees Fahrenheit in Tamil Nadu. So no granite quarry
can be set up in Karur district. A 3.5 magnitude earthquake hit Aravakurichi last week.
We have also lodged a complaint with the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, the
Geology and Mines Department, the District Revenue Officer and the District Head. |
have been hearing explosions continuously for a week. The mirrors move. While the
DMK government which is in power today made promise no. 200 in the 2021 assembly
election that the government will take over and run these granite quarries, the
consultation meeting is being held for the private granite quarry without doing so. The
Government of Tamil Nadu has stated in Rule 200 (Agenda). They said that henceforth
the government will accept and run the quarries in Tamil Nadu. But this government is
not implementing it and is laying the groundwork for private individuals. Land, water, air,
acoustics and biodiversity will be affected if this quarry is located. He said in the vhearing
meeting at Veeriyampalayam that the quarry was already operational in this area.

How much damage has been caused due to the operation of E. Dhanapal
Quarry? Farmers are affected. Tahsildar has given documents that there is no village
called Kaikaliyur. Backward small tribal people have been living in the area for 70 years.
They say they will build a green belt, but they don't. It is said that 86 quarries are
operating with permission in Karur district alone. But more than 350 quarries are
operating illegally. Karur region has only 2 percent green belt than Tirupur district. That
too Kadavur area is the area with more green covers. They destroyed the green covers
in Karur area. There is a situation where agriculture cannot be done. A variety of
environmental impacts occur. They say the depth of each quarry is 30 meters, 32
meters because they destroy nature and do not live in harmony with nature. If you look
at the operational quarries in Paramathi and this area, they have cut 150 meters, 200
meters. The Government has fined in crores for each quarry and fined more than 160
crores for almost 46 quarries. If we investigate with real officials like Mr. Sakayam, there
will be a situation where a fine of 50 thousand crores can be imposed only on the

quarries that can be operated in Karur district. They are looting minerals.



The Tamil Nadu Government, the District Administration and SEIAA should
inspect the area of the quarry. All the government officials have given them as false
documents. Commissioner of Revenue please take action against them. Action should
also be taken against the village administrative officer. We are filing a complaint; the
village administration officer has issued a circular. He said that there are no houses,
dwellings or temples within a radius of 300 meters. How Tahsildar has been saying from
the beginning. They are false documents. K. Deivendran, who can run this quarry, has
given a sworn statement. just tell the truth. Do not give false testimony. You have the
power to file a case and arrest him. Hence such misinformation is given in the hearings.
They have given false documents in the environmental impact assessment. 4 years ago
thére was no lab called Omega. For 4 years, they held all consultation meetings with
that laboratory. We have given various complaints about it. It is like a wage bill falling on
deaf ears and the Union Government has not come and taken any action. So he
concluded his speech by saying thank you for giving me the opportunity to speak,

saying that if you give permission for this quarry, we will take legal action to stop this
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9. Mr. P. Manikandan, Kannamuthampatti:
He greeted all the government officials, social activists and villagers.

Mr. Deivendran has done many welfare programs for us through their quarry. They have
notified the hearing meeting through auto. A lot of comments were made. We were just
listening. We need the quarry to work. There are people who can accept the views
expressed. Therefore, Mr. Deivendran, you must solve these problems and put forward
good plans and help us in spiritual work, education work, health, medicine etc. for the
people of the town. The people of the village will be benefited by giving permission for
this quarry so that the government will definitely rectify these defects and provide the
means to operate this quarry properly. He said, "I request you to find out how many
people there are in our village, disabled people, and widows, abandoned by their
husbands and kindly provide them with employment.”
10.Mrs. R. Kokila, S. Vellalapatti:

We are from Vellalapatti School. This company has provided facilities like table,

chair and toilet facility to our school. Quarries should provide such assistance. She

therefore concluded his speech by saying that permission can be given to this quarry.
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11.Mr. S. Vijayan, Karur:

He greeted to the pollution control board officer, RDO and villagers, social
activists, activists and media for organizing this meeting. Most of the quarries in Karur
district are operating illegally. We have informed this with evidence. District
administration does not take action. They take permission for only 100 meters and go
up to 300 meters. This should be stopped. In this drought-stricken area, the water level,
which was already 3 feet, has gone up to 25 feet. We have told every quarry that this is
polluting the health. Goats and cows are facing problems. Be it quarries or granite
quarries, there is a rule that they should operate only from 7 am to 5 pm. But it is
running at night. This should be banned. Similarly, they are carrying 72 to 82 tons in
16-wheeled trucks which should carry only 46 tons on the roads. No one asks for this.
Police should continue to act. A quarry was fined and still in operation. Are new quarries
following the correct rules? It is not known. No permission should be given for any
quarrying in Karur district. He concluded his speech by saying that permission should
not be given to the quarry.

12.Mr. Rajasekhar, SKM, Karur:

Karur District Administration and Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board jointly

conducting Public hearing for Deivendran quarry under the chairmanship of The District
Environmental Engineer, Karur and Kulithalai Assistant Collector, are they really in need
of a quarry in this area? Is nature unaffected? Will it benefit the public? This consultation
meeting is being held to ask the opinion. In that way, there are houses in the Google
map. There are government colony houses and agricultural land nearby. All are shown
in the Google map. This quarrying should be conducted as per minor-mineral rules. The
information given in the Google map and the operation of the mine under the mineral
concession rules are opposite with each other. Houses are scattered. It has been shown
that there are government colony houses. Agricultural land is affected by quarrying. It is
recommended that this quarry can be taken to a depth of 31 meters. 110 feet deep
Wells in our area, bore wells, need to be drilled up to 150 feet deep. If there is a ditch
near a quarry which is 100 feet deep, water from nearby wells will reach the quarry. This
will affect agriculture. Do not give approval on the grounds of saving nature or saving
agriculture. He concluded his speech by saying that the government authorities should
not give approval to this quarry and if they allow the quarry to operate, they would be
acting against the government and this quarry should not be allowed to operate, which
would harm the public and agriculture.

Karur District Administration and Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board Karur
District jointly conducting public hearing for Deivendran quarry, SF No. 12/1A, 12/1B,

Greetings to the pollution control board officers including the honourable district
environmental engineer, to all the department officials who have participated here, to
the press department, police officers, to the social activists who are working with great
concern to protect this soil, to the farmers, to the public belonging to this area, to the
granite quarry owners and to all those brought by the granite quarry owners. Before we
begin this meeting, we extend our greetings and best wishes on behalf of the Tamil
Nadu Environment Protection Committee to which we belong. Before the start of this
meeting today, the respect to the farmer Jaganathan who was killed by mercenaries on

the 3rd day after the quarry was closed for illegally closing the Annai Quarry at
Kangeyampalayam which is near Paramathi in Kuppam village of Pugalur Taluk, Today
is Memorial Day. 2 years have passed. At this time we pay our respects to him. | pay our
respects to the labourers and the public who have buried thousands in the soil in
Wayanad, Kerala, due to the mines and tea plantations there. The consultation meeting
to be held today is Deivendran's Quarry. The quarry has already been operating for 5
years. Again, according to the order of the National Green Tribunal, if there is a quarry
that is operating in an area of more than 5 hectares, a quarry that has completed its
operation, and a quarry that has sought permission, a hearing must be held on the basis
that even if its area is 2.30 hectares, there is already another quarry of the same size
nearby. Do you want this hearing? Don't you? Do not vote like an election. It is not the
case here that if they bring a lot of people and say they want, they will give permission
- for that quarry.

The hearing will be held by the State Environmental Impact Assessment Authority
(EIA). They have asked for permission for this quarry, saying that due to the operation of
this quarry, soil pollution, water pollution, biodiversity pollution and socio-economic
environment will be affected and we will correct all that damage. Have they done it
legally on that basis? Can they do it legally? This meeting is the meeting for. 1000
people can speak in support and only one person can argue. The decision is made on

the basis of the criteria which can be said to be arbitrary. Not based on numbers. Is
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there a quarry of Deivendran who can be located here on that basis? We have seen
that through government docUments. This is the village map on page no.91 of the
Environmental Impact Assessment Report given by them. Signed by the Village
Administration Officer. Likewise, page no.192 is signed by the draftsman and sealed by
AD Mines. Honorable Village Administrative Officer has given a certificate in 2023. On
page 372, the Village Administration Officer has given proof that there are no ancient
symbols, places of worship, high voltage towers, approved residences, graveyards, or
reserve roads within a radius of 300 meters of the quarry field. The rule states that there
should be no ancient monuments, places of worship, high voltage towers, apprbved
residences, graveyards, reserve roads within 300 meters radius of the quarrying field.
But they say that the 38 approved houses is not there. Panchayat leaders will be here.
You must have gone to vote since your grandfather's time. They said that there is no
such town.

They say that there is no town called Kaikaliyur which is located at 141 meters.
At 141 meters in the picture there is a town and houses. Not only that, the land of the
town was acquired by the government and all the ‘houses were given by the
government. They said no town. The quarry owners give a fraudulent report that the
District Revenue Officer visits the town and leaves. That is, how to hide the town that
has been inhabited for 100 years? Not only approved houses but also government
documents. There is a picture given by the village administration officer. On page no.91
they have destroyed all that house. It is in Village map. This map is from 1979 to 1985
village map field no.9 contains those houses. But they have hidden it and fraudulently
edited the document. Industrious people are the people who have are saying no people
nearby. They say they don't even have a location. You said that the people of this quarry
can give permission if it is legal. The Mineral Concession Rules are clearly stated in
Section 36(1A) of the Quarry Act. | am not saying that no quarry should be set up within
300 meters of residential area. This is the guide for all the Act issued by the
Government of Tamil Nadu in 1959 following the Act of 1957 of the Central Government.
Then the existence of the house, the existence of the town, and the existence of the
town were confirmed. Apart from that, when talking about the houses here, they said
that there was already a house and the quarryman had bought it.

Then they will say that the house will not be included in the household account.
We went to the Information Commission and got the document for this. What the

document says is that if the house recorded in the Natham field map field records is
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currently dilapidated or demolished, the house will remain as it was originally recorded
on the land survey. This is the certificate given by the land surveyor on the 2nd of last
week and they have issued it as a circular immediately after telling the district collector
of Erode. Haridas, Assistant Director of District Land Survey, has sent to all Land
Surveying Divisions on 02.09.2024 that from now on, all Land Surveying staff are
informed that the house, stream, path approved in this survey map report should be
verified and provided with village map, field map and A-Register. The reason is that they
keep giving false statements. Pollution Control Board Engineer knows. It has already
destroyed a village in Pichampatti. The village itself has disappeared from the map. Let
us know that we have uploaded it again because we have been insisting on it. Quarry
owners do this kind of document fraud with officials. The villagers said that the
quarrymen had helped the school financially during the Corona period. They can do
everything. Officials say there is no town and these people also say no. It is up to you,
the public, to say this. We and the quarrymen have no problem. Our problem is this
quarry is operating according to government rules? That is. On this basis, we have seen
that there are houses around the quarries in this village map. Perumal temple is located
in this plot no.8. The distance between this and the quarry is just 70 meters. But the
quarry owner's affidavit says that there are no houses, plots, permanent structures or
temples within a radius of 300 meters. Then they have given affidavit to SEIAA. There is
a house at 295m in field no. 16 on the south-east side of the quarry. This is also shown
in the computer diagram. Plot No. 20, 21 shows the presence of houses. These are all
government documents. Then around the quarry there is a village, houses and houses.
In the EIA report mentioned by this Deivendran Quarry, Page No.100 has shown
Kaikaliyur at 140 meters. They have shown this without even knowing them. Two
greenhouses are shown on the southwest side of the quarry. Quarry just arrived. But 2
houses are already there. If these are government houses and green houses, then it is
Approved houses. If you look at page no.192 of the report published by them, the
project designer has shown that there are houses in Kaikaliyur town. Thus, this quarry is
not suitable for operation. The field where this quarry is located is patta land. He is
setting up a quarry on Patta land. Patta Nilam means the footpath from Samurayapatti
village in a link on Page No.91 in this village map. It is the field number. 2, 9, 8 come
through 12 Quarry field and go to 13 and pass through 16. It is all leased land. Only
these 9 are inhabited by Scheduled Tribes. There is a law that the landowner can make

whatever streams and paths exist on the leased land. Even yesterday the court said.
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Even though it is on our land, the Public Information Officer, Assistant Commissioner, as
per Section 15 of Revenue Status Ordinance No. 26, the land tract, land stream,
belongs to the Government. They have given a statement saying that the local authority
has the authority to remove the encroachment if it has been set up. This was said by
quoting the Assistant Director of Erode Survey Department yesterday. There is a
footpath inside the quarry. It is a crime according to law that they have set up a quarry
by occupying it. The report clearly states that the operation of the quarry for 5 years is
legally wrong. If there is a footpath or a carriageway, a distance of 10 m i.e. 35 feet
should be left. Similarly, the government law clearly states that there should be a 50
meter gap between artificial roads, tar roads, metal roads or paved roads. But this
pavement is not in the quarry field either. There is no 10-meter gap for the carriageway
which can be in field no.8 on the north side. There is no gap of 10 meters between field
number 13 on the south side and the carriageway. Therefore, this Deivaendran Quarry
cannot be operated as per the law as it has violated the government rules. We have
marked the presence of that image in yellow. The computer map shows the carriageway
coming from 8 to 13. We saw SF No. 12 and saw that there is a carriageway inside.

If you look at the computer map, only field No. 12 does not have a carriageway.
There is a track in field no.8 on the North and at SF No.13 on the South side. Only on
SF No. 12, tracks have disappeared. An educated person should not do like this. In
Tamil Nadu, 20 lakhs, 30 lakhs people write the exam and 3000 to 4000 village
administrative officers and land surveyors are selected. But you are preparing such a
fraudulent document. Well, in the computer map, there is no carriageway at SF No.12, if
you look at the map given by the company in Ladder FMB, there is a carriageway on
page 90. It has a carriageway which is placed in charge of the village administrative
officer. Now in the diagram shown on the screen, there is that carriageway. But the
carriageway has disappeared in computer FMB. Then the officials who can work here
especially the village administrative officers are in favor of this mining project.
Mr. Shanmugam, who was already the village administrative officer of Varavanai, was
accused of giving false testimony, A case has been registered against the VAO by Mr.
Prabhu Shankar who was the district collector at Chintamani Police Station. He said that
a criminal case has been registered.

There is a carriageway in FMB, which can be found in the power point
presentation. But he said that they have disappeared only in the computer FMB. Then

the officer who can work here said see how falsely the village administration officers
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especially are in favour of the quarry project. So, please, as already mentioned by
Shanmugam, a criminal case has been registered in Chintamanipatti police station on
the orders of former district collector Prabhushankar for giving false evidence against
the former Varavanai village administrative officer. When we took such a problem to
Tirupur, Tirupur District Collector ordered and Guttapalayam Village Administrative
Officer wrote it. Due to this kind of misguided ignorance, | have measured from the inner
end of the quarry instead of from the outer end. He has written that he will not make
such mistakes again. Why are we warning if someone has given a statement to the
local authority that you should not lose your job by signing up for robbery. Therefore, in
the same hall in this village in the 8th month of 2021, we came and told Deivendran
Quarry. But despite that, he has given evidence in 8 months in 2023. The Hon'ble
Revenue Commissioners should take criminal action against them. Because it comes
with fake document fraud. Last year, the District Collector signed off on a quarry in
Srivilliputhur. We just found it and gave it to them. In Thoothukudi, therefore, in a town
called Meenangulam, they do everything like this.
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him to cancel the quarry license. You should never allow such scams. We request that
legal action should be taken against them. Therefore, as there is no 10-meter clearance
for the footpath, this quarry cannot be given legal permission. Apart from that, there is a
high-power tower on the north-east side of the quarry. Quarry should not be allowed
within 300 meters of high-power tower. According to the Indian Electricity Act 83-2
(Indian Electricity Act 1956 Section 83-2) the electricity rule states that no single-wired
twine, single-wired cable, or electric line carrying more than 650 watts should be located
within 1000 feet of a quarry i.e. 300 meters away from an explosive location.
Pérundhurai Power Construction Executive Engineer has given a letter. In that,
Palladam Engur has giveh a letter to the Tamil Nadu Power System Corporation that
when the power goes to the end of the 230 kilowatt high power line, As per CEA Safety
Regulation 2010 Safter 7/65 300 meters distance can be carried out without disturbing
the power line. If you look here then, the EB line is passing through Survey No. 20 to 21
within a radius of 300 meters in the north-east northern part. Then permission for this
quarry cannot and should not be given according to law. Apart from that there are
windmills here within 300 meters radius. Then when the explosion happens here, thé
surrounding areas will be affected. That's why they have announced that there should

be a 300 meter radius of safty regulation. It's not decided by any of the 4 people here. It

is the law of the state. He said that since there is a high-power tower and a wind farm
within a radius of 300 meters, we cannot give permission to this Deivendran stone
quarry in any way according to law. Apart from that, you may think that you will say
everything, we will go to SEIAA and pay 1 lakh, 5 lakh, 10 lakh for an acre, if we pay 50
lakh for 5 acres, | did not say that they will give permission, Stone quarry owners are
saying in a TV interview. They say that we bought permission by paying bribes like this.
We have given it to the district administration. | will tell the SEIAA officers who may be
watching this, respected Chairman and Technical Team, who may be there, because
you are taking money like this and giving permission, we are going to besiege the
SEIAA office in Chennai on the 19th and conducting a protest.

Temperatures reached 116 degrees Fahrenheit in Tamil Nadu. The earthquake
occurred in Aravakurichi. Apart from that on 26th there was an earthquake in Tirupur
and all the buildings shook. It was .recorded on the CCTV camera. Mugilan did not
mention that there are already 6 places in Tamil Nadu that are prone to dangerous
landslides. There are 147 places like Wayanad in India. There are 6 places in Tamil
Nadu. So we are saying this so that this situation does not come to pass, he said. In
Tamil Nadu, there should not be annihilation. If you ask the pollution control board
officials, what do they say, sand quarries, quarries, cement plants, nuclear power plants,
eight-lane roads have all been given away, they say we can't do anything. Therefore, if
they give EC, we should give CTO, this is the limit we have, said the Pollution Control
Board of Tiruppur district on 18.07. What they have given is that they have informed that
there are houses within a radius of 300 meters for the quarry that has been given
environmental permission by EC. Therefore, the Pollution Control Board has given us
the order to let us know whether the Kangeyam District Development Officer, the
Kuttapalayam Panchayat are there or not, he said. Now we are making this change
everywhere. The quarryman paid 1 crore to the minister and bought it and he can no
longer give it like he has already given permission. If so, it will be cancelled. The
National Green Tribunal filed a case last week. There is no such thing as old quarry or
new quarry. It should be as per the criteria for brick kiln. So when it was already 5 years
ago, everything said nothing. Don't listen to what they say now. There was no one to
talk to them. To speak now, not only has the entire country been made aware of this, but
yesterday in all the district capitals of Tamil Nadu, like the election commission that can

say SEIAA, the corrupt list of all the officials who may be in the system, the property
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account, and those who may be there should be dismissed. Honest officers must
remain.

Hundreds of organizations across Tamil Nadu have filed petitions in all district
capitals yesterday. We are conducting a protest in Chennai on the 19th. Already we
were in Sakhayam group. We studied for a year. It has been ten years today. Till date
there is no permission for those quarries. There may be people close to that quarry. So
law is common to all. He said that it is not appropriate to talk that they gave it yesterday
and it is still there today. Not only this quarry, the permission of the quarry in 12/4C and
others, which have already been given permission, should also be cancelled. We also
request the district administration to cancel it. Apart from that, there is a field in the
western part of the quarry. There are many court orders that there should be a distance
of 500 meters from the water reservoir, lake, kanmai etc. to the field where there is
water. The reason is that if there are streams and canals, they all exist for a limited
period of time. But standing water is permanent. If a quarry is located near that place, all

the water in the pond will reach the quarry. So there are various orders of the

western side of the quarry field. So they cannot give permission. There is a pond about
200 meters away. This area is Karur district, Krishnarayapuram Taluk, Panchapatti RI
circle and told her about water bodies. We didn't say this. A book written by the Pollution
Control Board called TNPCB & You. In that book there is written on page no.247
Panchapatti is over exploited area. Since the ground water here has taken 100 percent
and absorbed it, the sea water should come here next. We did not say so. According to
a book issued by the Pollution Control Board issued by the Central Public Works
Department. Everyone who can be here knows. 100 percent of the available water has
been absorbed within the Panchapatti. Now water is not available. You know where
everyone lives. The survey says you live in a high-risk area. If we say that we are
mining the quarry, we are saying this out of concern that when we cut to a depth of 100,
110 feet, this area will be destroyed. There is no give or take for this quarry owner or us.
There is no maternal uncle, partner dispute or space dispute. We don't even know who
they are. This area is not suitable for quarrying. Here people should understand that
Over Exploited area means the area that has taken too much water. So it is a fact that
when this quarry is built, it will be destroyed along with the soil. Apart from that, house
within ‘500 meters radius, high power tower within 300 meters radius, footpath 300

meters, drain at 10 meters distance and stream within 50 meters are clearly mentioned
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in the mineral concession rules. Minor minerals should not be mined if irrigation
systems, water supply arrangements in any of the local bodies, central or state
government departments, Tamil Nadu Drinking Water and Drainage Board works are
within 500 circular area. Pathiripatti and Kaikaliyur ar;a adjacent to this quarry. There is a
water tank in Kaikaliyur. Similarly from Lakshmanapatti in that area Kurumbapatti there
is a borewell between these two. All these are within 300 meters. Not even 500 meters.
Then there are 3 overhead tanks and more than 5 private bore wells set up by the
government within a radius of 500 meters.

Therefore, we advise that permission should not be given to this quarry as per
law. Instead of attaching 45 types of documents, this quarry has attached only 15 types
of documents. We say continuously on every meeting. Form A contains the report of
Tahsildar, Revenue Commissioner, Minerals and Mines Department, Regional
Development Officer only to know the extent to which the officials have worked. All
reports should be recorded in Annexure. Please send it to Hon'ble Commissioner of
Revenue, Pollution Control Board Engineer, your superiors. Under the guise of
Shanmugam, they have held a public meeting at Pachampalayam, Coimbatore, where
2000 pages have been uploaded in the internet. It won't stop if you think the facts
shouldn't be known. Everyone is awake. This is the time when all District Collectors are
going to the enforcement department after receiving money from the company and
giving permission. So we request you to do everything in a transparent manner.

The designer of this project will testify in the court on Page No. 298, 299 on
Rs.100 bond. Say you are telling the truth, even in testimony they will give false
testimony. The quarry owner has written a bond of Rs 100 to the State Environmental
Impact Assessment Committee. That is, the rule states that there should be no ancient
monuments, places of worship, high voltage towers, approved residences, graveyards,
railway lines within 300 meters radius of the quarrying field. 27.06.2023 Notary Public
has signed and given. If what he says is true then what do your revenue documents
say? Is that the question? If what he says is true, there is a house around it. There is a
house in Revenue records. The Village Administrative Officer has destroyed it. Not
without a home. Then there is the house, there is the temple, there is Permanent
structure. If the government is really following the law then these quarry owners should
be in jail. Ask those who may be here for giving this quarry false information. Why is this

quarry owner giving so many false and fraudulent documents and why are you doing
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the work of destroying the town in the lives of the people of this area? Everyone should
hear that.

We are going to take legal action for it. So look at it on that basis. No permission
can be given for this quarry. Next, the respected quarry owners said that they are
planting 1500 trees. In the previous documents, he has already said that he will plant
1500 trees. Quarry, which is now operating nearby, has also said the same. But there is
no tree anywhere, the trees should bet the native trees, like ale, Arasu, pungam, neem,
figs etc. If all the quarry owners keep trees in Karur district, Karur district will get rain
every day. There are 350, 400 quarries here, they have leased 2 times, 3 times. We
earn so many crores when we buy, so they have given documents that they spend so
many lakhs for planting trees. But all blind government is taking people's money last
year 2.5 crore trees are being planted this year 7.5 crore trees. But 3 feet on
government owned land may be deeded in the name of the land owners. But below 3
feet is public property. They are leasing because they are taking that public property.
They are not landowners but quarry tenants. Then where are the trees if they say they
the law? Cverything is a scam.

In 2022, District Collector Vineeth cancelled the quarry named Ramakrishnan in
Tirupur Kodangipalayam for the sole reason of not planting the trees. Take action like
this. Have role models and do it to act on them. Similarly, all the quarries must erect a
barbed wire fence around the quarry. They say that they have spent 300 rupees for 1
meter and have erected a wire fence. In the pictures they showed, only one side of the
wire fence is visible. Wire fence is not visible on other sides. In the images shown they
cannot enter the leased land without permission. If you go, it will become a case. Last
year, the Chief Secretary of Tamil Nadu, Sivadas Meena, ordered on 23.07.2023 that
they should erect a wire fence. By 30.09.2023 by 9th month of the previous year, all
quarries whether operational or decommissioned quarries should be fenced. Because
350 people died in 1 year by falling into the quarry. Animals are not counted except
humans. Humans are just the case. | don't know how many without a case. Therefore,
wire fencing should be implemented. They have shown that there are 15 kilometers of
forest reserves around the quarry. They have also shown the reserve forests that can be
found on the banks of the river, from manathattai to Kattalai. Kadavur Devangu
Sanctuary which can be found as Reserve Forest. They did not show the Kadavur
Devangu sanctuary, a rare species of the world. We know why we have to give this

explosion at 10 kilometers, if firecrackers explode at home, all the dogs, goats and cows
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will run away in fear. The reason is that the sound is unnatural and if blasting is done in
the quarries, it will cause miscarriage to the species that may be there. | don't know how
it is fair to keep a rare species of the world and explode it there and cause miscarriage.
This document is also not shown. So they have hidden the Kadavur Devanku sanctuary
and kept it in the project report 2022. In 2022, they set up a sanctuary for Devangu.
They have bought the village administrative officer certificate in 2023. So | request that
this quarry should not be given legal permission as it has hidden the Devangu
sanctuary.

People who came here said that the existence of this quarry gives employment to
35 workers. All the people who work in the quarry are northerners and there is no local

people. They said that they gave money to the temple and provided facilities to the

school. | ask for the same thing. We pay 35 percent tax on every 1 rupee we buy. If 1

family spends 500 rupees, we pay almost 200 rupees as tax to the government. Indirect
tax profit in the name of GST, VAT is separate. We pay only 200 rupees as tax. Then
this is all the quarryman has to do. When buying a quarry permit, you have to contribute
10 percent of the revenue to the environmental protection fund. 2 percent green fund
should be given. 2 percent should be given to local projects that can be called CSR.
They pay that money. They pay nothing for the house rent. You should know. The Tamil
Nadu government today's chief minister accepted our request and mentioned our name
specifically when he was speaking in Karur in the last 2021 assembly election. It was
because of your struggle that these sand quarries were stopped. Mugilan and others
fought. The Cauvery River Conservation people fought. The sand quarry was stopped
and many false cases were filed against them and they were imprisoned. So vote for us
and we will take good care of it," said today's Tamil Nadu Chief Minister M.K. Stalin
asked for their vote.

He said in his party's election manifesto that henceforth granite quarries will not
be given to private individuals and only the government will run them. Because granite
is not essential. Not only that, the quarry owners who have come here know that 1 cubic
meters of stone can be cut on the basis of the fact that | have provided all kinds of
assistance to the team for a period of one year from December 2014 to November
2015. 1 1/4 Lakh The stone you see in the truck is between 5 cubic meters and 12 cubic
meters. Approximately the first 10 cubic meters of stone cost Rs 12 1/2 lakhs. But their
payment to the government was Rs.22,100 for 10 cubic meters, 2210 for 1 cubic meter

and now they have increased it by 1000 rupees. So it should be understood that none of

quarry workers were given PF & ESI. They said that | have insured all the quarry
workers in Affidavit. Not in any quarry. 35 workers claim to be employed. 35 workers
have no wages& salaries. When dead they have no one to ask. One person died in
Navamani Crusher, how much did they pay? No, no one knows? We fought in NTC
Quarry in Kuppam and bought 24 lakhs. Do miners pay a dead worker? Do they give to
the government? Do they give to people? Do they give to the country? Nothing is true.
So understanding this, Deivendran quarry has no legal right to operate. It is illegal
because all houses are within 300 meters radius, temples are within 300 meters radius,
high power towers and wind furbines are within 300 met e within
10 meters spacing, overhead reservoir tank, bore wells are within 500 meters spacing
and this Deivendran Quarry is illegal because of various violations. Do not allow to run.
SEIAA Officers, Please let your family be well. It should not be destroyed. If | have
spoken wrongly according to the law, file a case against me and act according to the
law. Please do not destroy the town of Kaikaliyur. They have hidden it in the document.
They destroyed the town where the police inspector Johnset Nagar was located in
Madurai for quarrymen like Athipatti. There are 18 petitions in the Sakayam study
committee stating that the miners have destroyed our village. But they said there is no
space. The people who could be Kaikaliyur are simple innocent village people who give
only labor for this country and do not get any riches. They run to that town to ask for
votes. Please don't allow to destroy that town ban Deivendran Quarry from this area.
Stating that permission should not be given to this legally, | say thank you for the
opportunity and said goodbye to the already opérating Deivendran Quarry as it is
violating the law and should be investigated and appropriate action should be taken
against it. Apart from that, you have to go with a 10 ton tractor load on the village roads.
But here in the village they go almost 80 to 90 ton.

Therefore, the cost of this panchayat union village roadsare high. All the roads

are divided and the road that should have been there for eight years is gone even for 3
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months. It has been destroyed by these quarries. The éntire revenue of the country
goes to these miners. 1 crore rupees for laying 1 kilometer of village road, 210 crore

rupees for ‘national highway are destfoyed by them. This situation should be avoided .
