Thereafter, the District
Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur, Krishnagiri
District has invited the public to express their views and comments about the'broposed

1. Thiru. Mutthachari, lguntham Pud“ur:_

Thiru. Mutthachari has informed that, they used to go to Bangalore for work
because then, the Krishnagiri was economically backward. At present, industrial
growth is increasing due to the fact that more factories are located here and
establishment of this quarry here will provide additional‘ benefit. The .Quarry

- management is already experienﬁ:ed in their guarry business. Thérefore, we hope
 that the proposed quarry will be operated in a safe and environmentally friendly

manner. Therefore, he requested permission for this quarry project.
2. Thiru. Karthik, Anchoore:

Thiru. Karthik has said that, the establishment of this quarry will provide
employment to local tipper and excavator owners. He also said that the labourers
who are looking for drilling, compressor operator work will get jobs locally.
