At the outset, the District Environment Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution
Control Board, Dharmapuri welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer,
Dharmapuri, cher Government Officials, Public, Social & Environmental
activists for the Public Hearing and informed that the M /s. M.Malliga Rough
Stone Quarry has proposed to quai*ry rough stone at S.F.No.401 (part) over
an extent of 3.70.0 ha in Kalappanahalli Village, Karimangalam Taluk, and
Dharmapuri District. M/s. M.Malliga Rough Stone Quarry has obtained
mining approval from mining & geology department and then applied for
Environméntal Clearance for their proposed project to State Level
Environment Impact Assessment Authority, TamilNadu (SEIAA-TN). In this
regard, SEIAA has issued Terms of Reference (TOR), subject to one of the
conditions that Public Hearing has to be conducted so as to address the

* concerns raised by the public.
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Based on that, the public hearing was arranged on 20.08.2024 after
getting approval from the District Collector, Dharmapuri District and as
mandated public notice has been published in the newspapei' namely “New

Indian Express” (English) & “Dhinathanthi (Tamil)” on 17.07.2024.

" The Project Proponent will make power point presentation about the
said proposed project. After that the public were requested to express their
views, concerns and questions if any by clearly telling their name and village
name from where he /she belongs and also informed to the public that the
proceedings (audio and video recording) of the meeting along with the hard
copy of the minutes of the meeting will be recorded and sent to the

SEIAA-TN.

On behalf of the Project Proponent, Environmental Consultant has

explained about the proposed project through a power point presentation.

In continuation to that, the public started to express their views,

opinions, concerns , questions and clarification from the project proponent

- are detailed below

1.Thiru.Dhanapal, Gollapatti

Because of this quarry; employmentv will be created for 25 families and
they have provided necessary help for the construction of the temple in that
area. Due to the establishment of quarry in this area, we do not have any
problem for anyone. Because of this quarry, 25 families will survive, so I

request you to give permission for this quarry.

2.Thiru.S.Velu, Kattukottai, Kuppangarai

‘We are residing adjacent to this quarry. There used to have facilities for
threshing rice, corn and rye during cultivation in quarry rocks. Now, it’s not
there because of this quarry. so it would be helpful if they provide a concrete

platform in this area. thank you






3.Thiru. R.Velu, Kuppangarai, Kattukottai

I am residing on the west side to this quarry, the quarry is good, there
is no harm. There is no smoke because the crusher is located underground,
they make Nonel blasting and there is no such thing like vibration to the
houses, we also get job opportunities, this is good for us, we don't have any

problem because of the quarry.

4.Thiru.Karthick, Kuppangarai, Kattukottai

They say that there is everything good about this quarry, but there is a
lot of problem in the surroundings. We are unable to cross the road because
of this quarry during some emergency situation. There is no road facility, You
have allocated 50m depth, but the depth of our well is only 30 feet to 40 feef,
once you dig 50 meters, all our irrigation water goes there. we don't even have

water to drink.

You all say there is no smoke, I have video proof for the smoke coming.
Even if we go to that side in the evening for some emergency, there are lot of
vehicles, we cannot cross. If we don't wear a helmet while going, we can't go
that way, you can't even cross. They stopped with 10-15 vehicles. They are

manufacturing M-sand in a place.

Public

The hearing is related to quarry, not about making M sand.
Thiru.Karthick, Kuppangarai, Kattukottai

‘Everything belongs to that, you blast the quarry and do all the

manufacturing and production there only, so we leave that road and look for

another road. That is our main pathway. All the allocated 81 square

kilometers are agricultural land. Due to this, water gets affected, breathing
problems, glasses in our house breaks due to the vibration caused by the

explosion. Does not break regularly once or twice a year. We replace it.

You are saying that you have made an announcement, but we don't
know that there is an announcement. We came to know after our brother saw
" it in the newspaper and said to file a petition. All these are our concerns,

please accept them.

5.Thiru.Sakthi, Nalukottai Village

I am going to Periyampatti via that area every day. There are one or two
flaws. Please improve the road facility in that area, because the road is very
muddy during the rainy season because of the heavy load truck. The road is

very muddy and the tipper trucks are going fast. It is very speed.

Because when a two-wheeler comes, no one leaves the side. If the cart
is loaded, tell them to drive the load with proper coverings, because two

wheelers pass on by the road will get dust in their eyes.

6. Tmt.Nandhinipriva Senthilkumar, Kalapannahalli,v Panchayat

President

I recjuest the District Collector to provide the grain field and improve

potholed road as told by Annan Velu.

7.Thiru.Santhakumar, Periyampatti Village

Good morning to everyone here. They told about the benefit due to the
pfesence of this quarry, and some people also said that there is a problem
due to its operation. My opinion is that many educated youths are going to
Hosur, Bangalore and Chennai to work, we shouid consider it. Because of this

quarry, the educated people are working here, we should consider it also.

8.Thiru.Ranjith, Kalappanahalli Village

As I said before, the road conditions here were not good, now it is not
better. As Velu sir said, the left side road is not very good when coming from

their hduse, so I request you to make it a little better and concrete platform

in our area.

9.Thiru.K.Gokulnath, Kuppankkarai, Kattukottai

We are going in that road every day. That road is very bumpy and

potholed and it is difficult to use the road during rainy season. It would be
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better if arrangements were made to improve that road facility. Because
during any emergency or medical emergency, it is very difficult for us to use
that road. It would be better if there is an improvement in road condition.

Further, there are lot of dust. It will be better if it is controlled.

10.Thiru.Chennaian, Kuppankkarai

11.Thiru.R.Prakashraj, Kuppankkarai, Kattukottai

Tam residing on the lower side of this quarry, the main road is the only
one, the road is very damaged. It is not possible to go to the hospital during
the rainy season, the smoke is bit too much during the blasting. Thosé smoke
spreads on the nearby mango plant and the flowers dry up without blooming.

So I kindly request you to control that smoke a little.

12.Thiru.Ponnaivan, Kuppankkarai, Kattukottai

We are right next to the quarry, and there is water stagnation on the
road up to one or two feet. It's not even two months after the tar road was
laid, but it's just gone. They're just putting a 20-ton capacity road, but they're
driving 60 ton, 70 ton loads, and the tar had gone. My well is only 30 feet
deep, there is no water in my well due to the depth of the quarry, 10 feet water
might had come in my well in this rainy season but there is no water due to

the depth of this quarry.

The road is full of potholes and stones, I can't go and come. Wherever
you go, there is water. Even if it rains a littlé, one or one and half feet water
is stagnated for four days and the water is not draining near our house. They
need to clean all these and the quarry should not be taken deep. The quarry

should not be taken more than 50-60 feet,

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13.Thiru.Ganesan, Kuppankkarai, Kattukottai

There is a lot of damage to the environment, if you look at it, there is a
lot of smoke when blasting, there are a lot of vibrations, it may have a little
impact. It is important to not to deepen the current depth too much, and the
ground water level will be affected when deepening further. Second, there is a
lot of vibration in the house and when everyone explodes at the same time, a
lot of smoke comes out, and the dust settles on the tree, so some measures

should be taken to prevent it.

14.Thiru.Selvaraj, Kuppankkarai

I request you to build a road facility from Kuppankarai to

Samundeeswari temple by using the revenue from this quarry.
