District Environmental Engineer:

The District Environmental Engineer in his welcome address on behalf of the
District Administration and Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board welcomed all the
participant to attend the Public hearing. Also, the M/s. R.K. Paneerselvam Rough
Stone and Gravel Quarry had applied to conduct a Public hearing regarding the
quarrying. According to the Environmental Impact Assessment Notification, 2006
order, Public hearing meeting of Public hearing opinibn for the above projects has
been made mandatory. So the Public hearing meeting is being held on today's date.
In this regard, an advertisement has already been made in Dinathanthi dated
07.08.2024 and The New Indian Express dated 07.08.2024 in Tamil and English
Newspabers and the copies of the Environmental Impact Assessment Report related
to this project were placed for Public hearing views at the District Collector's Office,
District Industrial Centre and Panchayat Union Office a month ago. He also informed
that the Public hearing announcement about the meeting was made through

loudspeaker, leaflets and posters on 09.09.2024 in Anjaagoundanpatti and



surrounding villages. He also informed that the summary report in Tamil and English
related to the said project has also been uploaded on the website of Tamil Nadu
Pollution Control Board for Public hearing viewing. Then the Revenue Divisional
Officer asked him to preside over the meeting.

District Revenue Officer:

The District Revenue Officer, who presided over the address, welcomed the
audience to the Public hearing. He has informed that Public hearing meeting for
M/s. R.K. Paneerselvam Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry is being conducted as per
government guidelines. He also said that the information related to the project has
already been uploaded on the websites. He then asked the general Public hearing to -
express their views clearly and concisely without any hesitation. He informed that all
the opinions of the Public hearing participating in this meeting will be for boreded to
the government without any discrimination. He also said that the project consultants
of the company are currently going to explain the information related to this project to
you.

District Environmental Engineer:

He asked the public to register their name and address and give their views

on the project accordingly.

1. Thiru. Thangamani, Anjaagoundanpatti:

She greeted everyone. All the surrounding villages will benefit from this
quarry. We request you to make appropriate efforts for this.

2. Thiru. Mahendran, Kanjamarpatti:

The livelihood of the people is good because of this project. | have no
objection for this quarry.

3. Thiru. N. Shanmugam, Anti-llleqal Quarry Movement, Karur;

Our salutations to the District Revenue Officer and the District Environmental
Engineer who have presided over the hearing of Mr. RK. Panneerselvam Rough
stone quarry in SF.No.3/2 of Karur District, Aravakurichi Taluk, Anjagoundanpatti
village in 0.88 Hectorsjointly conducted by the Karur District Administration and the
Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board. We have attended various public hearing
Meetings. In various meetings, everyone talks about these quarry people making
donations and many other favours to temples and schools. But if the Tamil Nadu
government wants to .operate the quarry, they have enacted a law for it. It is the Tamil
Nadu Minor Mineral Concession Act 1959. It is this Act that the quarry should
operate. Act according to this law. Violation of this law shall not grant permission to
the quarry. If this is the procedure, this quarry, Panneerselvam quarry SF No.3/2,
located in 0.88 hectares. If we look at it, it is illegal accordihg to the government
regulations, as per section 36/1 of the Minor Mineral Concession Rules, 1959. We

point out that there are various violations such as the presence of houses, the




presence of temporary and permanent houses for workers and the fact that minerals
are mined without 10 meters gap from the quarry field and there is no distance of 50
meters from the low power line. It is on that basis that permission should not be
given to this quarry. According to the Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral Concession Rule,
streams, drains and water bodies should be kept at a distance of 50 meters, i.e. 175
feet but near the field of the quarry in Plot No.2/2, 2/3 in the west side have water
bodies, streams and footpaths. It is also shown on the computer map on the field
map of the village administration map. We have just visited the area. That is,
according to the Tamil Nédu Minor Mineral Concession Rules, 1959, the streams and
water bodies should leave a distance of 50 meters from the quarry. That is, it is
illegal to create water bodies in mihing projects without showing the existence of
streams. '

On the eastern side of SF No. 3/2, the stream flows through SF No. 4. It is
also shown in village field map and computer map. According to Section 36 of the
Tamil Nadu Minor Minerals Act 1959, a distance of 50 meters i.e. 175 feet from the
stream to the quarry has been stated in the mining plan. Therefore, no permission
can be given to this quarry. This quarry is already running quarry. It also has various
violations. We have expressed various opinions against it and it is still running.
Madras High Court i.e., Assistant Commissioner, Land Administration, Ordinance 26
of Section 15 clearly states that stream and path are the property of the State if it is
also on private patta land. We have acquired this information under the Right to
Information Act. We say this in every meeting. We have attached the order for that.
So even if the water body or stream is on private leased land, it is government
property. Legal permission cannot be granted for this quarry as there is no gap
between the quarry and the stream in the village map. So Tamil Nadu Government
should not give permission. Also, if there is a footpath or carriageway, a gap of 10
meters should be left as per the Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral Concession Rules, 1959.
That is, the footpath runs on plot no.2/2, 2/3 on the west side of quarry. It is shown in
village map, field map and computer map. As per Section 36/1 of the Tamil Nadu
Minor Mineral Concession Rules 1959, a distance of 10 meters i.e. 35 feet should be
left for footpaths from \the quarry field. But it is a legal violation not to show the
presence of pavement in the minin‘g plan. According to Assistant Commissioner of

Chennai 26 section 15, stream, Odai, if any, is government property. Similarly, Tamil



Nadu Minor Mineral Concession Rules state that 50 meters should be left in case of
low voltage electricity. Workers at the quarry transport this electricity to residential
structures. But according to Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral Concession rules, the electric
line should be passed at a distance of 50 meters. But low voltage power supply is
not shown in customs scheme. It is true that there is no 50 meter gap between the
low voltage power line and the quarry. Tamil Nadu Minor Concession Rules 1959,
section 36 states that if there are government-provided houses, green houses, etc.,
quarrying should be done at a distance of 300 meters. Urumikaran Temple is
situated on the north side of the Quarry at a radius of 225 meters from the Quarry in
Thirukkuvalam Village of Dindigul District in SF No.180. It is shown on the computer
map of the village map. Also on the western side of the quarry is Thethupatti village
within a radius of 290m. This is shown in the summary report of the Tamil Nadu
Environmental Impact Assessment report given by the unit authority on page-11. So
permission should not be given under the Minor Mineral Concession Rules.

Also, on the south-east side of the quarry, there is a Karuppurayan temple at
a radius of 200 meter in SFNo.28. It is shown on village maps and field maps. They
are concealing false information that the house has collapsed and damaged. We say
this in every meeting. Legal action should be taken against the Village Administrative
Officer for giving wrong and false information in the hearing held at
Veeriyampalayam. There should be no houses or dwellings within 300 meters radius.
But there is houses and temples within 300m radius of the quarry. Karur District
Collector has said that the temple is in 50 meters. But in the hearing, the village
administration officer has given a statement that there are no temples within a radius
of 300 meters. A case has been filed against him at Chintamanipatti police station.
The district revenue officer should take action against those who give false
documents like this.

Similarly, in Chennimalai, a village administrative officer hamed Sivakumar
was dismissed from his post because he gave wrong information. The village
administrative officer has been giving wrong information by continuously hiding the
existence of houses in the village map based on revenue department documents.
Appropriate action should be taken against them. They have clearly given that there
are UDR houses like that. Therefore permission cannot be given to this quarry. Apart

from that, there are various types of houses and permanent residences around the



quarry. Therefore, permission cannot be given. Almost 7 people died in the blast
incident in Aviyur, Virudhunagar district on 01.05.2024. The Tamil Nadu Minor
Mineral Concession Rules state that permission should not be given if there are
houses within a radius of 300 m from these explosives. In order to prevent such
dangers from occurring in the future, permission should not be given for this quarry.
You can see it on the Google Maps. Houses are shown at 273 meters in the south
field of the quarry, 266 meters in the northeast, 266 meters in the west, and 100 and
108 meters in the southwest. And google map shows houses around this quarry. So
permission cannot be given for this quarry.

In the western sideof this quarry, Semparaipatti, Uthupatti village in field no.34
within 500 meters radius. It is also shown in village map computer map, field map.
Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral Concession Rules state that the government should not
give permission to this quarry because there was a government overhead reservoir,
a bore well, and a government bore well within a radius of 500 meters.Therefore, no
permission can be given to this quarry. Also in the west and south west field of the
quarry Patta SF. no. 2/2,2/3,3/3,3/4, 10 meter gap should be given.

But Field No. 2/2,2/3,3/3,3/4 Minerals have been illegally mined at the site of
the quarry. Therefore permission cannot be given for this quarry. English and Tamil
EIA books have been given. A summary statement is shown on page 12 in the
Project Summary. No permission can be given for the quarry, as there is illegal
mining of minerals on both sides of the leasehold land. Along with the Environmental
Impact Assessment Report, we insist to attach the 45 types of documents specified
by the SEIAA. It contains only 10,15 types of documents. We insist on attaching 45
types of documents. Please write a letter to Tamil Nadu Environmental Impact
Assessment Authority SEIAA through Pollution Control Board and through
Department of Geology and Mines. Say you want to keep 45 types of documents.
We can comment only by attaching documents. 30 to 40 public hearing meetings are
going on all over Tamil Nadu. Comments can be made only if these documents are
available. |

Because we are local, we know and tell people who are nearby. We can
express our views only if we have these documents. The biggest threat to nature
destruction is in the Wayanad region, where nearly 1200 houses have been

destroyed due to this type of nature destruction. 500,600 of them died. It did not give



the details of how many more people died. Wayanad is an example of how life ‘can
be lost if nature is destfoyed. So please attach these documents. The owner of
Virudhunagar quarry said that no matter how many documents we give, no matter
how many comments we give, no matter how many violations there are, they go to
SEIAA and pay money to buy permission. We have gathered in Chennai 1 month
before to hold a continuous blockade protest against SEIAA on the coming 19th.
Meanwhile, if you have seen, the next quarry meeting was held in Anjur village on
17th. They say it has been changed to 19th. District Environmental Engineer Mr. V.
Jayakumar said. Please change the date of 19th because only people like us are
giving opinions. In that case, if you put 19th in Anjur area, no one will talk. They say
that if the quarry owner gives 1 lakh, constructs a road, builds a house and helps the
temples. It is human nature to help. Whoever has money can help the temple too.
Schools can be helped. It is human nature. So we insist on keeping 45 types of
documents. The map showing the quarry in particular, the map of the village on the
north side of Thirukuvalam on the west side. This quarry should not be given
permission due to various violations.: This quarry has obtained ToR only on
10.02.2023. In this the report it was examined for almost three months from
01.03.2022 to 31.05.2022 before issuing the letter. No permission was obtained.
They have given in the environmental impact report that they have taken
water pollution, air pollution and noise pollution without taking permission for the
consultation meeting which will be held almost 1 % years, 1 1/2 years later. This is
legally incorrect. Legal action should be taken on this. This meeting should be
cancelled. There are various violations. This quarry should not be allowed. They say
how the air environment, land environment, biodiversity and socio-economic
environment are affected. water is said to be 30 feet to 36 feet. Doing so will affect.
the water supply. The quarries here are operating illegally.l have given 100
complaints. We have given more than 50 complaints that Prabhakaran Quarry,
Mahendran Quarries are operating illegally. The people of this area are constantly
complaining. This quarry is in operation. They stop for four days and then they keep
breaking. We are telling the Tahsildar that if they give permission to the
Anjagoundanpatti area, Water environment will be affected. The quarries that are
already in operation have cut more than the given amount. Agriculture cannot be

done in this area if the ground water is low. Goats and cows graze and farmers rely



on wells for farming. Agriculture depends on natural rainfall. They say 50 meters and
40 meters, if you examine all the 12000 quarries in Tamil Nadu,—they have not mined
as much as given in the mining plan. If you see only in Karur, they ha\)e imposed a
fine of 160 crores on 46 quarries. They have fined 23 crore rupees for 1 quarry. They
have measured only for 46 quarries. If we examine honest officers like Mr. Sakayam,
there are various violations going on that are more than 1000 crores. More than 6
quarries are operating in this area. If you take too much in this area, it will be
harmful. '

Similarly, water environment, land environment, will be affected. Weather is
affected. More than 6 quarries are operating in this area. We have given a complaint
to the District Environmental Engineer. We have complained to the Deputy Director
of Geology and Mines and to the District Collector, but it is illegal and the air pollution
in the area is being affected to a great extent. If you have seen twenty days ago,
Bala Blue Metals blasted at 6.30 pm in Punnamchatram area. A stone flew and fell
on Gunasekaran's neck causing a cut. Fortunately, it did not fall on the neck. He
survived by bending his neck. Otherwise, the life would be gone. They gave him only
Rs.1000 and sent him out without knowing. Such damages are caused by blasting.
Water environment, soil environment, air environment, sound environment, |
biodiversity environment We are not the only ones living here. This iandscape is
where all life forms, birds, reptiles and all living things live. Biodiversity is affected.
Sparrows and myna species are all dying out due to blasting. They kept everyone as
temporary workers, brought in peoplve from northern states and paid them daily
wages, and if they were beaten to death, they did not even give compensation. We
bought 26 lakhs to a person from NTC Quarry.' Last month, In Selvavinayaka Blue
Metals, Taurus overturned and oné person died. 8, 10 lakhs were paid due to
~ continuous complaint. 10 lakh cannot save their livelihood. This quarry should not be
given permission due to various violations. If you give permission, legal action will be
taken as there is house, water body, temple, sacred symbols, within 100 meters. So |
ask you not to give permission for this quarry. |

4. Thiru. Marimuthu, Anjaagoundanpatti::

He greeted everyone; we have no other survival here. Something can be
done only if this quarry comes. It is difficult to educate children in schools and

colleges. He said that it would be good if the quarry work was done soon.



5. Thiru. A. Perumal, Kanjamarpatti:

He greeted everyone. This is our legacy business. Our 5 generations have
known stonework since our grandfather's time. We have no agriculture. So children
are studyingby this quarry only. You can visit the quarry. No damages to the nearby
the area. The door of the house is clean. We definitely want this quarry. This industry
is inherited and there is no garden. So this is the industry that needs to be looked at.
Hence, permission can be given to this quarry. |

6. Thiru. Murugan, Pannapatti:

He said that he has no objection for this quarry permission

7. Thiru, Saravanan, Pannapatti:

We are doing this stone quarry business. Through this profession we educate
our children. He said there is no objection to the operation of this quarry.

8. Thiru. Perumal, Pannapatti

He greeted everyone. We have no other business except this business.
(There was an uproar in the crowd)

District Revenue Officer

He said everyone will be given a chance. It does not say that one should
speak only by keeping the Proof. Those who wish to speak will be given
opportunities to speak and said that you should not interrupt when others are
speaking.

Thiru, Perumal

He concluded his speech by saying that the quarry should be built.
9. Thiru. Karthik, Anjaagoundanpatti::

He said that there is no objection to the operation of this quarry.

10.Thiru. Sekhar, Anjaagoundanpatti::

He greeted everyone. We do not know any other business and we depend on
this quarry for our children's education. He said that it would be good if the stone
quarry came.

(There was an uproar in the crowd)

District Revenue Officer

We allow everyone to speak. The Pollution Control Board registered the

names of all. Your name was not recorded because you were late. You can post your
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comments mentioning your name and village. He said that everyone will be given
opportunities to speak.
11.Thiru. Ranjith,Pannapatti

He greeted everyone. They did not tell anyone personally in our town. They

have given only leaflets. None of our villagers participated in it. They all say
pannapatti. Who are all these people? We don't know. | am from pannapatti. The
speakers are called pannapatti. Don't know who. We are asking the question
because people who are not related to our town say so. The important point is that
our town does not need this project. We have prepared the report. All the villagers
have signed. We were there to give you after the meeting.

District Revenue Officer

The document you give, the video posted here and the letter will all be read
and seen in Chennai. He asked you to make the points you came to make.

Thiru. Ranjith, Pannapatti:

He ended his speech by saying that we don't need this project.

12.Thiru. Jayaprakash, Pannapatti:

We know that this meeting is being held by the poster. No one else provided
information. We know nothing. Pannapatti, Anjagoundanpatti are all lies. Where do
they come from? what town He questioned that he did not know.

District Revenue Officer

This is a hearing for quarry. Can anyone come here and comment? As
Shanmugam Ayya says, the house is 300 meters away. There is a water body at a
distance of 500 meters. There is a carriageway. There is a high voltage power line.
Feel free to give your opinions. He said that if the comments are recorded, we will
send them to Chennai.

Thiru. Jayaprakash

As Ranjith Kumar said, we don't need a quarry. They say that we have been
doing it traditionally for ten years. But there is no one here who does not know how
to farm. What he says is surprising news. He says he is like a grandfather to me. |
don't know how he would be if he left agriculture and went to quarry and breathed
that air. This is sad news to say. He is not from our village. So our town does not
need a quarry. The problem of people in Anjacountanpatti not being able to breathe

the blast and air pollution from the quarry. The child has asthma. Act with that in
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mind. He concluded his speech by saying that the father of a child with asthma had
arrived and he would also speak.

13.Thiru. Arumugam Anjaagoundanpatti:

He greeted everyone. Couldn't live near the quarry. Very dangerous. Rocks
are abundant near settiements. Noisy at night. There are rocks near the house. Not
suitable for human habitation. He said that if permission is given to the quarry, all the
people should vacate the town. Do good to people and don't disturb them. If it
explodes, it falls at home. We even filed a complaint with the panchayat. Stream
water enters the house. Whatever you do, do it for the good of the people and keep
the people alive,

14. Thiru. Ranjith Kumar, Anjaagoundanpatti::

He greeted everyone. Suddenly, there was an explosion. | don't know the
hour. That child has a heart problem. He fears when it explodes. "l have a fear that
something will happen to him because of that explosion," he said.

15.Thiru.R.S. Mukilan, Coordinator, Tamil Nadu Environment Protection

Coordinator, Karur:

Karur District Administration and Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board jointly
conducting public hearing meeting for M/s. R.K. Panneer Selvam Rough Stone and
Gravel Quarry located at S.F.N0.3/2, Anjagoundanpatti Village, Aravakurichi Taluk,
Karur District over an Extent of 0.88.00 Hectares, the bfﬁcials from various
departments and the police who have visited here, the journalists, the villagers, the
quarry owners, social activists, people from the agricultural organization, who have
been brought by the quarry owners. If this quarry operates, air pollution, soil
pollution, noise pollution, water pollution, biodiversity pollution and socio-economic
environment will be affected and how are we going to fix it, the designers of the
project have given a summary report here.

This is the cluster Quarry which is located at Tirukkuvalam in Dindigul District
which was adjacent to Anjagoundanpatti village. It can be situated in 1 acre, 2-acre
area. On the basis that if there is 12 acres within 500 meters around, a consultation
meeting has to be held for the Kungumaraj quarry, which can be within a radius of
500 meters from where the quarry is located. The basic decision is not made as to
how many people spoke in support and how many spoke against in this hearing.

Whoever gets the most votes in an election can be declared as the winner. But in
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terms of the hearing, not like that. This. project showed how the people who can
operate this quarry will fix the air pollution, noise pollution, soil pollution, water
pollution, biodiversity pollution, and how the socioeconomic status will be affected if
this project comes. They have given a report after 3 months of research. A report of
nearly 400 pages.| am here to talk about whether they can really fix it as they
mentioned in the report and are they legal.

We have been working with the Honourable Sakayam IAS Investigation
Committee appointed by Madras High Court and Delhi Supreme Court in the past to
submit a report on how 1 Lakh 13 thousand crores of malpractice took place in
Madurai District. On that basis, | have come with concern to protect this land. First of
all you said a lot about the process of whether the basis for a plan is legal. Quarries
are over-exploded.They said that the timing of the explosion was wrong and they
polluted the air. First of all, is this quarry operating as per the sittingcriteria Minor
Mineral Concession Act, 1959, Does this quarry exist? Section 36(1) of the Minor
Mineral Concession Act says that the quarry should be operated at a distance of 50
rheters i.e. 175 feet from the canal and public roads. We went through all the
documents and village map éiven by them. As Comrade Shanmugam said, in its
~western part, there is the Therkupatti Panchayat, in the northern part, there is the
Thirukkuvalam Panchayat in 100 meter.

Two village maps are required to understand this quarry premises completely.
But this hearing is being held without such a map. However, when we researched
with various documents and contacts we know, this Panneerselvam has a well within
the quarry in the revenue department documents in their 3/2 quarry field. They said it
was a new quarry. There is a well inside the quarry. It took yesterday on PC. In this
picture, the UDR village map has also shown that there is a well. A quarry cannot be
constructed where there is a well. But the consultation meeting for this quarry is
going on today. This is a message that violates the rule of law first. Next, the location
of this quarry can be seen on the village map in the same village on the eastern side. |
SF No. 2/2& 2/3 there aré large water bodies. The map is in a government
document. They have demolished a building built at hundreds of crores in Chennai
on the grounds that it is encroaching on water. Every day the High Court and the
Supreme Court continue to give guidance as we all know. But there is a water source
in SF. No. 2/3.
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They have asked for permission in this Panneerselvam Quarry at SF No. 3/2
without even a 5 meter gap adjacent to it. The presence of water table is not only
shown in the village map but also in FMB, such a water table is not shown. They
never showed up in the mining plan. Even before the start of the quarry, they forge
documents like this. They hide the truth. Then who will control all of them if the
quarry starts working? Karur is 50kilometers away. It took us 1 hour to get there.
Who will stop the say about this quarry? This is our question. They have committed
such a huge fraud on the documents they can show. Not only that, if you look at the
western field of the field where the quarry can be built, the same 2/2, 2/3 bath is
FMB. The footpath is not only shown in the village map, but also in the FMB and the
other side of the road. If there is a footpath then leave a gap of 10 meters. If there is
a footpath or a carriageway, leave a gap of 10 meters. The project designer and the
quarry owner have concealed the existence of the footpath in government
documents. Then there is no 10 meter gap to the footpath.

A stream was running in the western side of the quarry atSFNo.4/2. They said
in the project description (PPT) that we will do quarry work at a distance of 50 meters
from that stream. Shown on a map. That is, they have shown that we are extracting
quarry stones at a distance of 50 meters from the quarry site. But they have already
started working on the quarry in the project summary report they may have given.
Respected SEIAA officials should also see this. They are asking for permission now.
But they completely excavated that field without leaving a gap of 50 meters, which
Mugilan did not go and take. The project designer has given it unknowingly in his
document. How fraudulent they will be then. This should be taken into consideration
by the district administration, that is, if the land is owned by him, he has the right to
use only the upper part of the land. 3 feet below ground is fully Government property.
That is why If you want to cut more than that, you have to get permission from AD
Mines. But now they are asking for permission for quarry. But the quarry remains
operational.

This is the proof that a Panneerselvam quarryhave gone for illegal mining.
Along with that they have cut this too. It is 2 acres, so the District Administration,
District Revenue Officer (DRO) have to come regarding this and you are the total
responsibility of the Revenue Department, Village Administrative Officer, Tahsildar,

RI, have come and we request you to investigate this and find out the truth in it and
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take appropriate action. | said the quarry is unfit for operation as there is no 50 meter
gap to the footpath. Section 36 1A of the Mineral Concession Rules clearly states
that within 300 meters radius of this quarry, no quarry lease license shall be issued
as indicated in the revenue department documents i.e. 50 years ago in the village
map made on UDR in the field map made as UDR it is shown as a house in those
records, the house may be demolished, the quarryman may have bought the house
and demolished it, if so it is a house. Even if the house is demolished, the place is
still a house, a house. Once something is done in the classification, it cannot be
reversed. }

What the law says is that a recognized house, approved plots, etc. must be
indicated in such revenue documents. If not, the panchayat will have to do it, and we
will all pay the money. In order to buy aEB line, any house in the panchayat should
have paid a sum of money for it. If you want it, you should have bought it. That is the
approved house, otherwise it is a green house built by the government, whatever the
village may be, it should be considered as a house. If a house is bought in a bank
account, that house will also come. So we went and saw, is it the same for this
quarry? When you look at the map of the central government in the eastern part of
this quarry, there are 2 houses in the southern part of the quarry field within a radius
of 300 meters near the quarry. These houses are located on the southern strip within
100 meters of the main quarry as shown on page 11 of the Tamil Report. Apart from
that, the northern part of this quarry is about 275 meters away in plot no.180 in
Thirukkuvalam panchayat. We took the map from Kungumarajquarry.

There is a Perumal temple named Urimaikkaran Kovil at 275 m in SFNo. 180.
The temple is within 300 meters. Apart from that we also visited this quarry.
Kannimar temple in plot no. 29 which is popularly called Semparai in its southern
part is in the government documents. This has been shown in government
documents within a radius of 300 meters. Apart from this, we took it in Google. There
are houses on the south side of the quarry, on the north side of the quarry, on the
southwest field of the quarry. We are giving you these documents. 288 meters in the
north and 273 meters in the south and 100 and 108 meters in the west northwest are
shown as houses. Apart from that, the labourers have put up sheds within a radius of
300 meters. Similarly, in the next consultation meeting, all the quarries like

Prabhakar Quarry where 5 people were killed in an explosion in Auriyur,
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Virudhunagar district on May 1. Houses were affected within a distance of 3 km and

-many others were affected. Not only that, last year the Vijayalakshmi quarry, which
was operating after permission was granted at Palladam Kodangipalayam, suffered
an explosion and the Union Government's Soolur Airport, which is 3.5 kilometers
away.

If you say, why the government keeps this rule, if you explode it, it will affect
300 meters. The Village Administrative Officer has given a certificate. 250 the Village
Administrative Officer of this village has given a certificate. | certify that there are no
residences, villages, temples or schools within a radius of 300 meters in the field
where this quarry is to be located. This is a document issued by the Village Officer
who may be in your field. It was given by the previous village administration officer.
We have shown with evidence that there are so many documents. Then the village
administrative officer comes to write the exam and after receiving various trainings,
they come to work. 5 lakh, 10 lakh people take the exam for one job in the country.
The village administration officer who is supposed to come to work without paying
any kind of bribe and save the town and the district administration leaders are doing
the work of destroying the town. In what way is this correct? fair? | don't know that.
We have already lodged a complaint and on that basis a criminal case has been
registered against the Village Administrative Officer at Chintamanipatti Police Station.
A first FIR has been filed. Not without the knowledge of the village administrative
officer. Before this, | had spoken in a hearing meeting a year ago. He has given only
in that period.

Then | request that criminal action should be taken against the village
administrative officer who issued such an illegal document. Not only that, the Village
Administrative Officer had come for giving such false evidence. He said that the
District Collector of Tirupur should take action in Gangeyam. The Village
Administrative Officer has written his confession to the Tahsildar. | have done such a
mistake in ignorance and henceforth | will not do this again the village administration
officer of Gangeyam Taluk, Kuttapalayam village Tamilselvi has written on
05.07.2024 that | have made a mistake due to ignorance and | will make sure that
this mistake does not happen from now on. A circular shouid now be issued to the
officers who may be present. We had already obtained a certificate from the Land

Survey Department. You have to suggest what can be found in the government
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documents only from the UDRmap. They have received an order under the Right to
Information Act and moved to Namakkal district. The assistant director of land survey
department said that the village administrative officer should recommend and give
the certificate.

This week Erode District CollectorHonourable Mr. Sungarao has given a
statement accepting our request. On 02.09.2024, the land surveyors working under
the control of Assistant Director to prepare distance measurement map report related
to quarry and send information about checking house, house, stream path with
village map, field map. | said stream and footpath in the private leased land. They
say that it has nothing to do with the lease on private land. This is not the case even
in private leased land, even though it is mentioned as odai and canal, it is reported to
be the property of the government. The details and the extent of the land, if the
houses recorded in the field map records are dilapidated or demolished, they should
be recorded as originally indicated and the house, house, stream, path recognized in
the distance measurement map report related to quarry should be checked against
the village map, field map and a record. He has given last week that the information
is being communicated to all land surveying staff through this toall Land Surveyors
Erode District Maintenance Inspector, Erode and Kopichettipalayam and Circle
Divisional Inspectors.

The Erode district administrator has said that he is giving to the revenue
department as well. Karur district should implement this before this. If there is such a
thing, no one has a problem implementing it. Today is not like the past. All these
records are recorded in SEIAA. | have met them twice. | also saw the Member
Secretary of SEIAA. They bow their heads while submitting everything in this
document. Unable to answer. What we give is the truth, they do not respond to the
complaint we give and they say that action should be taken against the District
Collector of Namakkal, Erode District Collector and Tirupur District Collector, that the
roads are illegal. The quarry Owners' Association is giving a live interview to the
television saying that it is enough to pay all the illegal quarries. The Chief Minister of
Tamil Nadu has gi\)en a letter and quarry association has given that letter to me. So
everyone knows that direct bribery takes place. Everyone knows that SEIAA has
done corruption di‘rectly. Therefore, Tamil Nadu environmental organizations,

farmers' organizations, people's movements and anti-bribery movements have come
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together to hold a protest at the Panagal House in Chennai next week, demanding
that all the officials in this body, which can be called the State Environmental Impact
Assessment Authority, can be run independently like the Election Commission,
should be weeded out and honest officials should be appointed there. In this regard,
we took a petition to the district head in all the district capitals in Tamil Nadu on the
1st. Because this is a place that everyone should work together to protect.
Earthquake hit Aravakurichi on 26.08.2024. An earthquake of 3 rictor has already
occurred in Karur. Karur is the hottest place in Tamil Nadu at 116 degrees
Fahrenheit. Every year in the month of June they take more vacations. Why does
someone rob? Someone stealing community property? Who is affected? It was here
that the building shook in Shivanmalai area of Gangeyam Vellakoviland Keeranur
area of Dindigul district and it was recorded in the video. But when we go to the
government and ask, they say we don't have any record.

It is recorded in the video that they don't have it. We have asked this as a
white paper from the District Collector of Karur. We have also asked the District
Collector of Tirupur. Because today the Wayanad incident is the biggest lesson. In
2010, Madhav, an environmental activist and professor appointed by the Union
government, studied the Western Ghats in Kharg and said in 2010 that 3 talukas in
Wayanad are prone to landslides. The report was trashed by the government. 500,
600 dead bodies have been found. Another 100 bodies are still unaccounted for.
Millions of people perished. The reason is that the quarries and buildings built there
are contrary to nature and the tea plantations are created by destroying trees. That is
what happened here. So we speak with concern that this area should not be
destroyed like that. People are told that quarrying gives them employment. 1 lakh
foreigners are very happy in Karur. Who can get employment for those who come
from outside the district and from outside the state? No one can be seen working in

the quarry. No one breaks stone with stone hands. If you want to run Breaker, you

should study the relevant department. There are only 3 or 4 people to help, the

normal workers and everyone else is just hustling around. He didn't want to make a
living by driving a truck in the quarry. Shanmugam said that there are so many
quarries running here. Why take this Paneerselvam Quarry. Tell them that they are
working hard for any business. Tell me that they have given me PF, ESI and

Insurance. Say | will get 25 lakhs, 50 lakhs if | die in the quarry. In MLA Navamani
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blue metal, We fought and bought 24 lakh rupees. Last week, a stone fell on the.
neighbouring gardener and they paid 10,000 and settled it without a case. Many
deaths are covered up. What | am saying is that this quarry not only violated all the
rules but also what the Minor Mineral Concession Rule says, if there is a water
loading system set up in bodies like central or state government departments and
Tamil Nadu Water and Drainage Board within a distance of 500 meters from the
place where the quarry is operating, the quarry should not be set up.

We know where and what is in that area. There was a water tank adjacent to
the Karur counter garden. Now, because of this problem, water is not released there.
There is a 10 village around the Karurcounter estate. Due to the problem of the
quarry, water is not released there. At the south side of there is Semparai and
Uthuppati. Such water harvesting systems are there. Similarly, Anjagoundanpatti
town is far away. But there is a government borewell that takes water on the way
there, which can be put into the tax money of the people. Therefore permission
should not be given for this quarry. Likewise, no electric line should be placed within
540 meters of the quarry. Within this quarry there arelabourquarters. For that they
have given EB Line in 50 meters. Similarly, they have hidden the presence of a
stream at 50 meters. No 10 meter gap for footpath. There are houses at a distance
of 300 meters. These houses are also in gdvernment documents. There are
temporary permanent residences. There is low voltage electricity. At a distance of
500 meters there is an overhead reservoir tank bore well. 2 years agoAdibhumi
company had given a 700 page attachment to the budget consultation meeting.
Since they told the truth, this time they gave it withou‘t attachments. Can marriage be
stopped if combs are removed? So you give all the documents to AD Mines and
SEIAA when District Revenue Officer and District Environmental Engineer ask
permission.

But when it comes to pollution control board, upload all the documents on the
internet and the problem will be over. If it's on the internet, who's going to ask? They
had already given aattachments to 1007 pages in the hearing held at
Pachampalayam, Coimbatore. We request that this be done because we said so.
Similarly, the date given by the Tamil Nadu Environmental Assessment Authority
(SEIAA) for the inspection period is 10.02.23. It is said that the study was carried out
from 01.03.2022 to 31.03.2022 during the post monsoon season to assess the
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environment. They say they did it a year ago. You say we tested the air at eight
places. Electricity is required to analyze the air. It is said that we took a report every
hour for 3 months to analyze the air at eight places. Then when you study for three
months, the electricity consumption should be high. You may have picked up
electricity at home.

You mention the location where the air was tested. But tell me where you got
the electricity from. The biggest protest in Perundurai Chipgat has been going on for
a year. | said give me a machine to measure the air. There is only one machinein the
north side. Itis like a feeder because the wind direction is different. We are struggling
to put four machines in four directions. The district head and minister Muthuchami
said that we will arrange something soon and put it in Perundurai. But is it true that
they say they have studied in eight places? Find out what the effects of wind are. If
someone is taking medicine for sugar today, it is because of air pollution. Tamil Nadu
is very affected by B2 type sugar air pollution. If sugar comes at five years of age,
infertility will ocour. For the next generation here, these miners blast, and the fumes
come for % of an hour. What are we going to give children who can breathe air?
Sugar comes at the age of 20. If you get married, wherever you look at the
sterilization centre, both men and women are having children at the age of 40. It
should be realized that this is also a reason for these atrocities. We have even
brought the prescription. This vulnerability exists near all quarries.

Those who can speak should speak truthfully, honestly and conscientiously.
The earthquake has arrived. Therefore, everyone has the responsibility and duty to
protect this land before it comes. This Anjagoundanpatti revenue village belongs to
Pallapatti Municipality. We went to Pallapatti and studied the water environment. This
report has been taken from the report issued by the Pollution Control Board 2020 of
the Central Public Works Department of the Union Government. Karur district,
Aravakurichi Taluk, Pallapatti sub-circle has taken more water. They have given that
if it comes more than this, sea water will come. They say sea water will reach Karur
too.One more thing he denied in this inspection report is that he came there and said
that the water condition is not good but it will get better. Mukilan did not say that the
water that can be here is mixed with that particle which can be called excrement, it is
in their report. | will tell you about the poison as well. Similarly, they have said in their

thesis that there is a lot of toxic substances mixed in. So should this area
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survive? 'Dd you want to die? Are we going to help to destroy or are we going to help
to live? All the Quarry Ministers present here are not those who broke their hands by
breaking stones as‘.this Pe_riyar said in the past. They run this by investing huge
crores of rupees. We know areas whére everyone can be. Why have they come
here, if there is no vibration here, they have co_fne here so that they can make some
offer if it affects them. Let me tell you _bne more‘ thing. The quarrymen who are here
are seeking permission for Pa'nneerselv_am Quarry. All of them are operating ‘in
violation of the law. A quarry should operate only from 7 am to 5 pm. Not a single
load should go beyond 5 o'clock. Excess mining has also carried out without
permission.

Likewise, there is a stream on the east side and north side of Kungumaraj
Quarry. There should be a gap of 50 meters and it is not. We are continuously telling
the collector of that town. Siva‘jiiga'n‘esan Quarry at Field No. 27, 28, which has been
cleared here, hés been illegally mining for a year now. They are smuggling minerals
'illegally. "The biggest problem for us is that we need to be told where the explosives
came from to extract more than the amount of stones allowed tooperate this illegal
quarry," he said. Exblosives are being brought illegally in Thirukovilur village, which
is adjacent to Anjagoundanpatti village here. So what action has been taken.

This is what we were saying. Two people are said to have died in an
explosion at Tunganayakanpalayam quarry in Erode district. If you want 50 lakh
cubic meters of stone, 250 crore rupees, 2 thousand tons of ammunition in 200
lorries, a quarryman has come and registered that situation should not come to
Karur. How mény phone calls will Shanr‘r‘nugam make to the Tahsildar, we WiII.taIk, we
will petition. 'Cri_fninal; Athur unionb secretary obtained ‘a false statement saying that
he asked to cut the stones that might be on |.Periyasamy road in Dindigul district of
this district. He was in jail for 2 months. A case has been filed in Pattivariyampatti
Palayam till today and it is in Nilakottai police station. A case has been filed against a

‘minister in Karur district. But what is the action for Sivajiganesan and

Panneerselvam quarries operating here? We don't even know who the face is? The
problem isn't that. It is our duty to poiht out if it is wrong. In today's Tamil Nadu chief
ministerial election campaign, Mukilan was attacked, jailed and bullied to stop sand
robbery in Karur and asked for votes. We have lost farmer Jaganathan for illegally

blocking the quarry. 2 years ago district environmental engineer Jayalakshmi went
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along and closed the quarry was Killed by the mercenaries on the 3rd day of closure.
The quarry owner has been away from Gundas for a year. We work with our lives
everyday. Action should be taken against them. He said that the complaint has been
received and now the Tahsildar, Village Administrative Officer should be removed
from their posts, District Collector and Superintendent of Police should also be
removed from their posts. We asked all Tahsildars and RDO that soon they will cut
down what you have sealed in 14 consultation meeting in Erode TN camp. When a
crime is committed, appropriate action should be taken against it. People trust you..
Don't help to destroy this land. This Panneerselvam Quarry should not be given
permission as it is against the Act. | am telling you that if you take a bribe of 5 crores
then you have pay the consequences accordingly.

The District Environmental Engineer said that the comments of the public held
in this hearing will be recorded in video and text form and will be sent to the State

Environmental Impact Assessment Authority, Chennai.
