District Environmental Engineer:

; The District Environmental Engineer in his welcome address on behalf of the
District Administration and Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board welcomed all the
participant to attend the Public hearing. Also, the M/s. P. Prabhakaran Rough Stone
and Gravel Quarry had applied to conduct a Public hearing regarding the quarrying.
According to the Environmental Impact Assessment Notification, 2006 order, Public
hearing meeting of Public hearing opinion for the above projects has been made
mandatory. So the Public hearing meeting is being held on today's date. In this
regard, an advertisement has already been made in Dinathanthi dated 07.08.2024
and The New Indian Express dated 07.08.2024 in Tamil and English Newspapers
and the copies of the Environmental Impact Assessment Report related to this
project were placed for Public hearing views at the District Collector's Office, District
Industrial Centre and Panchayat Union Office a month ago. He also informed that
the Public hearing announcement about the meeting was made through

loudspeaker, leaflets and posters on 09.09.2024 in Anjagoundanpatti and



surrounding villages. He also informed that the summary report in Tamil and English
related to the said project has also been uploaded on the website of Tamil Nadu
Pollution Control Board for Public hearing viewing. Then the Revenue Divisional
Officer asked him to preside over the meeting.

District Revenue Officer:

The District Revenue Officer, who presided over the address, welcomed the
audience to the Public hearing. He has informed that Public hearing meeting for
M/s. P. Prabhakaran Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry is being conducted as per
government guidelines. He also said that the information related to the project has
already been uploaded on the websites. He then asked the general Public hearing to
express their views clearly and concisely without any hesitation. He informed that all
the opinions of the Public hearing participating in this meeting will be for boreded to
the government without any discrimination. He also said that the project consultants
of the company are currently going to explain the information related to this project to
you.

He asked the public to register their name and address and give their views

on the project accordingly.

1. Thiru. P. Thangamani, Anjaagoundanpatti:

He greeted everyone. It has been 15 years since | visited this Karur district.
Here | am doing small businesses like construction. It is with that in mind that | have

attended this hearing. This quarry is very useful for us.

2. Thiru. Palanichamy, Pallapatti:

Those who spoke before this as Ammapatti, Pallapatti, Athur, Kanjmarpatti are
all working in this quarry. All of them are out of town. They lie that we are this town.
We don't need this quarry. Let them go somewhere and survive. He said that this

quarry work should not be done here.

3. Thiru. N. Shanmugam, Anti-lllegal Quarry Co-ordinator, Karur:

Our salutations to the District Revenue Officer and the District Environmental
Engineer who have presided over the hearing of Mr. Prabhabakaran Rough stone
quarry in SF no.2/1B(P) and 2/4A(P) of Karur District, Aravakurichi Taluk,
Anjaagoundanpatti village in 0.70.93 Ha, jointly conducted by the Karur district
administration and the Tamil Nadu pollution control board. | would like to express our
gratitUde to them as well. That's what we say every time. That is, the quarry owners
can provide any welfare schemes and any assistance to this village, it is their
generosity. According to us, a quarry should be operated as per the Tamil Nadu
Minor Mineral Concession Rules, 1959. According to the criteria for Prabhakaran
quarry located in Anjaagoundanpatti, there are houses, labour quarters and
permanent residences near the water bodies at a distance of 300 meters from the

field. Similarly, minerals are mined without 10 meters distance to the quarry field. The



electricity line goes without any gap of 50 meters. They have violated these rules
and asked permission for this quarry. | have come to say that permission should not
be given to the quarry for this consultation meeting. According to the Tamil Nadu
Minor Mineral Concession Rules, the quarry is located on 0.70.93 hectares and the
rules state that there should be a 50 meter gap between the stream channel and
water bodies. But field no. 2/4A and 4B with streams and footpath on the eastern
side. It is also shown in village map, field map, computer map. A distance of 50
meters 175 feet should be left from the water table, stream to the quarry field as per

Section 36(1) of the Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral Concession Rules, 1959.

But it is a violation of law to preparé the plan without showing the presence of
streams in the mining plan. The information obtained from the Assistant
Commissioner of Chennai through the Right to Information Act is that even if there
are watercourses, paths, streams on private leased land, the Revenue Department
Land Ordinance No.26/15 section defines all these are government property. So
water bodies, streams, roads are all government property. As the stream shown on
this village map does not have a legal gap to the waterway, no legal permission can
be given for quarrying. We request that this quarry should not be allowed under any
circumstances. Likewise, the low-voltage power line should leave a gap of 50
meters. But within the field of the quarry, the power line goes within 50m. Therefore,
permission cannot be given for quarrying under the Minor Mineral Concession Rules.
Similarly, if there are approved houses, plots, permanent constructions, p'anchayat
structures, houses approved by DTCP, temples, green houses, quarrying should be

carried out only at a distance of 300 meters from the quarry field.

Urumikaran Temple is situated on the northern side of the Quarry at 200
‘meters in Plot No. 180 in Thirukkuvalam Village of Dindigul District. It is shown in
village map, field map, computer map. The Tamil Nadu Mineral Concession Rules
states that there should be no water bodies, waterways, streams, temples within a
radius of 300 meters. Then how can we give permission for this quarry. Do not give
permission. It should be rejected at an early stage. Because this hearing should not
be held when there are so many problems. This wastes time and money. Because
there are so many violations. When that is the case, why are you holding a hearing
and inviting people? At the very beginning, if the government officials do a

preliminary survey and see what is there within a radius of 300 meters, they cannot



give permission for this quarry. This should be seen at the initial stage. Watch out for
similar actions in the future. Our District Revenue Officer has so many jobs. There
will be no need to leave it and come here and sit for 3 hours. Should be very useful.
It has many violations. That being the case, why hold this hearing? It is a job of
deceiving people. Therefore no permission should be given for this quarry. Similarly,
there are two houses at a distance of 200 meters on the south side of Quarry Field.
On page no.9 of the Tamil Nadu Environmental Impact Assessment Report given by
the project designer, the topo sketch is shown in the book. On the south-eastern side
of the quarry is Karupurayankoil at 295 meters from the quarry in Field No.28. It is

also shown in village map, field map, computer map.

But village administration officers keep giving information that there are no
houses, temples or streams within 300 meters radius. Legal action should be taken
against them. Similarly, in the revenue department documents, the house shown as
no one is living, the house is demolished and the houses are damaged by giving
wrong information and concealing it. But the Tamil Nadu Mineral Concession Act
1959 clearly states that if there is a pointer in the revenue documents ie (Mark), the
houses are dilapidated or damaged, it is a house, houses. We have obtained this
information through the Right to Information Act. Apart from that there are many
permanent and temporary houses within 300 meters radius of the quarry. Various
government departments state that approved permanent and temporary houses
should not be within 300 meters of the quarry during blasting. If it is seen that
permission was given illegally, almost 3 kilometers radius has been affected in the
blast that took place in Aviyur village in Virudhunagar district. Similarly, two people
died in an explosion in Kopichettipalayam two weeks ago. In the blast that took place
at Palladam in Tirupur district, the Sulur airfield has been damaged in areas
belonging to the army. That is why there should be no houses within 300 meters
radius. We say that there will be casualties and damages when blasting. Human life
is a one-time birth and not a re-birth. Therefore permission cannot be given to this
quarry due to various violations. It is shown on Google Maps that there are many
houses around the quarry. The quarry is shown in the south field. There is a house at

about 30 meters in the southern field of the quarry.

There is a house at about 30 meters in the quarry itself on the southern side.

At 162 meters there is 1 house on the north-east side and at 292 meters. No



permission can be given for quarrying. Overhead Reservoir and Bore Well
constructed by the Panchayat. For these, there should be at a distance of 1750 feet.
but Quarry is located in West Field No. 34 SemparaiUthupatti, Ur Nattam. A radius of
500 meters is shown on the village map and computer map. Field numbers in the
eastern and southern part of the quarry. 2/4A and 4B have been told in the
environmental report that a 10 meter gap has been left for the patta place in quarry.
2/4A and 4B patta area without gap has been mined illegally. It is illustrated in
English and T amil EIA Executive Summary book. No permit can be given for
quarrying as illegal mining has been done on the strip land on both sides of the
quarry. We are insisting that 45 types of documents should be given for Terms of
Reference. At the consultation meeting in Krishnarayapuram, the project designer

wrote down which documents to give and bought them. Not attached to this quarry.

Only if you attach the documents, you can read them and give your opinion.
45 types of documents to be attached in future. It contains only 10 types of
documents. The inner village joint map around the quarry on the northern side of
Thirukkuvalam could not ascertain any position without annexing the village map of
Thethupatti. The State Environmental Impact Assessment Committee's
recommendation letter for this quarry. ToR dated 22.12.2023 from SEIAA. But before
getting the letter, they have given the report of water pollution, air pollution, water
environment, air environment from 01.03.2022 to 31.05.2022. They have given a
research report that it happened almost 550 days ago. This is an example of no
research being done. They give false information. They use what they have taken
from other quarries and put them in a book. No one comes and reads this book. We
can find out if we read this book. The construction of this quarry causes various
environmental impacts. No benefits are available. We went and saw that they are
carrying 20 tonnes of loads on trucks on the panchayat road itself. Do they spray it
with water? If you see that water is not sprinkled, the water level in that area is
encroached by the road. That stream has been destroyed. All the people do
business with well water. They do agriculture. This area is an overexploited area. If
the quarry comes, the ground water in this area will be polluted and agriculture will
fail in this area. Even goats and cows cannot be grazed. They say they are building a

green belt. It is only in Kadavur hills in Karur district.



If you have seen Pugalur Taluk, Aravakurichi Taluk, everyone says that they
are planting 200, 500, 1000 trees. They say that they are spending 3 lakhs for this.
Not even one. The Tamil Nadu government is spending various expenses for
planting 7 1/2 crore trees from its own funds. They say they are spending. No tree is
planted. If trees were planted, it would not be so hot. The temperature is around 100
degrees. All this is due to illegal quarries and the District Revenue Officer has to
enforce the Explosives Act. Ammunition is brought illegally. Chidambaram has been
illegally bringing explosives to these quarries without a license. We have also given
this in letter. We have lodged a complaint with the police. They say they will take
action in this regard. There is no employment for the youth in this area. These jobs
are done by people who can come from abroad. Because Tamil Nadu is a developed
state. Students in Tamil Nadu have studied and graduatéd. Almost 56 percent of the
people of Tamil Nadu are more educated than the United States. So students don't
go for these types of jobs. So North Indians are broUght for work. They are human
beings too, the Labor Act says. If more than 10 people are working, PF and ESI
should be provided. It says to take accident insurance. If a building is constructed for
more than 3 years, accident insurance should be taken in the name of the worker.
Householder cannot pay in case of accident. will benefit from that insurance plan. Do
they do that? If you look at it, there is nowhere. More than 200 people have died in
this 1 year alone. Many people have died in stagnant water after mining potential
minerals in the quarry. The Chief Secretary has issued a report in the 9th month of
2023. He has said that all the quarries across Tamilnadu should be fenced and

protected.

Not a single quarry was fenced off. Not even a quarry works like this. A wire
fence must be erected before a quarry is operational. But no one here does. They
are using quarry as a development to grow by using individual influence. There is
nothing here as a service to the public. Apart from that it is not environment friendly.
Environmental damage is the biggest cause. We are not against quarry. We will not
say anything if a quarry is operated according to the rules. All quarrying is illegal. In
Karur district alone, the Madras High Court has said that 325 quarries of Madurai
should be inspected and digital surveys should be done and fines should be
imposed. Due to our continuous efforts former District Collector Mr. Prabusankar

imposed a fine of 46 crore rupees on 12 quarries. We have continued to insist.



Please inspect the quarries and take action against all the illegal quarries. Now they
have inspected 46 quarries and imposed a fine of nearly 160 crore rupees. Karur
District Geology and Mines Officer said. The remaining quarries should be inspected
and action taken. Penalty should be imposed. Tamil Nadu's income goes to it to a
large extent. A quarry has been operating illegally for 9 years in Kopichettipalayam.
Almost 250 crore worth of stones have been mined. We have been complaining
about it for 6 months. But no action was taken on it. Even after the illegal blasting
and the death of 2 people, the government inspected it and found minerals worth
nearly 250 crore rupees were éxcavated. Similar mineral looting is going on in Karur
district as well. As there are various violations in this quarry, we have been giving 20,
30 complaints to the quarry where this quarry is already operating. We have lodged
a complaint with the Tahsildar. They stop for a week and then start again. Now if this
quarry is examined, you will get to know that they have mined more than the depth
given in the mining plan. If permission is given again, they wi.II cut more and affect
the environment of this area. There are various violations within 300 meters of
houses, flats, water bodies, temples, electricity poles and carriageways, so no
permission should be given for this quarry at any time. If you give permission, the
village of Anjagankundanpatti will disappear. So he concluded his speech by sayihg

that Government should not give permission to this quarry under any circumstances.

4. Thiru. Mahendran, Kandacharanpatti:

He greeted everyone. We are protesting against this quarry. Residences are
nearby. Pollution causes a 5 year old small child with sugar. Quarries can be set up if
there is no harm to the public and not those who are against quarrying. Don't do
anything to affect it. It is good if people benefit. Residences are nearby. The child is

afraid of explosions. So, Permission can not be given this quarry.

5. Thiru. Ramaraj, Anjaagoundanpatti:

Sabarivasan 6-year-old child scared by explosion. The house is near the

quarry. So, Permission cannot be given this quarry.

6. Thiru. R.S. Mugilan, Tamil Nadu Environment Protection Co-ordinator, Karur.

concern that this soil. On behalf of the Tamil Nadu Environment Protection
Movement, we extend our greetings to all the visiting government officials,
journalists, and the local people and the quarry owners people who brought by the
quarry owners. This public hearing is not about how many people support it and how
many oppose. This is about what rule says. It is called siting criteria, how do you
correct it? If it is called criteria, the government rule is that if there is a stream, it
should not be within 300 meters. EB line should not be within 50 meters. If there is a
water tank and a bore well, it should not be within 500 meters, how do you fix this? If
we are going to fix it, we can't fix it only by paying bribes. If there is a violation, how
can it be corrected? If some details are incorrect in the surveys you can provide, we
can correct them. | will also tell the officials of SEIAA who are watching this. We are

talking to a crowd of 300.

We know how much you have allowed. Mugilan if he speaks Wrongly file a
defamation case, arrest him but all from Konguraj Quarry | will charge with proof that
you have given illegal permission. So don't keep project designer time marking job.
So this is the government's law regarding the mineral concessions for this hearing as
well. Is this guidance based on this law? If you look at the western part of the field
where this quarry can be located, a path leads there. There is a EB line along this
road. Low voltage does not show current passing. We visited the place last week.
Low voltage electricity is running. Then leave a distance of 50 meters from the place
where the low voltage electricity goes. A vehicular lane, but not even 10 meters. In
the video chart it is said that the quarry is not working. Anjacountanpatti which can
be here, tell people, is it working? Isn't it? Let's see if someone says no. They show
that the quarry is like this but you have cut down to a depth of several meters. They
have dug several meters deep in this quarry field and the consultation meeting for
this quarry is going on now. No permission is given then what is happening here?
Can money do anything? How did the explosives come about? How do you buy
ammunition, you can't dig it by hand? How explosives came to be said. You find out.

When you go, | beg you to look at this quarry and go.



They say that the stone are not excavated. They have cut to a depth of
several meters. Please go see and take action against them. There is a rule says
that 100 per cent of the quarry should be ihspected by VAO, RI 75 per cent, Tahsildar
50 per cent and RDO 25 per cent. The District Revenue Officer shall inspect 10 per
cent quarry. District Collector should see 5 percent of quarry. All this is on paper.
Those who gave birth to the child at Anjakoundanpatti screamed. Goats, cows and
dogs all run wild when they hear an explosion. Near here is KadavurDevangu
Sanctuary. Did this vibration cause Devang's pregnancy? This baby vibrates with
every explosion. We are afraid that they will use cane blast from 1 to 2 pm. The
distance between one burst and another burst is 4 meters and sandbag and
tarpaulin on it and let it explode without any noise. A 3-year-old Sabreesan child is
throbbing. A possible quarry in Anjakaundanpatti Panneerselvam quarry Adjacent to ‘
this is a with permission is Kungumaraj quarry without permission Panneerselvam,
Palaniswami, Sivajiganesan all quarries are bursting. Where is the action? You
register in so many media, media. Where is the action? So | humbly request you to
take appropriate action. Save the life of Sabarisan. If you ask for sugar at the age of
6, you will be told that it is a blessing from God. They will say that it is a sin
committed by the parents. A sin committed by God in one word? Atrocity committed
by the quarries here. Please this model is coming everywhere. We went to Punnam

and saw that a child near the quarry in Kuppam village has become deaf.

They brought it to you and said. The child is deaf. You are the one who
stopped that quarry, please stop this quarry. Stop all illegal quarries. You have come
to a great responsibility at a young age. To protect this land, a great injustice and
atrocity has been committed in Wayanad today. Such atrocity should not come here.
The earthquake came last week on 28th. An area that has already experienced an
earthquake. Also a very hot area. Please save this area. The village map of the
quarry does not show this water table stream at all. This should be a distance of 50
meters from the point where this water stagnates on page no.253 and the stream.
Therefore, this quarry is not eligible to operate under the law. Similarly, there are 2
houses on the west side of this quarry in the village called Dushanpatti. He said what
he saw in the documents of this government is true and it does not lie. Mugilan did
not say that there are houses in the quarry. At a distance of 100 meters, the temple

is 100 meters away in Thirukkuvalam panchayat in field no.180 in Kanjamaranpatti



area. Kannimar Temple is located at 215 m in field no.28 on the southern side. But
its affidavit has been filed by the owner. Page 264 What he says is that the affidavit
in the 100 rupees bond has been given by the quarry owner and placed in this
document. You know we are all legally sworn affidavits. You can change a judge's
oral statement. But the affidavit cannot be changed. What he says is No Permenant
srctucher Temples extra are located in 300 mtrs from the preperi of my quarry. He
says in the 11th line on page no.264. He says that there are nb temples or any

permanent structures here.

So it is different for him to say in court that he is swearing on oath. Here he
deceives the government by giving a fake document claiming to be an affidavit.
Project designer is going to support it. The village administrative officer has already
filed a complaint against Adhibhoomi Company saying that they have falsely signed
my signature. It is under investigation. This is his complaint that the same company
has forged signatures and claimed that there is no house within 300 meters. It is
under investigation by the district administration. Why am | saying that without a lab
like this, if there was no Omega lab in Namakkal, 200 quarries have given
documents that we have inspected that lab. It was only after we complained that they
stopped issuing Omega lab documents. These kind of project planners commit fraud,
if they do it, they are immediately prosecuted and immediately arrested, but no
action is taken against them. Quarry owners have also given false documents in their

application.

Similarly, there should be no temporary houses and residences within a radius
of 300 meters. Not only that, | told the stream. Even though it is on leased land,
according to Revenue Department Section 26/15, all the streams and paths that may
be on leased land are government property. Namakkal District Collector has already
given it last month based on the order given from Chennai. Apart from that we have
bought from RTI. Also, the photographs show that there are houses at 292 meters in
the north-east, 269 meters and 34 meters in the south and 100 meters and 108
meters in the north-west. So this. Quarry is not legally eligible and there should be
no low voltage power line within 50 meters. Similarly the route to the west of the

quarry is from Thirukkulavam to Kungumaraj quarry.



The access road through the quarry should not be 10 meters away from it.
Another thing the quarry owner clearly states. We do not use any government roads.
We make our own way. But they occupied the entire town and occupied the
waterway and used it as a route, the whole quarry is running. Especially
Prabhakaran Quarry Panneerselvam Quarry is running and appropriate action
should be taken against it. Similarly, there should not be any overhead reservoir or
irrigation system within 500 meters. He says there should be no borewells in the
southern part of the quarry. On the eastern side of the quarry there is an overhead
tank constructed by the government at Karur counter garden in Thekkupatti village.
At 300 meters above, Semparai is also in the blow bar. There is also an overhead
reservoir on the road leading to Anjakoundanpatti on the north side. Therefore
permission cannot be given for this quarry. Out of 45 types of documents only 10
types of documents have been attached. Remaining documents are to be executed.
SEIAA gave permission for this quarry last December 2023 and they said that the
report said that from March 2022 to May 2022 i.e. 1 1/4 years in advance they will
tell the quarry to do all this. What they have given in the Prabhakaran Quarry, they
have given a report that the water level for this quarry is 19 meters where the water
level is 30 meters. How does the water level drop from 120 m to 95 feet in a space of
50 m? They say project reports given by poorly educated nerds. They say that the
Union Government has given certificate. Then what is the answer to this? Total depth
of mine for Panneer Selvam Quarryy is 36 meters water level is said to be below
ground level and for Prabhakaran Quarry is said to be 30 m below ground level. How
big a scam is this? According to the report given by this quarry, the water quality is
500 mg/l of TDS is the maximum. 200 for drinking water and 500 for agriculture. But
what is here is 3200 mg/l water that is here whether man drinks it or cow drinks it

and this is not said by Mugilan the report given by them.

Similarly, chloride is 250 but its limit is 2000. Whatever you here touch and put
in your mouth will be strange. When this is allowed, it will dig deeper and go under
the well and everything will be poisoned. The water here has a lot of sand particles.
It is in the report given by them. All that comes from Dindigul is poisonous water.
Even if we take a look at all the water that may already be here, the upper level
water and the lower level water, all of them are poisonous. If the water stagnates in

it, the food will only increase the poison. Similarly, Panneerselvam quarry was 483



meters away from Koda Nadu and there is a distance of 600 meters to this quarry.
The problem between the river and the quarry is that if there is a river at a distance
of 500 m, all the water that can go in the river will end up in the quarry. As far as
Kodanadu is concerned, there is a struggle for clean water. Water is not stored in
Koda Nadu to release clean water. If it is the Kodanadu river, people have stopped
heré to drink and bathe in that water. The barrage is 700 meters from the quarry.
This causes a huge impact. Eesanatham and the people of the area have been
struggling for years. Please take care not to kill the people of the area even if it

doesn't matter.

They also say that we will plant 200 trees per acre in the quarries.
Prabhakaran Quarry It is mentioned in the project report that we will plant 2 acres of
400 trees and there is a quarry around Prabhakaran, Panneerselvam Quarry is also
running. Everything is on paper and native trees like fig and Alamaram cost 5 lakhs,
3 lakhs, 2 lakhs and they say they are protecting the environment. where is it In the
village next to the tree, 40,000 trees have been planted in Alamarathupatti with our
tax money, but the government has not been able to water the trees. 40 thousand
trees are gone. But the miner has earned crores. If we spend so much of our income
on saving nature, what's the problem with doing it? Sir you come to us and say you
are doing all this, ask why you are not doing it. Say we won't allow it. Tirupur District
Collector cancelled the license for not constructing a green belt for the quarry. there
is such an honest District Collector. Karur district with 2 percent rain should have 27
percent trees. But if the 350 quarries that could be here and all the quarries that they
have taken permission for were planted based on the Kadavur mountain range,
Karur district would have turned into a tropical forest and there would not have been
116 degree heat here. School opening need not be delayed. people don't have to be
sick. Air pollution will be reduced. Practically nothing. Please implement what is on
paper. Similarly blasting should be done in another way using reed blast. Because it
is 1 1/4 meters to 1 in zigzag basis and the interval between one hole and another
hole is said to be 28 seconds. All this is only on paper. Not in practice. We beg you
please, workers keep dying. There is no record of any miners dying in the explosion.

All the dead were workers. Workers do not have any PF, ESI and Insurance.

We have made it for all the workers, but if you ask where, not a single worker

has it. So they are doing it in such ways. These should be implemented. Similarly,



the Minor Mineral Concession Act states that all the closed quarries should not only
draw water from closed quarries. If the permission for the quarry is completed at 5
o'clock then the quarry should be sealed at 5 o'clock. At the same time, | am not
saying that a drop of water should not be taken and the owner of the quarry. The
Mineral Concession Act says. But in all the quarries M-Sand is made by taking such
bad water in'side the pit. We are building a house, a building, a school for children
and a community center in that M-Sand. I'm not saying that M- Sand is completely

adulterated, Building Association is saying that.

Whether a worker builds a house with Rs 3 lakh, a middle class builds a
house with Rs 3 crore, or an officer builds a house, everyone should have a house
built with Rs 80 % cement. | am basically engineer M- Sand is good quality. | will buy
a load of M- Sand for 40,000 rupees. Is there a way to check if this m- Sand quality?
Is there a lab? We too have been screaming like a bear for 3 years to put a lab in the
taluk. When Corona came, the town had a lab. We go and pay 1000 rupees and get
our soil tested with artificial sand called M-Sand, P-Sand. But the government has
not implemented it till date. But the buildings that are being constructed today | told
Minister Munusamy that they are constructing a building in Chipgat at a cost of 40
crore rupees. That Building | told him please don't take bribe from minister. It has
been 45 years since the District Collector complex was constructed in Erode in 1980
when you were the minister. The school and bus stand you built in Erode are still
there. But today the flyover being built in front of the government hospital in Erode is
collapsing step by step. The reason is that if water takes from the Noyal river and
prepares M- Sand, the whole building collapses. A building that can be built today is
a building that should last for 80 years, not 20 years. But your reign will perish before
the end. So please check whether it is quality sand and get warranty. You are the
Minister of Housing. At KB Park in Chennai, everything falls apart with a clap of
hands. If we go to the court, we will form a committee with all the experts and order
them to take river sand from all the places and finish the work. Such is the situation.
Because the High Court and the Supreme Court could not decide whether M- Sand

is standard. So we are not talking about one person Prabhakaran, Panneerselvam.

This lamentation is because of how this country, your town, your home, Tamil
Nadu is being destroyed. When | go, they beat me to death in the cart. Although it is

certain, we are saying this on the basis of our duty and responsibility to say it. So the



State Environmental Impact Assessment Authority who can be looking at this, they
are definitely a culprit. We have complained to everyone saying that the biggest
culprits are the Chairman of the Commission, the Member Secretary and everyone
who can be of the members of SEIAA. On coming 19th, all of them should be
removed from the service and this project should be conducted with an honest
officer. In the project announcement they say we will fix everything. Quarry Owner
said we pay 1 lakh to 5 lakh per acre. He says that they pay 15 lakhs to 50 lakhs for
a 10 acre quarry. The country is dying. On the one hand, ISRO says that Tamil Nadu

ranks 6 out of 147 places in India like Wayanad. So Karur should not be destroyed.

Here they say about sand, no river sand, | am not saying no M-Sand. The
Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu asked us in 2017 and he wrote in a Facebook post on
November 22 in English and Tamil. In Alangudi, the Edappadi government imported
natural rivers from abroad and completed the shortage of this country. There is too
much sand in the Southeast Asian countries like Malaysia and Indonesia, which are
prone to more earthquakes more tsunamis. Bring it out by air or ship to Kamaraj
Port, Ennore Port, Tuticorin Port, etc. They are ready to bring it through the ports and
pay 1000 rupees per ton. When the Edappadi government shut down the sand
quarry in 2017, the Edappadi government issued an order saying that they could sell
it at 5 lakh metric tons per month. Then DMK was in force from 2022. But the total is
5 million metric tons for 4 years. If 15 lakh metric tons per month is imported
naturally from abroad, | will tell the district administration and SEIAA who are
watching here, 21,000 tons of sand is unloaded at the port for 1000 rupees to
Tamilnadu daily.

Today, M-Sand is buying waste sand for Rs 4,000. So you don't know when
the house will collapse and fall on your head. | don't know when any school or
hospital will collapse in the head of the labourer who can only rely on labour in this
country. Such is the situation today. Government of Tamil Nadu should take a policy
decision to import natural sand at a reasonable price and distribute it to the people.
The Chief Minister of Tamil Nadu himself spoke in 2021 and what he spoke came in
Murasoli. The royal quarry was called a minister who gave a relative. Apart from that,
many cases of sand robbery were going on and Mukhilan, who fought against it, was
put in jail by various cases. The minister has taken M-Sant in the name of a relative

while the court has banned river sand robbery. He said that he did not want to say



the name of the existing minister, threatening the person who was | already
conducting this, saying that it was sand robbery. His extensive text has changed the

regime. The scene hasn't changed. What happened then is still happening today.

- So what we are talking about is actions that protect the soil,' protect people,
and protect nature. It would not be enough to say that we have formed a committee
for climate change here and conducted a 3-day workshop in 5-stat hotel with officials
on a global scale for climate change.

Please do not bring it here and
please keep it safe. This Prabhakaran Quarry has all kinds of encroachments such
as presence of houses, 50 meters away from Odai, presence of electricity, 500
meters away from overhead reservoir and borewell and 300 meters away from

temples.

So if one is enough, in a quarry in Tirupur, the EB Line is 11 meters away, so
the District Collector has stopped the qUarry due to a report given by the Tahsildar
saying that the order should be cancelled. So we are telling you the ways. How to do
small things. We hope that Karur district authorities will act to protect this land and
not give 100 crores per month to the rﬁinisters to fix it. Prabhakaran Quarry should

not be given permission as it is in violation of the law. He concluded his speech by



saying that if the ruling government does not pay due attention to this, they will face

a huge crisis.

The District Environmental Engineer said that the comments of the public held
in this hearing will be recorded in video and text form and will be sent to the State

Environmental Impact Assessment Authority, Chennai.
