The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District welcomed the Sub Collector, Hosur (Representative of
the District Collector, Krishnagiri), Revenue officials, all the general public and
project proponent who have attended the public hearing for the proposed
Thiru.R. Rajappa Rough Stone Quarry, SF.No.1266, Lease over an extent of 4.04.5

Ha, Kamandoddi Village, Shoolagiri Taluk, Krishnagiri District is required to get



Environmental Clearance (EC) from the State Environment Impact Assessment
Authority of Tamilnadu. He added that the public notice informing the conducting of
Public Hearing- was published in the Tamil and English dailies, such as,
“Dinathanthi” and “The New Indian Express” datec;l 02.07.2024 and bit notices
regarding public hearing was issued to the public of Pillaikothur Village, TMG kotta
Village, Periya sappadi Village énd Kamandhoddi Village with audio announcement
through auto vehicle in and around thervillages. Further, he informed that the
project proponent would make a presentation on the project, after which the public

can express their views.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District also stated that the views, suggestions and queries of the
public and reply by the project proponents will be recorded through videography
and the same will be seﬁt to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of

Tamilnadu.

The Sub Collector, Hosur (Representative of the District Collector,
Krishnagiri) has initiated the Public Hearing process. Further, the Sub Collector,
Hosur has requested the project proponent to explain about their proposed rough
stone quarry project through power point presentation and requested the public to
obtain necessary clarifications for their doubts.

Thereafter, Thiru.Uma maheshwaran, EIA Consultant, M/s. Geo Technical
mining solutions, Dharmapuri of the proposed rough stone quarry project has made
presentation about the proposed rough stone quarry project to the public along with
Environmental Management Plan. Thereafter, the District Environmental Engineer,
Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur, Krishnagiri District has invited the public
to express their views and comments about the proposed rough stone quarry project.

The views and suggestions of the public are detailed below:



1. Thiru. Mohan Kumar, Pillaikothur Village:

Thiru. Mohan Kumar has said that, the proposed quarry should be operated

without any harm to the public and the local people should be given employment in

the quarry.
2. Tmt. Yesodha and her family, Pillaikothur Village:

Tmt. Yesodha and her family said that, the public hearing conducting here
for this proposed quarry has no relevant to the quarry we are objecfing. The
announcement regarding this public hearing was not made known in our village.
However, they have asked us to inform them if the public hearing is held for the

quarry located near our land (Survey No. 759, 760).

3. Thiru. Suresh, Pillaikothur Village:

Thiru. Suresh asked to provide the terms and conditions for establishing up
a quarry near Patta land. For that, the District Environmental Engineer has

informed him to approach the Department of Geology and Mining to get the details.
4. Thiru. Mallesh, Pillaikothur Village:

Thiru. Mallesh has said that, there is no problem with the establishing of this
proposed quarry project. Further, he requested to give permission for the proposed

quarry.
5. Thiru. Saravanan, Sappadi Village:

Thiru. Saravanan asked about the norms regarding siting criteria for the
- establishment of quarry near the canal. To that, the District Environmental
Engineer informed them to approach the O/o. District Environmental Engineer,

Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur to get the details.
6. Thiru. Ravichandran, Sappadi Village:

Thiru.Ravichandran has said that, due to blasting carried out in the existing

quarries, the nearby canal has been damaged. Further, roads, houses in the
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Sappadi village have also been affected due to blasting. He also said that, the
nearby agricultural lands have been affected by the dust emanating from the

quarry.
7. Thiru. Muniraj, Sappadi Village:

Thiru.Muniraj has said that, announcement regarding public hearing was
made at Sappadi village and due to safe blasting carried out in the proposed
quarry, there would be no harm to the public. Therefore, he requested to give

approval for the proposed project.
Conclusion:

Finally, the District Environmental Engineer; Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Krishnagiri informed that the views, suggestions, written complaints and queries of
the public and reply by the project proponent are recorded through videography and
the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of

Tamilnadu - Chennai.

Further, 2 number of petitions were received on the proposed
Thiru.R. Rajappa Rough Stone Quarry project during the public hearing meeting. The

petitions are enclosed herewith.

Further, it is informed that there is one written representation was received in the
O/o. District Environmental Engineer, Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur,
Krishnagiri District from the public on the proposed Rough Stone Quarry project and no
email representation was received in the O/o. O/o. District Environmental Engineer,

Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur.
