At the outset, the District Environment Engineer, Tamil Nadu
Pollution Control Board, Dharmapuri welcomed the Revenue Divisional
Officer, Dharmapuri, other Government Officials, Public, Social &
Environmental activists for the Public Hearing and informed that the M/s.
A.Sasimohan Rough Stone Quarry has proposed to quarry rough stone at
S.F.No0.389 (part) over an extent of 2.02.5 ha in Kalappanahalli Village,
Karimangalam Taluk, and Dharmapuri District.M/s. A.Sasimohan Rough
Stone Quarry has obtained mining approval from the Mining and Geology
Department and then applied for Environmental Clearance for their
proposed project to State Level Environment Impact Assessment Authority,

TamilNadu (SEIAA-TN).
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In this regard, SEIAAhas issued Terms of Reference (TOR), subject to
one of the conditions that Public Hearing has to be conducted so as to
address the concerns raised by the public. Based on that, the public hearing
was arranged on today 20.08.2024 after getting approval from the District
Collector, Dharmapuri District andas mandatéd public notice has been
published in the newspapernamely “New Indian Express” (English)&
“Dhinathanthi (Tamil)” on 17.07.2024.

The Project Proponent will make power point presentation about the
said proposed project. After that the public were requested to express their

views, concerns andquestions if any by indicating their name and village

name from where he /she belongs and also informed to the public that the

proceedings (audio and video recording) of the meeting along with the hard

copy of the minutes of the meeting will be recorded and sent to the SEIAA-

“TN.

On behalf of the Project Proponent, EnVironmental_Consultant has

explained about the proposed project through a power point presentation.

In continuation to that, the public started to express their views,
opinions, concerns and questions ‘and the clarification from the project

proponent are detailed below

1.Thiru.Rajalingam, Kuppangarai, Kattukottai

The land adjacent to this quarry is mine. Its Survey number is 318.

We are not affected by this quarry. we have got Employmerit. secondly, 15

years ago majorly we used to cultivate sugarcane and tapioca. There is no

proper road facility to transport it. If they need to carry one tractor of
sugarcane, we pull it up to Mariyamman temple near Mandapam with 5 or 6

tractors. Now after the arrival of this quarry and crusher, the road is in good

condition. We have a good mode of transport for agricultural products.

Further, there is employment for those who are in close proximity. We have

no problem with this quarry.

2.Thiru.Ranjith, Kalappanahalli

We, 15 years ago, when I was studying in my childhood, the road was

muddy and rocky and it was difficult to use. If you want to come to _

Periyampatti via sakthikailash college, Klippangarai, we need to travel extra
2 to 3 km. As the road has been laid by the quarry, we can reach within 5 or
10 minutes. so it is useful for us. We had complained about dust nuisance.
For that they sprinkled water through tanker lorry and controlled the dust.

Also, nearby people are working in that quarry. It is useful for us.

3.Thiru.Selvarai, Kuppangarai village

There was no road facility to periyampatti and matlampatti, since my
childhood days. Because of this quarry, we have all the facilities like road

facility, cement road. We have no problem with this quarry.

4.Thriu.Chennaiyan, Kuppangarai Village

1 have been living in this village for 15 years. As a person of this
village, first I will tell you what is the benefit of this quarry will bring to this
village. The road in front of my house was full of ups and downs. They have
provided road facilities with the tax paid by this quarry. Since the quarry'is’

functioning here, I request that this quarry should also function in the

future. This is my personal opinion. secondly, I work for a contractor. He

takes a lot of raw materials from this quarry.

There are 50 to 100 families working under him. So livelihood has
increased. We survive because of them. In any means, there 1s no
environmental impact due to this quarry. The distance between Kuppangari
and this quarry is 800 m. Wéter, air and soil were not affected in any way.

This is bmy personal opinion, thanks.

5.Tmt.Nandhinipirya senthilkumar, President, Kalappanahalli Panchayat

Tax paid by this A. Sasimohan Rough Stone Quarry is beneficial to the
public. All the nearby workers and graduates are working in this quarry.
With the permission of the District Collector, the clerk will tell the works

carried out.
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6.Thiru.Venkatesh, Clerk, Kalapanahalli Panchayat

Every year, fund was donated from mineral resource scheme to our
panchayat. Part by part, around 90 lakhs to 80 lakhs is coming. We do all
the scheme work to the public in each and every area. It includes, drinking
water works, road facilities, street lights, sanitary facilities required for
schools and street lighting facilities required by the public and 33 street
lights have been installed separately. Also, I humbly inform you that, in all
the villages, we are setting up paved blocks for each and every house and

with this mineral resource scheme, we work as a model panchayat.

7.Thiru.Raja, Ex-President, Kalapanahalli Panchayat

With the money coming from this quarry, the panchayat can provide
all the necessary road facilities, water facilities and street lighting facilities.

There is no problem.

8.Thiru.R.Senthilkumar (Nandhiniprivasenthilkumar), Husband of

Panchayat president, Kalapanahalli.

Bécause of this quarry, laying paved blocks, drinking water, wells and
setting up of street lights works are useful in all panchayats. There is no
harm due to this quarry. There ‘is an employment for graduates,
’employment' for wage workers and all are benefitted. There is no disturbance

or harm to us.
