District Environmental Engineer:

The District Environmental Engineer in his welcome address on behalf of the
District Administration and Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board welcomed all the
participant to attend the Public hearing. Also, M/s. T.Sathya Rough Stone and Gravel
Quarry had applied to conduct a Public hearing regarding the quarrying. According to
the Environmental Impact Assessment Notification, 2006 order, Public hearing meeting
of Public hearing opinion for the above project have been made mandatory. So the
Public hearing meeting is being held on today's date. In this regard, an advertisement
has already been made in Dinamalar on 11.07.2024 and The Times of India on
11.07.2024 in Tamil and English Newspapers and the copies of the Environmental
Impact Assessment Report related to this project were placed for Public hearing views
at the District Collector's Office, District Industrial Centre and Panchayat Union Office a
month ago. He also informed that the Public hearing announcement about the meeting
was made through loudspeaker, leaflets and posters on 21.08.2024 in Punnam and
surrounding villages. He also informed that the summary report in Tamil and English

related to the said project has also been uploaded on the website of Tamil Nadu



Pollution Control Board for Public hearing viewing. Then the Revenue Divisional Officer
asked him to preside over the meeting.

District Revenue Officer:

The District Revenue Officer, who presided over the address, welcomed the
audience to the Public hearing. He has informed that Public hearing meeting for
M/s. T. Sathya Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry is being conducted as per government
guidelines. He also said that the information related to the project has already been
uploaded on the websites. He then asked the general Public hearing to express their
views clearly and concisely without any hesitation. He informed that all the opinions of
the Public hearing participating in this meeting will be for boreded to the government
without any discrimination. He also said that the project consultants of the company are
currently going to explain the information related to this project to you.

Project Proponent, Environmental consultant Geo Technical Mining Solutions:

He said that all Departmental Government officials including District Revenue
Officer and District Environmental Engineer, Press Friends, Environmentalists and
Police Officers are welcome to participate in this Public hearing meeting. He explained
the details of the proposed project as follows.

District Environmental Engineer:

She asked the Public hearing to 'register their name and address and give their
views on the project accordingly.

1. Mr. N. Shanmugam, Anti-lllegal stone quarry Movement, Karur:

| would like to pay my respects to the District Revenue Officers and the Disfrict
Environmental Engineer who are presiding over the public hearing meeting for Sathya
quarry jointly organized by the Karur District Administration and the Tamil Nadu Pollution
~ Control Board. Karur District, Punnamchatram Village Sathya quarry, Plot No.1287/1,3
in 1.8Ha having various violations, hence, permission should not be given. In othef
words, the Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral Concession Rules 1950& 1959 have laid down
various regulations and based on that the quarries should be operated and, on that
basis, the public hearing meeting for this quarry is being conducted. We have come
here to state what violations there are in this quarry in the consultation meeting and on
that basis we should not give permission for this quarry.

These EIA consultants explained to us what kind of environmental impacts will
occur if this quarry is operated, i.e. land environment, water environment, air
environment, sound environment, economic environment, microbial environment and
how to address those impacts. If you look around the quarry area, this is an existing
quarry nearby the road. If you see in this picture, there are more than 10 quarries
around this quarry. It also has a expired quarry. They are located near the road. It is also
located near the road at a depth of almost 200 feet. We say that permission should not

be given to this quarry as it contains various violations. The 1.8-hectarearea is

surrounded by a stream. 500 meters i.e. 175 feet should be left between the drains of

streams states in the Mineral Concession Rules. But the stream flows in Plot
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No.1257/1&3 where quarry is situated. It is on the village map. It is also shown in the
map. According to the Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral Concession Rules, no permission
should be given for quarrying in such flowing areas. Therefore, no permission should be
given for this quarry. Apart from that, as per Section 36.1 of the Tamil Nadu Mineral
Concession Rules, 1989 Act, the Mining Plan did not show the existence of a stream
within a radius of 500 meters. But two streams flow within. Therefore, permission should
not be given to this quarry. Also, the Madras Assistant Commissioner's Administration
has clearly defined that the stream and the path are government property even though
they are on private leased land, even if there is a topographical path and a stream. We
have obtained all these information by asking under the Right to Information Act.
Accordingly, permission should not be granted to this quarry. Although the stream is on
private lease land, it is legally government property. This stream is located in quarry
without a proper gap. Therefore, permission should not be given to this quarry. There
are MDR & ODR roads nearby. Above that road of the quarry is Kuppam village and
downside is Punnamchatram village. There is not even a 5-meter gap on the road. This
quarry is an already operational quarry. There are almost 05 quarries in the western part
of the quarry. The quarry proposed by Ms. T. Sathya is on the eastern side. Devaraj
Quarry on the west side. A consultation meeting has already been held and because
there is a house 100 meters away, permission has not been given to it, and Sakthivel
Quarry Kuppam village, which can be called KSR, is operating in the upper side of the
quarry.

There is no permit for that quarry. The quarry is in operation. Similarly, stone has
been cut to a depth of almost 200 feet in Natrayan Quarry. But it is not allowed. But they
have covered it with 4 lorries of soil. Yesterday we have conveyed to the Tasildar. They
say we have permission to close down non-operating quarries. As early as 1996, it was
legislated that non-working quarries should be fenced and maintained. And he has said
that it should only be a place where water accumulates. But inside it they are covered
with soil. That is, if a quarry is to be covered with mud and agriculture is to be done on
top of it, it must be changed after obtaining the permission of the Chief Secretary. But
from all the quarries here they have poured M-Sand waste and covered the pit. We
called the Tasildar and the DD Mines and told them. They did not pick up the phone, we
have sent information through WhatsApp. Similarly, around 7-8 quarries are operating

without permission in this area. As far as | know, they have put 1000 loads of earth in



that Natrayan quarry and covered it. Please go and have a look. This is illegal and you
should take action against them. This quarry runs without any hiccups.

So, it should not be allowed. Similarly, the road is located on the western side of
the quarry. This is shown in village map and field map. It is stated in the mining plan that
a gap of 50 meters should be left for this. But there is not even a 5-meter gap. This is
the real truth. Therefore, permission cannot be given under the Minor Rule. If you have
gone there and examined it, you will know that a yellow stone has been planted there
and a big tar road is running 5 meters next to that stone. If you look at the top of Tar
Road, a hole has been cut to a depth of almost 200 meters at a distance of 5 meters. If
you see, you will faint and fall down. Even if some big vehicles stumble a little, the
vehicles will break and fall down. There is construction work on that river but they are
not paying attention to it. Arunachala Quarry has closed it based on our continuous
complaint. Devaraj Quarry and another quarry have closed down. Natrayan Quarry is in
operation. All these are beyond the categories. Similar to this, violations of rules are
rampant in all the quarries across Tamil Nadu. Similarly, the Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral
Act 1950 states that low voltage electricity should be kept at a distance of 50 meters.
But in field no.1287/1 where quarry is located, a low voltage power line is running at a
distance of 50 meters to the north-west.

It is stated in the mining plan that a gap of 50 meters should be left. But the
reality is that there is not even a 15-meter gap between the quarry and the LT power
line. Therefore, on this basis, permissibn should not be given to this quarry. Likewise, a
high-power tower should not go near the quarry. Section 83/2 of the Indian Electricity
Act, 1959 clearly states that there should be a 1000 feet gap at 300 meters from the
outer edge of the quarry area. But in Sathya quarry, the high-power tower goes within a
radius of 300 m at the outer edge of the quarry on the eastern side. Therefore,
permission for this quarry should not be given under Section 83 of thé Indian Electricity
Act, 1956. Also, there should 300m distance from the approved houses, plots and
permanent constructions as per Section 36 of Minority Concessions Act 1959. There are
houses in 220 meters. Also, the officials are concealing the fact that no one is living in
the house, the house has collapsed and the house has been damaged.

But according to the Minor Mineral Concession Rules, 1959 Act, UDR Revenue
Department documents state that even if the house is damaged, it is still a house and a
house plot. We have acquired this historic fact in the Right to Information Act. Based on

that, there are houses in various places around this quarry. There are more than 10
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houses in the radius of 100 meters, 220 meters, 130 meters, 196 meters. No permission
can be given for this quarry due to the presence of houses. Not only that, there are
permanent and temporary houses within a radius of 300 meters around the quarry field.
Various government regulations state that temporary housing should not be located
around the blast site. If such permission is given illegally, the government has laid down
that if there is an explosion incident like Athiyur village on May 1, there will be loss of life
and everything will be affected. So, permission should not be given to the quarry.
Yesterday, the husband and wife both died after the quarry, which had been operating
without permission for almost 9 years, was blasted and detonated. They took the body
of one easily and took the body of another with great difficulty. If you have seen in Karur
district, we have given you list of more than 70 quarries.

All quarries are operating continuously in this area. 7, 8 quarries on this side are
still in operation. Take legal action. It is said that human beings are born only once and
die only once and also 2-3 days ago a cart fell in a quarry and a person lost his life.
Similarly social activist Thiru.Jaganathan was killed 2 years ago to close a quarry.
Various types of quarries are operating illegally. It is said that 56, 60 quarries are
functioning in Karur District. We have been giving all kinds of complaints in Karur District
in all farmers meeting. Which quarry is closed. But it is running in Karur District. We
have continued to complain about this. We are threatened. Will the government
authorities close these quarries? We are expecting that. According to the tragic incident
in Wayanad, man can live ohly if nature coexists. 1200 houses are buried and more
than 600 people are dead because of what happens if we destroy nature. Considering
all that, the quarry is operating according to its rules. If you look at the map, it is shown
that there are houses near this quarry. A house at 202 meters on the north-west side, a
house at 162 meters on the north side, houses at 209 meters and houses at 226 meters
are shown. 228 meters on the northern side and 136 meters around the quarry 6
houses are shown in the Village map. Judging from the map of Google, this Sathya
quarry cannot be given permission as per Tamil Nadu Minor Mineral Concession Rules.
If you look at the ToR issued by the SEIAA, they say that a hearing should be conducted
with 45 types of documents.

Various documents were not attached, no map of the village was kept, we went
to the village administration officer and took photographs. Tamil Nadu Minor Minerals
Rules says that the flow is shown, in which the flow is not shown, only those 45 types of

documents should be used for the hearing. Various documents are not attached.

Therefore, we make our humble request that in the future, the SEIAA should hold a
public hearing by attaching all the documents. The village map showing the quarry field
is not attached. They have not placed the village map where the houses and streams
have been taken so how can we express our opinion.

We are not able to give any opinion by looking at any statistics and we know the
details only after visiting in person. Sathya quarry, State Environmental Impact
Assessment Authority, Quarry Letter dated 06.11.2023. They say that 01.10.2023 to
31.12.2023 was inspected before giving the letter. They say that théy have done
preliminary research. There are various kinds of violations. The existing quarries and
neighbouring quarries are saying that all the operating quarries should set up a green
belt. At which place they have built a green belt. See if any active quarries and closed
quarries have green belt. Tamil Nadu Government spends our tax money to plant 7
crore saplings due to climate change due to high sun and less rain, stone quarry owners
spend 1 lakh, 2 lakh each.

They say that they are planting 500 ‘saplings, 600 saplings, | know there are 50,
60 quarries running in this Kuppam village, do any of the quarries have green belts as
they said? See if they have trees. Not a single place has green belts. Check if this
quarry is an existing quarry with green belts. Natrayan Quarry, Devaraj Quarry and KSR
Quarry on that side green belt have not been placed. They‘ say that they are putting
green belts in the name but they are not. If you say it is honey, it will not be sweet, sir, if
you write it down on paper, it will not be practical. Today nature is giving us huge
destruction and they say that if we look at it in 10 years there will be destruction. They
said that Paramathi region is one of the six largest in Paramathi regions in Tamil Nadu.
Karur district has had more than 10 quarries in one year alone. They don't know what
kind of leisure they are given for all this and they are not given any kind of equipment.
Their livelihood is affected. They come here from out of town to work. Everyone knows
how much harm it is if we think of life as our own when we die. Therefore, there are
various restrictions on this quarry in any way, ie Tamil Nadu exemption concession.
There are schools in the area. There are water bodies. Tower lines are located within
300 meters radius along the road. Therefore, permission should not be given to this
quarry under any circumstances. If you will give permission, we will do the work
according to the law and seek the court. This quarry should not be located in that area.
If possible, 5, 6 quarries are already operating in that area. If you look at the map of the

area, the circumference of the area is 500 meters. If there is an impact, the place itself
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can turn into a desert. So he concluded his speech by saying that permission should not
be given to Sathya quarry under any circumstances.

2. Mr. Raghuman, Karur:

I would like to express my salutations to the Karur District Administration, the
Karur Pollution Control Board officers, the general public, the media and all those who
have visited here. This Sathya quarry, like | said earlier, has all houses and streams
nearby. There is an electric tower, in the north west. 1951, section 36/1 of the report is
given under this scheme. Documents are also hidden in it. Some authorities to hide the
documents, instead of working for 60 years, if you go to the quarries to prepare these
documents and work, you can get this money in 5 years without working for 60 years. If
so, why are you doing this work, and why are these officials supporting by hiding the
documents. If they resign from their jobs and work for 5 quarries, they can earn more.
Therefore, we hereby inform that these quarries are operating without many documents,
so permission should be denied. He ended his speech by saying thank you.

3. Mr. S. Vijayan, Karur :

| salute the Pollution Control Board, the Assistant Executive Engineer, the
general public, the media friends, the intelligence department, the police department
and all the quarry owners who have organized this meeting. | am just stating a few
rules. Violations are high in several quarries operating in Karur District. For example,
they say it runs from 7 am to 5 pm. But it is still running at night. Put a restraining order
on it first. If you look at the next step, the blasting time is only from 9 o'clock to 3 o'clock.
But, if you look here, it is not known at what time the rod is placed. They don't know
either. The general public does not know. If you see the sound of explosion, it has the
sound of the earth splitting. Houses are falling apart. But it should be detonated with
explosives like reed explosions. But it is not followed. If you look further, they should put
up an advertisement banner with full details about the quarry. Not keeping them. Keep
them completely.

If you look at the same, they dig holes up to 200 feet to 300 feet. It is illegal.
There is a rule that water should not be drawn from wells. But 2 days ago, he was hit by
a lorry while drawing water from the Paramathi well in Thalaiuthu Patti and died there. It
is illegal. This kind of thing happens a lot. Now if you look from outside, they are taking
water from rivers and ponds and using it. We have given information ma>ny times.
Appropriate action should be taken against them. Next, there is a rule that a 16-wheeler

truck must carry only 46 tonnes on the national highway. But, 70 to 80 tons they are
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carrying. That too should be banned. Next, there is natural regulation. Tower line
nearby. Even the water has been affected when permission is given on the way to the
tower line. As such, there is famous Balamalai temple nearby the quarry. There are Joint
Water Schemes. All this will be affected. So, he concluded his speech by saying that
permission should not be given to this quarry.

4. Mr. B. Mohanraj, Karur :

My name is B. Mohanraj, Kuppam village. This quarry has been operating for 15

years. They say that this quarry is being operated illegally. However, it has been
" operating for the past 15 years within the rules. He concluded his speech by saying that
he had no objection to being allowed to return to the quarry.
5. Mr. P. Gunasekaran, Vellalapatti:

On behalf of the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, the quarry proposed to be set

Up in 1287, Plot No. 1/3, Punnam Village, Pugalur Taluk, Karur District is taking place.
The district revenue officer who can preside over this consultation meeting, the district
environment officer who is conducting this meeting, the farmers and environmentalists
who have participated in this consultation meeting, my friends, my first salutations to all
of you. At this time, | am obliged to pay my respects to Pallipalayam Jegananan, an
anti-quarry fighter who was killed illegally by mineral robbers on September 10, 2022.
Regarding this quarry field no.1287 area, 1,3 the friend who spoke before me said that
this quarry has been functioning continuously for the last 15 years. Permission for this
quarry has already been granted and the lease period of several years has expired. But
one news he agreed with was that he had told the fact that the quarry had been
operating continuously for 15 years even after the expiry of the permit period. Thanks to
Mohanraj. This alone is enough. All the quarries operating in the area are still operating
after the expiry date. Most of the quarries are operated illegally and are exposed only
after several accidents. Last 2 years ago in April 2022, a lorry fell in NTC quarry and the
driver was burnt to ashes and the lorry was crushed and picked up after two days. Our
district administration, fire department and police all fought for two days to recover his
charred body. The day before yesterday in the same area, Selva Vinayaka Blue Metal, a
tanker lorry which illegally stole water from quarry fell from a height of 100 feet and its
driver died. The truck was crushed like a pancake. This is happening month by month in
our area. A similar thing happened last month and the month before that. How many
human lives have been lost due to accidentg caused by illegal operation of these

quarries.
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Every month we keep looking at the newspapers. Now, as our friend said, the in
Gopichettypalayam is registered as crime number 250 in Bungalowputhur police station
15, 20 days in advance. Two innocent lives were lost after the quarry was denied
permission on the grounds that it was operating illegally and again in the dead of night.
Police have arrested 3 people. Innocent people are being killed in quarries all over Tamil
Nadu. He pointed out what the rules are as far as this quarry is concerned. Near this
quarry there is a place where two villages meet. Kuppam village on the upper side and
Punnamchatram village on the lower side Two quarries have already expired on this
upper side. Apart from that, Devaraj quarry and Sakthivel quarry have asked for
permission, there has been a round of consultation and many environmentalists like us
have protested, so even today they are not giving permission to those two quarries. Two
quarries have already expired. All these four quarries are still being treated as illegal
mining and theft. 1.28.0 ha permission has been sought for this quarry in Punnam
village. It has already been operating illegally for 15 years. A ToR has been prepared for
this quarry.

This project report is a report which has hidden many basic facts and it has been
prepared with many fraudulent information. Many facts are hidden in it. To be specific,
156 meters to the east of this quarry is a HT power tower line owned by Crick
Corporation of India. Panchayat road is located just 5 meters from the upper part of this
quarry which separates Kuppam village and Punnam village. Not only that, the low-
voltage power supply goes through. There is a house at 13 meters to the North-East
near the possible site of this quarry. Similarly at 226 meters there is a house at 192
meters in the north field. There is a gap at 209m and 220m. Also, there are some
houses in North West. All this can be seen and proved in the study, so we are giving this
information only by measuring it. The report obscures the location of these houses.
Similarly, in the village map, the area in which the field is already drainable is shown
dotted in the village map. But they have hidden that information too. Not only that, the
village map is not included in the project report. Because it is not included because it
will be known. It has a flow. It is because of these reasons that there is a channel of the
stream that Devaraj Quarry and Sakthivel Quarry have already been refused permission
even after the consultation meeting was held. On the 51st page of the project report,
Admitted Statement, who has prepared the project report, has talked about the ground
water level situation in a table. According to the table, the standard water level is 69

meters. They have said that there is 69 meters of underground water from the top of the
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ground to the bottom of the ground. Then the ground water is very low. Likewise, acidity
and alkalinity are much higher than average. The statistics show that the acidity and
alkalinity of the water below 69 meters are several times higher than the average level.
Because of this, the farmers who can raise livestock in this area can rely on rain water
and underground water for their livelihood.

Can draw water from wells, maintain and protect livestock, can farm. It rarely
rains. The area's ecological groundwater source and livelihood of farmers have already
been destroyed. In this environment, if this new quarry is allowed, there is a possibility
that the existing ecosystem will be destroyed little by Tittle. Therefore, Tamil Nadu
Pollution Control Board and SEIAA should not give permission for this quarrying. The
district revenue department and the mineral resources department should take action
for the illegal operation of this quarry and conduct a digital survey for the illegally
operated and stolen minerals in quarry and collect the corresponding fine. The Tamil
Nadu Minor Mineral Concession Act provides for 15 times higher fines on those who
extract minerals without permission. He ended his speech by asking for 15 times the
fine for illegally mined minerals in Sathya Quarry and not to allow this quarry. |

There
are 4 inactive quarries around this quarry. Because being local | know it well. Guys are
registering wrong plates from outside. So | say thank you for the opportunity and
permission can be given to this quarry.

~quarries are operated by machines and are mined in unlimited quantities. It is said that

small quarry can be given as per Minor Mineral Rules. According to the law, the
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permission should be given according to what is in the mineral law. If they violate the
norms because it is a small quarry, we cannot give permission. So small quarry, big
quarry small thief, big thief is not the rule here, what the law says, what the minor
mineral rule says is important here. Many people have commented before me. It comes
to know what the rule is. It appears to us that this quarry has been operating in violation
of these regulations. He said that it is my humbie opinion that permission should not be
given as they are now asking for new permission as there are violations of these
regulations. Thank you

far as he says, there is no violation of government rules or mineral rules, there is no
violation of law. So, | humbly request the government to give permission subject to the
Guidelines.
