He also said that comments related to the project, suggestions, doubts,
explanations, and the response of the industry representatives in this regard will
be recorded through videography and will be sent to the State Environmental
Impact Assessment Commission alohg with the action notes of the meeting,

Revenue Divisional Officer Dindigul

The Revenue Divisional Officer started the public consultation. He also asked the
public to clarify the doubts and explanations related to the project by asking the

representatives of the project to make an explanatory speech about the project.



) M/s. Shivam Mines Limestone Quarry project proponent gave a briefing

on the project and related environmental management plan.

Public Comments:-

1. Mr. Velmurugan — Sirukudi village

He Stated that they will not affected by implementing the Quarry.He
- also said that the Quarry will provide Job opportunities to the
unemployed, so he requested everyone to support the functioning of
this Quarry.
2. Mr. M. Rajendran — Thethampatti Village
He said that Quarrying has been taking place in this Thethambatti

village for more than 30 years. In such situation, their Panchayat gets
more income and through that income all the basic needs of the
common people in the Gram Panchayat have been met, more job
opportunities are available for those who can stay in the village, and

_ the farmers there use the water taken from the place where those mines

are dug for agriculture. They also provide water for big festivals and
provide facilities for cleaning the village. Therefore, the continuous
digging of these white stones will help the people and he requested that
the Quarry should be examined and continued.

3. Mr.C.Andichami - Sirukudi village

Greeting everyone present, he said that he has already served as the
chairman of Sirukudi Village Panchayat Council and during his tenure
as chairman, he has done the necessary work for the panchayats from
the Mineral Fund, which gave people more benefits from this mineral
resource, and they will be benefited from this Quarry and hence the
Quarrying should be done here.

4, Mr. Mathivazhagan — Bannivan malai village

He stated that his village has no industries and this Quarry will be
helpful to the poor people and helps the farmers in the neighboring
villages during droughts. Everyone knows that helping the farmers

during the rainy season is a great gift and there is no harm to anyone



due to Quarrying of these limestones. He also requested to kindly grant
permission to run this limestone Quarry.

Mr. Sivasankaran — Sirukudi village

He stated that Shivam Mines Limestone Quarry has been functioning
here for many years and all the people here have benefited a lot and
since this Quarry has been suspended for about 4 to 5 years there has
been loss of revenue and no service to the public. He said that this
village got Rs 2.5 crore revenue and everyone should understand that
it is a boon in a small village and this Quarry should be restarted
without stopping.

Mr.Vellaichsamy — Thethambatti Village

He said that the water in this limestone Quarry is used more for our
agriculture and thus there is no shortage of water for the farmers, so
they have no objection in running this limestone Quarry.

Mr. Sivakumar — Thethambatti Village

He Mentioned that the village is going towards destruction due to the
operation of this limestone Quarry in Thethambatti, which is located in
Sirukudi area, all the natural resources here are being destroyed and
therefore the agriculture is affected more. It is causing more damage to
the water and the surrounding areas, and due to the grinding of lime in
the factory there, dust is deposited in all the houses in the village and
it spreads in the air that is inhaled by elders and children. He also said
that there are cracks around the village. Hence Quarry should not come
to their town, and if Quarry is implemented they will conduct protest

in the middle of the road and smash the car on the road.

Mr. Thangamanegan — Chinkampurpatti village

He said that he belongs to Kampur Panchayat, Meclur Taluk, Madurai
District. He expressed his greetings to all present at the Limestone
Quarry hearing. He mentioned that Quarry is going on all over Tamil
Nadu and this quarry has been going on in this small village area for at

least 30 years and the opinion of some people living in this town is
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that the income from this Quarry is very useful for their panchayat.
They also said that it is beneficial in the development of the panchayat
towards the next stage, but théy need to know how many rocks and
how many mountains have been blown up and destroyed in the last 30
years. For the last 30 years, the archeology department is using the fact
that the Tamil people lived many thousands of years ago.Not only the
archeology department but also many historical researchers have been
reséarching and publishing in press reports, people of Tamil Nadu have
been living by using water management and farming for several lakhs
of years, and they have been breaking the mountains there for 30 years
by Quarrying in this area. 2 years ago, the mining department of the
central government appointed a committee to carry out a digital survey
and conducted a survey in some specific areas, especially in the Salem
Namakkal area, and recorded a tax evasion of 60,000 crore rupees.
Honorable CM Mr.Stalin said that a digital survey should be conducted
to investigate tax evasion and abuse of power in this Quarry, but after
conducting the survey only in the specific Karur area, they published
an announcement in the newspaper that the lease contractors have
extracted additional Rs 300 crores.He said that after a few months, no
investigation was conducted and no action was taken against those who
played fraudulent based on the notification. And they are not against
the Quarry owners or their supporters, He said that his opinion is not
against the implementation of the Quarry , Since there are few job
opportunities in the rural areas, there is a need for Quarrying because
of the employment opportunities in this Quarrying, so they are not
stopping this Quarrying but it should be conducted according to the
law, He said that if this government uses the Quarry for the benefit of
life, there will be no opposition.Similarly, Arabia is considered to be the
leading country in the economy because of its conservation of mineral
resources and a part of the income available from mineral resources is
distributed to the people in that country. Every year in this Dindigul

district alone, the income from Sand Quarry, Lime



Quarry, Gravel Quarry will be thousands of crores.If the income was
divided among the local people, the people of the area would have
achieved a good development and would have become self-sufficient in
the economy. People should question about what they are doing with
the income from this.He said that it is the history that they built, and
in history there are only temples built by kings and there are no other
houses or palaces. In ancient times, a general rule was followed by the
public that except for temples énd palaces, everything else should be
built with mud only and stones should not be used. Thousands of civil
engineers arc created every year who look at existing buildings and
build houses, even those who are uneducated in antiquity and keep
trees.They said that they built a house with mud and lime, and it will
last for a thousand years, but a house built with stone, cement and
broken stone will last only for 40 years.But the rule that a person can
build as many houscs as he wants should be changed. They have to
reuse the stone and soil .He said that fresh stone soil should not be
used and no one follows this method. For setting up a Quarry some
rules have been reserved by the pollution control board or mineral
resource and there should be a reserve forest about 2 km from the
Quarry but now it is only up to 400 meters and the noise and dust from
this Quarry is affected for almost 2 or 3 km. Bees and beetles move from
one location to another. In ancient times, rocky and hilly areas were
grazing land, and the grazing land is greatly affected by these stone and
clay limestone quarries, once the sheep and cattle owners were
economically advanced, now they have abandoned the pastoral
economy and moved towards the Quarrying economy. He said that it is
equivalent to mining and thus the situation should not arise where the

earth becomes a desert.

Udayasuriyan (Government Transport Corporation Retired) Sirukudi

Village

He said that there is no harm due to the operation of limestone

Quarry, and due to the operation of this Quarry, the laborers get
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employment and get more income from it, and they should give

permission to operate this Quarry.

Selvaraj Sirukudi Village

In the name of People's Federation Against Mineral Plunder and
Natural Resource Conservation Movement, various efforts are being
made to protect the natural resources and to prevent the exploitation
of the mineral resources which are being destroyed in an unlimited
way and to create a lot of awareness among the public. It is not like it
was before, and just because it is green basalt does not mean that the
area is prosperous, there is so much dust and air pollution here, it is
doubtful how many times we have examined the health of the people,
but efforts are being made to set up a Quarry here, but how many
times has this Quarry affected the people around. It is said that the
damage has not been investigated, how big the disease is currently
spreading, this government has not conducted any study to see how
big the damage will be if the Quarry operates 24 hours a day. He said
that the roads are highly damaged and people's tax money will be

used to repair and this is a loss to the government. 10 years ago,

- researchers have given a report about the Wayanad disaster, but the

government did not pay attention to it, and in that report, this area is
the most affected area. He said that the destruction of Wayanad was
caused by the construction of buildings in violation of the protection
of rock and natural resources, and if the same situation continues
here,. Sirukudi village will disappear like Athipatti village. Any society
that does not give importance to the circumstances will not develop,
and if we take Kerala, even if we run quarries, they mostly take away
rocks from stone quarries in our area, quarries can be run, but they
should be run only to the extent of meeting the needs of the people,
and it will become a part of providing for the needs of the entire
country and the world. Who will be responsible for the damage caused
in this area, is anyone following the Minor Minerals Act, 1959, 99% of

the people do not follow this rule, He questioned that why a
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consultation meeting should be held in Sirukudi that if 99 out of 100
people express their support, They said that permission can be given
knowing whether any harm is occurring and that there is a violation of

law in this area.

Dindigul District, Natham Taluk, Sirukudi Village, M/s.Shivam Mines
Survey no. 616/1B (P),1C,618/1(P) & 619 and Quarry for an area of
0.94.00 hectare (Approx.02.50 Acre) has violations and if there is
stream, drain and water body, 50 meters (175 feet) between outcrops.
According to the Minor Mineral Concession Rules Act 1959, a 32.2
meter (about 100 feet) wide stream flows from Field No: 616 in the
northern part of Field No: 619 where limestone Quarry is located. The
stream runs inside the Quarry field. Therefore, it cannot be allowed by
law, as per Section 36(1) of the Minor Mineral Concessions Act, 1959,
S50 meters (175 feet) should be exposed from the stream to the
limestone Quarry. But it is a violation of law to not show the presence
of a stream in the mining plan, and the stream passing through Field
No. 620 south of the Quarry field is 50 meters from Quarry field
616/1C, 619. There is no intervening space and clearly defined as
"Assistant Commissioner (Land Administration) Chennai, Revenue
Department status order 26 section 15 regarding topographical track
and stream/postal track and stream even if it is on private leased
land, stream and track are the property of the State".It has been given
as a document in the Right to Information Act.So *even if the stream
is on private land it is legally government property*. As this
government has not legally allowed the stream in the outlying land, it
cannot legally give permission for the Quarry. Therefore, legal
permission cannot be given for this limestone Quarry. Not to be given,
there are many permanent/temporary houses within a radius of 300
meters around the Quarry ficld. Various government rules state that
unauthorized, permanent / temporary houses should not be located
within 300 meters radius of blast pits.In such a way, if permission is

given illegally, if something like the blast incident that took place in



Aviyur village of Virudhunagar district last May 1/2024, everything
including loss of life will be affected, so the government has made

such a regulation.Therefore, according to the law, permission cannot
be given for quarries, and many houses have been built in Google
images. Therefore this limestone Quarry cannot operate legally. Along
with the Environmental Impact Assessment Report, 45 types of
documents (ANNUXURE) notified by the State Environmental Impact
Assessment Authority (TOR) should be attached to the consultation
meeting.Only then can you know the authenticity of the documents
and speak at the hearing.In the last year 2021, 1300 pages of attached

Therefore, he requested not to give permission to this Quarry which
gives various wrong statistics and hides many things.We inform you
that permission should not be given to this Quarry as it is ih violation
of the Government Regulation (SITEING CRITIRIEA-Minor Mineral
Concession Rules, 1959, and if it is granted *it is an offense of fraud by

concealment of genuine documents*.
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He said that, Dindigul District, Natham Taluk, Sirukudi Village,
M/s.Shivam Mines, Survey no. 630/1A, 1B, 2,631/10 & 631/11 and
the Quarry for an area of 0.94.5 hectare (approx. 02.50 acres) contains
violations and approved houses, housing plots, permanent structures *
Under Section 36 of Minor Mineral Concession Rules 1959, approved
houses, It has been clearly mentioned that there are houses,
permanent constructions like temple, government compound houses,
green houses approved by Panchayat and DTCP, Quarry work should
be done only at a distance of 300 meters. There is 1 house at 145 m in
Plot No: 642 on South West side of Quarry field. Also, many officials are
wrohgly concealing the fact that no one is living in the house indicated
in the revenue department documents and the house is in damaged
condition. But, as per the Minor Mineral Concession Rules 1959, if the
*UDR is marked in the Revenue Department documents, it is clearly
stated that the house is the house and the house even if it is damaged
or damaged. We have also attached the RTI response document that
*brought this historic truth to light*. There are a number of approved
houses here, despite the fact that no houses can be built within 300
meters of the Quarry site. So this Quarry cannot operate legally. Apart
from this, there are many permanent/temporary houses within a radius
of 300 meters around the Quarry field. Various government rules state
that unauthorized, permanent /temporary houses should not be
located within 300 meters radius of blast pits. In such a way, if illegal
permission is given, then if something like the blast incident that
happened in Aviyur village of Virudhunagar district last May 1/2024,
might take place. Therefore, according to the law, permission cannot be
given to quarries, and many houses have been built in Google images.

45 types of documents (ANNUXURE) notified
by the State Environmental Impact Assessment Authority (TOR) should
be attached along with the environmental impact assessment report
and the consultation meeting should be conducted. Only then the
authenticity of the documents can be known and opinions can be
shared at the hearing. In the last year 2021, 1300 pages of attached
documents were given to Manikandan and Paramasivam quarries in
Coimbatore  district, Sulur district, Arashampalayam and
Pachampalayam areas and a consultation meeting was held. These
attachments have been uploaded on the Tamilnadu Pollution Control
Board's website, and out of 45 types of documents required to be
included in the Environmental Impact Assessment Report, only 10
types of documents have been attached to this Quarry. Especially since
the village map (VILLAGE MAP) showing the Quarry field is not

attached, it is not possible to know any complete details. Therefore, this

Dindigul District, Nattam Taluk, Sirukudi Village, M/SShivam Mines,
Survey no.693/1,2,3,4 &7 and that there are violations in the Quarry

for an area of 1.70.0 hectare (approx. 04.00 acres), approved houses,



housing plots, permanent structures * Under Section 36 (1) of Minor
Mineral Concession Rules 1959, approval. It has been clearly
mentioned that if there are houses, panchayat and DTCP approved
houses, village houses, permanent constructions like temple,
government compound houses, green houses, only 300 meters distance
should be used for Quarrying. There is 1 house in 215 meters. It has
been shown in the computer field and many officials have not showed
this detail and wrongly -stating that no one is living in the house
indicated in the revenue documents / the house is now demolished /
the house is damaged. But, as per the Minor Mineral Concession Rules
1959, it is clearly stated that if the house is marked in the UDR
Revenue Department documents, it is a house and a house even if it is
damaged or not damaged. He said that they have also attached *this
historic, truth-revealing* in RTI response. There are a number of
approved houses here, despite the fact that no houses can be built
within 300 meters of the Quarry site. So this Quarry cannot operate
legally. Apart from this, there are many permanenM/stemporary
houses within a radius of 300 meters around the Quarry field. Various
government rules state that unauthorized, permanenM/stemporary
houses should not be located within 300 meters radius of blasted
quarries.If permission is given illegally, the government has made such
a regulation because if something like the blast incident that happened
in Aviyur village of Virudhunagar district last May 1/2024, everything
including loss of life will be affected.Therefore, legally, permission
cannot be given for cremation.Also, many houses are built on Google
Images. Therefore, this limestone Quarry cannot be operated according
to law, *Minor Mineral Concession Rules 1959 Act says that if there is
a stream, drain and water body, it should be exposed between 50
meters (175 feet)* Limestone Quarry field number: 693/1, 693/2,
693/3 The stream from field number 694, 643 in the northern part of
the field passes.Ye stream runs inside Quarry field. Therefore, it cannot

be permitted by law, as per Section 36(1) of the Minor Mineral



Concessions Act, 1959, 50 meters (175 feet) should be exposed from
the stream to the limestone Quarry. But it is illegal to prepare without
showing the preéence of stream in the mining plan and there is no 50
meters distance between Quarry Field 693/3 and the stream passing
through Field No. 699/3 & 699/4 south of the Quarry field. There is no
space of 50 meters between the Lame Pond in Field No: 694 to the west
of the field, Quarry field 693/7,1,2,3,4 and Alagiri Enthal in Field No:
692 to the south of the Quarry field. Quarry Field 693 does not have a
50 meter gap.The well is located in Field No: 693/1 within the Quarry
formation field .It is illegal as the Quarrying violates the no-Quarrying
permit where there is a well.Further, the information stated that "The
Assistant Commissioner (Land Administration) Chennai has clearly
defined that the stream and the track are the property of xthe State, even
though they are on private leased land and the revenue department's
position order 26 section 15 regarding the topological track and stream
track and stream. They have given it as a document in the Right to
- Know Act.So *even if the stream is on private land it is legally
" government property*.This government canhbt give legal permission for
the limestone Quarrying because the stream in the outlying land is not
legally allowed.*Minor Mineral Concession Rules 1959 Act states that if
there is a carriageway, and a footpath, a distance of 10 meters (35 feet)
should be provided*.Limestone Quarry Field No: 693/ 4 In the northern
part of the field,Field No: 643 A carriageway leads to the field.It has a
gap of 10 meters and 35 feet.A clearance of 10 meters (35 feet) is
reqﬁired from the carriageway to the Quarry field as per Section 36(1)
of the Minor Mineral Concession Rules Act 1959.But preparation
without showing carriageway in the mining project is a violation of the
Act and the Revenue Department Order 26 Section 15 of the Assistant
Commissioner (Land Administration) regarding geological track and
stream /boost track and stream even in private leased land., the stream
and the path are clearly defined as "property of the State" as
documented in the Right to Information Act.So even if the carriageway

is on private land, it is
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legally government property.This government cannot give permission
to Quarry as per the law of the carriageway in the extraterrestrial land
and the 45 types of documents (ANNUXURE) stated by the State
Environmental Impact Assessment Authority (TOR) should be attached
to the environmental impact assessment report.Only then can you
know the authenticity of the documents and speak at the hearing.In the
last year 2021, 1300 pages of attached documents were given to
Manikandan and Paramasivam.quarries in Coimbatore district, Sulur
district, Arashampalayam and Pachampalayam areas and a
consultation meeting was held.These links are uploaded on the
Pollution Control Board website. But for this Quarry, out of 45 types of
documents required to be included in the Environmental Impact

We have also
attached this historical RTI response document which brought out the
truth, and there are many approved houses here where there is no
house within 300 meters of the Quarry site. So this Quarry cannot
operate legally. Apart from this, there are many permanent/temporary
houses within a radius of 300 meters around the Quarry field. Various
. government rules state that unauthorized, permanent / temporary
houses should not be located within 300 meters radius of blasted
quarries. In such a way, if permission is given illegally, if something like
the blast incident that happened in Aviyur village of Virudhunagar
district last May 1/2024, then everything including loss of life will be
affected, so the government has made such regulations. Therefore,
according to the law, permission cannot be given for quarriés, and also,
many houses have been built in Google images.

36(1) of the Minor Mineral Concessions Act, 1959, 50 meters (175 feet)
should be exposed from the stream to the limestone Quarry. But

making a



mining plan without showing the presence of a stream is a violation of
the law. Field No: 698/1,4A,2,3 where Limestone Quarry is located is
the stream from Field No: 694 on the northern‘side. The stream runs
inside the Quarryfield. Therefore it cannot be allowed in law and
Ramacon in Field No: 697 south of the field where Quarry is situated.50
meters away from the pond, Quarry field 696 /3. The Lame Pool at field
number 694, north of the field where the Quarryis situated, is not 50
meters apart from the Quarry fields 696/2, 698/1,4A,4B, 4C,5 and
693/2,7,1. A well is located in Field No: 698/1 within the Constituent
Field. As the Quarrying is illegal as it violates the provision of no
permission for Quarrying where there is a well, it is illegal and further,
"Assistant Commissioner (Land Administration) Chennai, Section 26 of
the Revenue Department's status order regarding geological track and
stream track and stream even if it is on private leased land. 15 of the
Ordinance, the stream and the path are clearly defined as "property of
the State” as documented in the Right to Information Act. So *even if
the stream is on private land it is legally government property*. This
government cannot give legal permission for the Quarrying as the
stream in the outlying land is not legally allowed, so this limestone
Quarrying cannot be given legal permission. It should not be given, and
along with the environmental impact assessment report, the 45 types
of documents (ANNUXURE) specified by the State Environmental
Impact Assessment Authority (TOR) should be attached and the
consultation meeting should be conducted. Only then can you know the
authenticity of the documents and speak at the hearing. In the last year
2021, 1300 pages of attached documents were given to Manikandan
and Paramasivam quarries in Coimbatore district, Sulur district,
Arashampalayam and Pachampalayam areas and a consultation
meeting was held. These links are uploaded on the Pollution Control
Board website itself. But for this Quarry, out of 45 types of documents
required to be included in the Environmental Impact Assessment
Report, only 10 types of documents are attached and given in the

annexures. Especially since
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even the VILLAGE MAP showing the Quarry field is not attached, it is
not possible to know any complete details. Therefore, this hearing itself
is invalid in law as no facts can be fully ascertained and the Minor
Mineral Concession Rules 1959 clearly state that no Quarry contractor
shall hold lease license for more than two quarries in the State (Tamil
Nadu) at the same time, but M/s.Shivam Mines Company, Today only,
4 locations are applying for Quarry Lease License and a hearing is being
held for it. This is legally incorrect. Minor Minerals Concession Rules
Act 1959 states that the norms have been violated and when granting
permission for Quarrying, the permission for Quarrying can be granted
only if it is adjacent to the adjacent field. But field number; The 698
field and the field number 693 field have a space. Field number 699 is
that intermediate field. Therefore, in a non-contiguous field, it is illegal
to issue a single permit for limestone Quarrying. A Topo Sketch
attached to the Environmental Impact Assessment Report is shown at

Annexure IV page 157A as proof of which Quarrying permit can be

" obtained separately. Thus there is a violation of the rules, it is illegal

- and hence permission cannot be given for this Quarry. Therefore, we

request that permission should not be given to this stone Quarry, which
has given various wrong statistics and is hiding many things. We inform
you that permission should not be given to this Quarry as it is in
violation of the Government Regulation (SITE CRITIRIEA) - Minor
Mineral Concession Rules, 1959, and if it is granted *it is an offense of

fraud by concealment of genuine documents*.Send feedback

Mr. Dinesh Kumar — Sirukudi village

Many petitions have been made to the District collector, Assistant
Director-Minerals, Village Administrative Officer that this small village
area is very hillly and its Kurinji land, there are many hills here, and
apart from this Quarry many quarries are already operating in this area
and especially the Bhutharangam Quarry is causing a lot of damage.

He said only the friends of the Quarry owner



have been brought to this consultation meeting, none of the people from
1 km away from the Quarry site have come here, all this has been pre-
arranged, and the former and present president of the panchayat is
here, the government has provided sufficient funds to our panchayat
We have been given and more than 5 crore funds have come and there
are more than 6500 voters here and we have already received more than
4 crores through the mineral resources department and many projects
have been completed so we don't want to bring a new Quarry and the
funds from that. He asked to save the nature, and earlier in 2011
against this mine, a case was filed ﬁnder section 8 because the people
of the village stopped the mines together. And questioned permission
will be given to the mines that have paid the fine, what will be done if
permission is given to such Quarry, who has committed various illegal
violations in the documents before the consultation meeting, and how
the farmers here will use the water from these mines for agriculture,
and in this Natham area there were ponds and small ponds, but now
they have becn destroyed . Apart from this all the applications given in
support of this Quarry were given by the friends of the mine owner and
the prominent people of the village. More people have protested and
signed and similarly 70 people in Pudupatti village and 70 to 80 people
in Sirukudi village have submitted the applications signed against the
Quarry to the authorities. Quarry owners went to Thathampatti village
this morning and forced the people that they have already built a temple
in this village and have done various welfare programs. On 15.08.2024
in the village council meeting held in 2024, it was decided that no new
quarries should be started for Sirukudi village and no renewal should
be done for the existing quarries, they have enough funds for their area,
everyone is well educated and earns well. He said that there is funding
from the central state government and that underground mineral is
available at 200 to 250 feet in their area, but it is not true that it is
available at 600 feet, so there is no need for any new Quarry in our

Sirukudi area.



! 12. Mr. Jeeva — Kevampatti Village

They are working continuously in many context-dependent
ﬁainly agriculture and biodiversity systems, and they want to talk
about some laws because of the continuous work, and in general, the
natural resources of Article (6) of the Constitution of India should be
protected, but the constitutional law that needs to be protected has put
a ban on it. That is, according to the Minor Minerals Act 1959/36(1),
minerals can be taken in any quantity, especially some people said that
there should not be a house at 100m level and a pond at 300m level,
and if it depends on the mountains, there will be water catchment éreas
such as streams, rivers and ponds, but here Saying no is silly, cover-
up, and SEIAA should not give opportunity to loot this resource by
making false statements, documents should be attached 45 in total.
But they have to be examined whether they have been connected, there
will be four quarries, a separate hearing should be held for the four
quarries, you will examine one Quarry and copy paste it to the

remaining 3 quarries, and the FMB (Field Map) here will not be correct.
A notice was posted regarding the meeting to express their opinions.
According to Grama Sabha Resolution Panchayat Raj Act 1994, in case
a company is affected by a mineral problem in a village or panchayat,
license of the company should be given at a distance of at least 10 km.
Vallalar said that section 151(1) of the law must be repealed and should
be treated according to the law and permission should not be granted
for Quarrying after listening to the people's demand. Vallalar said that
this earth is not for humans and it is for all living beings. We know that
there are nearly 60 lakh living things in this earth. and most of the
living organism lives in the soil, mountain and rock, but only human
beings are considered as living beings. Because of destroying nature
climate change is taking place. It was said that many people are dying
today due to the heat wéves, without realizing all this, and people will
live as corpses, and even food will not be available. That mountains

should not be destroyed, plants around the Quarry will not be



pollinated, and questioned how bees and beetles will live, bees account
for 85 percent of the forest's food supply, and they should be protected,
there are more gray deer in the Eastern Ghats, and generally there is a
biodiversity environment if deer lives in that place. Deer doesn't live
there, so soon the biodiversity will be destroyed, even in the developed
superpower America, they banned rice a few days ago, so it is important
how we protect the food for the posterity, man thinks that he will win
over nature, but nature wins was an example of Wayanad incident.
According to the study conducted by the government, a total of 188
districts in India will be affected, especially Dindigul district, and
_today's engineers do not use recycling methods in construction, and in

those days, houses were built using only mud, and no living creature

lives by destroying the nature.

13) Mr. Prabhakaran - Namtamizhar Party — Eastern District Secretary

He said that he belongs to Natham areca and that there are already
three quarries in the town panchayat and it is not known what kind of
development this government will do for this village with the lime
quarries that are going to be built, and what development we have
achieved with the funds received from this Quarry, and the government
has been depleting the nature for 20 consecutive years. He questioned
whether the government is trying to tell these small-town people that
they should bring industrial development depending on land and
resources, and destroy the natural resources of the village and bring
development. He said that they are making a request to the government
and a resolution has been passed in the village council meeting held
last week, which means that there are 7-8 quarries in a row in the
north. And the government should not give this permission to this
Quarry and the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board should take this
into consideration. He said that Namtamizhar party will gather people
against the quarries in the future and hold a legal protest. About 21000

people have voted in this Natham area and



they believe that this goverrlr_n'e‘nt‘will prp\}ide_ a good action plén to
the people. ‘He‘ saiditha'tj they have provided enough ec’onorvnic'
resources and that the central state. igovernment‘ provides fﬁnds every
five years, and that they do not Went funds from M/s Shivam Mines,
and tha_t the people of the region should be given the opportunity to

educate their children and become good educators.

14. Aasi Ponnu - Sirukudi Village . b

He mentioned that Nature cannot be created. ‘Having destroyed
nature, he wanders in search of divine pleasure. He said he has lost
his physical strength. He said ‘that nature should be protected sin‘ce‘
all the natures in‘ God’s creations such as Mountains, Hills and water
are very precious and it should be preserved. Hence he requested that

the Quarry should not be implemented.

15. Mr. Kubendran - Panniyan Hill Village

He stated that Panniyan Hill has been quarried for the past 20
years.' There was no problem with this and no damage was caused.
For example, Although there is no smoke and pollution in the
f1reworks mdustry it has being functloned everywhere Slm1larly,
permission should be given to conduct this Quarry with the

cooperation of all.

16. Mr. Kannaivasundar - Madurai - Melur

He said that due to the destruction of the existing trees on the
earth, the earth has become a desert. He said that if this continues,
one day this earth will also go towards destruction. The most affected
area in the future is the Western Ghats. He asked to check whether
this Quarry has attracted any complaints. He informed that people
today are not in a situation of fighting for livelihood. He therefore
requested that the government should conduct a thorough study

before givirlg permission for the Quarry.



17. Deepa Amankar — Sirukudi village

He presented his views with many examples. For example, an
accident occurs while traveling on a bus. So he asked can the buses
be stopped from running. So the Quarry can be allowed to operate
which can be useful to more people. Therefore, he said that the.
government should examine the documents and give permission to

run this Quarry in accordance with the government rules.

Finally, The Revenue Divisional Officer stated that they would
take the views and opinions of the public to the authorities and
address the grievances. He then ended the speech by thanking

everyone who had come to the public hearing.
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
