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The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Coimbatore South has welcomed the District Revenué Officer
Coimbatore, and all general public who are attending the public hearing for the
Proposed Rough Stone And Gravel Quarry covering the Extent Of 1.20.0 Ha for
Thiru.S.N.Sivasamy Rough Stone And Gravel Quarry,
S.F.NO.247/1,2A,2B1&2B2, Sangarayapuram Village, Kinathukadavu Taluk,
Coimbatore District and covering the Extent of 2005 Ha for
Thiru.S.P.Ramalingam Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry S.F.NOS:99/A1A(P),

A2F & A2G(P), Muthur Village, Kinathukadavu Taluk, Coimbatore District.

It is required to obtain Environmental Clearance (EC) mandatorily from
the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change (MoEF &CC),
Government of India as per EIA Notification, 2006. for certain projects
including quarry activity after conducting Public Hearing. The public hearing
minutes shall be submitted to State Environmental Impact Assessment Authority
(SEIAA). He added that the press release informing the conducting of Public

Hearing was published in "Dinathanthi” and "The New Indian Express"”

dated 29.06.2024 and also pointed out the EJA report and Executive
summary are made available for public reference at selected Government
Office’s and informed that the project cor_lsulta'nt on behalf of project
proponent would make a presentation on the proposed project, after which

the Public can express their views.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control
Board, Coimbatore South also stated that the views and suggestions of the
public .about Quarry and reply by the project consultant will be recorded
through videography / Audio and the same will be submitted to tl;e State
Environment Impact Assessment Authority of Tamilnadu.
Also as per the guidelines stipulated in EIA Notification, 2006,
Thiru.8.N.Sivasamy Rough Stone and Gravel Quarry public hearing is being
“conducted. He further welcomed the Chairperson Special District Revenue Officer,
General public and representative of Agriculture Aassociation etc., and he also
informed that Thiru.M.Shaik Nawas would make a detailed presentation about the
proposed project, impact on pollution and the mitigation measures of the Quarry.
The District Revenue Officer, Coimbatore District, has started the Public
Hearing process and invited the project consultant to explain about their
proposed project through power point presentation and asked the public to
express their views. The main purpose of this meeting was to. register the
public views related to Environment.
The Project Consultant has explained various features of the project through
powerpoint presentation. Thereafter, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil

Nadu Pollution Control Board, Coimbatore South has invited the public to

express their views and comments about the proposed Project. The views and



suggestions of the public's are detailed below:

Varadarajan, Kinathukadavu:

My name is Varadarajan. Belongs to 10 No Muthur. Our livelihood
depends on this quarry arrival. If this new quarry starts within expiry period of
old quarries, our livelihood and also stone breakers wellness will improve.

Hence | kindly request to consider the issue of license.

Harikumar:

My name is Hari Ramkumar. | am also living at No. 10 Muthur. As the old
quarries lincence time are going to be expired, we have to try jobs in new
quarries only. Nearly 150 people and their families depend on the quarries for
work. In future, the family will get prosperity if they working at different

quarries. Hence | request to grant license to this quarry.

Gopal:
My name is Gopal and | am from Shankarapuram. If this quarry is
permitted to operate the Panchayat Road and other works can be

implemented through income from this quarry. Permission may be granted.

Viswanathan:

Hello My name is Viswanathan, the license of stone quarries in
Kinathukkadavu area of Vadapudur are currently renewed. If the permission of
stone quarry industry is renewed quickly this will help to improve quarry
buisness. Government works are affected due to deficiency of raw material.

Therefore, | request you to give permission as soon as possible after the

completion of this consultétion meeting.

. Satish Kumar, Farmers Protection Association:

Hello, | am State Secretary of Tamil Nadu Farmers Protection
Association Legal Awareness Association. We do not complain or point out
about stone quarry that is operated in accordance with the law when seeks
permission. We are here to ensure the legal rule in the state wherever
violation of the law, wrong documents submission in violation of the rules, and
the government officials themselves submit wrong documents, we will point
out. The rule is that stone quarries should not be allowed if there are dwellings
within a radius of 300 meters. The Village Administrative Officer has provided
a fal§e report under the Act. Legal action should be taken against him. There
afe residences within a 300 meter radius and also natham is there. They have
been hidden. No stream should be wifhin 50 meters. It is 5 meters, 15
meters, according to the project éonsultant and as per the project report, the
Project Consultant furnished false report. The Project Consultant should talk to
“the quarry owners and make them understand the situation here. If quarrying
is carried within the area where stream is existing, they should explain about
problems in future. But they themselves change the rules like 5m, 15m and
50m. There should not be houses and residences within 300 meters radius.
Currently there is a house in the proposed quarry field and some houses are
existing around the field. But what they are saying is that if the lessors give no
objection certificate then there is no problem. But it is not so, in the law. There
is nothing like that.. This is not only a provision of the Tamil Nadu Minor
Mineral Concession Act but also as per the the Indian Minerals Act. After that

he mentioned about Madhav Kettle Committee in Wayanad DRO interferred
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and asked him to talk about this quarry only. More quarries are existing in one
place. There are already too many stone quarries are there. So there is no
need to permit stone quarries here. We are taking about stone as raw
material for production M-sand as an alternative to river sand. | am recording
my opinion that stones should not be taken like that. Also, they said to extract
stone from the deep area without using explosives. How it is possible. You
have seen the image of the quarry area. Where is the bench mark in this?
There is no bench. They cut without benching. Benching should be set up as
per rules. Bench should be broken as per the permissions. On the basis of
~ 5m height and 5m width, the stones should be cut as a bench. They did not
set up a bench anywhere. If a landslide occurs, the entire rock falls, then
workers  will die. Even if they are cut straight and vertical, they will die. If
mining is done with benches there will not be any accidents and it will be
safe for the quarry workers working there. Therefore, a bench as should be set
up in the quarry. It is an existing quarry. There is no green belt and fencing.
They said that Nonel is used and Mud pull method is practised. But the
question is who is using these methods here. Here soil stability under the
Coimbatore Plate — is important. If they detonate and cause a vibration in it,
according to the government report, there is a possibility of an earthquake of 3
richter across India. Also earthquake of 3 richter will felt in Coimbatore as well.
Already, there was an earthquake in 1920 that killed more than 10,000 people.
Based on that, there is no problem when using explosives in accordance with
the law. But they are carrying their operation, violating the terms of
permission. Also, they said that the duarry only provides raw materials to the
local people. How many houses are being built here. Agriculture is practiced

here. They give wrong information in the project report. They say agriculture is
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only 30%. All around there are agricultural farms. On what basis are they
giving information? They give information of air quality in 2022. What is the
current air quality and water quality? They are talking about the information of
2 years ago without telling the current situation. Regarding the stone quarries,
the information given by the government officials, be it VAO or revenue
inspector, is prepared in the office without visiting the field. DRO asked to
move to the next point. They are asking for permission above to ca}ry mining
upto 40m. Hence ground water level is upto 50 to 60 feet only. Agriculture is
done in the 2 feet and 3 feet from ground level. No open wells are at 40m.
Then how quarry is permitted to 40m depth. They seek the permiésion in low
lying areas also. The water travel towards the low lying area only. The well
an“d‘ agriculture are present in high level area only. If all the water travels to the
lower level, then how can agriculture be done? Agriculture cannot be carried

out.

Muthukumar:

My name is Muthukumar Singhiyampudur. Many people depend on
this for their livelihood. We are not responsible for reduction of ground water
level. Farmérs only using borewell about 1000 feet. We don't operate it at that
level. We are not responsible for reduction of the groundwater level but
farmers are responsible. If no borewell, the ground water will automatically
raise up. They have borewell upto 1000 feet to 1500 feet without proper

permission. Once the issues are sorted out the ground water will raise up.



ShivaPrakarasam:

My name is Sivaprakasam and | belong to Pottaiandipuram Village
Panchayat near Quarry. The problem of S.N.Sivasamy Quarry, is not related
to one village . No.10 Muthur on the Eastern side of the quarry,
Pottayandipuram on Northern side, Sankarayapuram viliages at south
direction have already been severely affected. Apart from that, Ramalingam
quarry located on northwest direction from the quarry was operated with many
irregularities. So many protests carried out. More than 50 news cIipbings are
published in the last one year. Pollution Control Board, District Colléctor and
everyone already known these issues. Therefore, the operation of the quarry
has been temporarily suspended otherwise this will severely affect them. If this
quarry is renewed people will be affected. Also, there is no 10m gap between
the tar road and quarry. This is the violation. Also, Sankarayapuram village is
situated within 300 meters from the south side of the quarry. Also, on the
eastern side one government (self help group) building also situated. At
present the building has been demolished. But there is evidence of records
regarding presence of that building situated in that place. Also, on behalf of
the people and farmers of this village, | strongly objected to the operation of

this quarry.

Mahendran:

My name is Mahendran. No. 10 Muthur, there is no water problem in
this quarry. There are wells at 30 feet from this quarry. Water is sprayed on
the road and thus maintaining road so motorists use roads without hindrance.

No problem.

R.K. Rathnaswamy Muthur:

My name is R.K.Rathnaswamy. No.10 Muthur, we have no problem
against this quarry. We have been doing this business traditionally. This brings
good income to our panchayat. They are doing good for the village. We are

not bothered by this. | welcome this.

Santhalingam:

My name is Santalingam. | live in 10 No Muthur village. We have no

objection to setting up this quarry. | welcome this.

Sivanantham:

My name is Shivanandam. | am farmer living in No. 10 Muthur. | am
also doing agriculture with 30-40 acres of land. No water problem arises.
Besides, there are no strangers here. Everybody knows. | am not a person
here to destroy agricullture. | am also a farmer. | don't know why they are
making so much problem. | do not know about their earlier stages/records. We
are currently running quarry by following rules as much as possible. In
general, there is opinion about quarry operators, that they are doing mistakes.
| don't know what it was in earlier days. We are young people doing business.
Let's do it properly with rules. In the beginning, they were a lot of problems for
the explosives. Now rit is done with many restrictions. | also have a crusher. It
employs nearly 50 local people and 100-200 people who are from other
villages. 200 people trust on this quarry and crusher. From now on, we will do
business according to the rules. We are creating jobs to people and employ

many more people. There is an unemployment. Even IT graduates are

jobless. 1000 to 2000 graduates came out from our region alone. Many people
get job opportunities directly or indirectly through these types of industries. |
declare that, we do business according to the rules and regulations. So, if you

give permission quickly it will help us all. Thank you.

Arunkumar:
Hello, my name is Arunkumar, No.10 Muthur, | am also a farmer from
nearby area. There is opposition for quarry. It is expected to get job

opportunities to quarry workers.

Prabhu Kumar:

My name is Prabhu Kumar, No.10 Muthur village. | am running a lorry
transport depending on this quarry business. It is welcome move. | have no

objection.

Sathish Kumar:

Hello, my name is Sathish kumar, No.10 muthur | have no objection to

this quarry. Our livelihood depends on this.

V. Gunasekaran:

Hello, my name is V.Gunasekaran, 10 Muthur village. We are carrying
both agriculture and quarrying.. We follow the rules and doing it without
disturbing anyone. We will assure to work without disturbing anyone. So |

request you to give permission for this quarry as soon as possible.

Murugesan:

My name is Murugesan, | am living in number 10 Muthur village. We .
are 200 people depend on this business. When DRO asked, he informed that

he is a worker in this quarry.

Anantha krishanan:

Hello My name is Ananda Krishnan and | am living in number 10
Muthur village.‘ There are 200 people living here, who rely on the quarry. A
load man driver, a stone breaker depends on this for their livelihood. Not only
us but also our family are relying on it. So, | expect this quarry will come up
early. When DRO asked about the work, he informed that he is engaged in

loading of material in quarry.

Vadivel:
| am living in number 10 Muthur village. | am quarry worker. we all rely

on this. Quarry must come up in this area.

Jagadish:

| am Jagadish. | am living in No.10 Muthur village. | have been doing
work in quarry. Around 500 families are dependent on this quarry. We can get
work only when the next permission comes. We don't know any other

business apart from this. Our livelihood depends on this.

Ramakrishnan:

Hello.My name is Ramakrishnan Pottaiyandipuram village. Earlier

speaker said that work was carried out in Sivasamy Quarry without a bench.

Bench breaking is applicable only from last five years and this licence has
been expired 4 years back. Now we completed 3 licence and now applied for
4th license. In this case, we running quarry it in accordance with all legal
provisions. The village is 350 meters away. Wrong information was told here.

Yogesh:

| Hello My name is yogesh. | live in Singaiyan Puthur. Everyone here is
enjoying the facilities provided by the quarries. But no one takes it seriously.
They says that there are 20-25 quarries here. It is good for the people if quarry
comes. No one understands it. The infrastructure is in good condition. People
get employment. So issue licence keeping the above, in mind to help

everyone.

Mathivanan:

My name is Mathivanan. | am from Singaiyan Pudhur area which is 1 km
from here. Many people get jobs here. With income of Rs.20,000/- per month.
IT profession also get only Rs.18000 to 20000 only. Skilled workers get a lot
of employment opportunities and hence their livelihood improves. Therefore by

considering this grant the license to the quarry as soon as possible.
Sakthivel:

My name is Sakthivel. | am living in No.10 Muthur village. | am doing

transport business with a truck. | request to grant the license immediately.

Gopal:

My name is Gopal. | am living in Singaiyan pudhur. | am a farmer and
have a own lorry. If you issue license to this stone quarry, my transport
business will improve. Drivers will also survive, construction work will be

continued, Labourer’s and other businesses will thrive. Thank you.

Murugan:

My name is Murugan. | am working in this quarry. Around 200 families are

surviving on this.

Kailash:

My name is Kailash, Sankarayapuram village. Here everyone said that
they follow the rules. Infrastructure is also good, But roads are maintained
badly, No one spray water on roads to control dust. If we asked about
violation, they asked us to approach Police station. Whom do we ask? We
have given many petitions to the District Collector. They have provided one
phone number. While calling nobody answer. Trucks are operated with 30 to
40 Tons instead of 10Tons.No authority answer our grievances. Everyone said
that they follow the rules. They have been quarring for 15 years but you
should inspect to know number of trees have be'e'n planted. There are already
many streams ih the area. They carry rain water and fill the open wells.
Farmers depend on that well. But in contorary all the rain water gets diverted
to the quarry. We get rain of 10mm instead of 100 mm. Hence | request to

consider the above before issue license.

Muthumanickam:

My name is Muthumanickam. | am a farmer, and | am most affected
person because my house is nearer to the road, the trucks are operated with
overload and let out lots of smokes.| have quarrelled in my house. Please
inspect roads. During the rain, the road becomes very bad, | was injured due
to truck accident last week. | have filed petition to Assistant Collector and
Police Department, and no one responded. Even today, dust is generated due
to operation of trucks. | can't stay at home. You come and inspect in person
and then issue the license. The farmers are most affected in the region. The
coconut tree has dried up. The borewell becomes dry. Tar roads have turned
into mud roads.. We couldn't live. Our children have been hospitalised for
suffocation due to heavy smoke. | also fell down from the truck and got injured
and was admitted to the hospital for 2 days. If we filed a petition to the police
department, they said that they will come. But they have not responded.

Farmers are the most affected. No inspection was carried out.

Velusamy:

The distance between this quarry and Sankarayapuram Adi Dravidian and
. colony is about 70 to 280 metre. Sankarayapuram is 3 km from here. We are
Adi Dravidian tribe. There are two government buses operating from our
village, by using this our children are going to School. At present the above
buses are not operated due to ppor road condition and hence our children
can't go to school. After the meeting, please inspect that road. DRO interfered
and asked the name of road, He replied that road is between
Sankarayapuram to Kinathukadavu. He also replied that road between

Sankarayapuram to Kinathukadavu is also bad. He also asked to operate

buses between Sankarayapuram to Kinathukadavu and Coimbatore railway

station. Even 108 ambulances does not come due condition of road.

Eswaran:

My name is Eswaran. | am farming near Pottaiyandipuram. The quarry

has already got license for nearly 40 acres in Muthur. If you provide licence

again, the village will be destroyed. If so many quarries are allowed in one
village, the borewell and wells dried up. In Western area of Kinathukadavu
Panchayat tar road become mud roads . No one follows rules. And we
couldn't ask for anything from quarry, since quarries are sub leased to
unknown people.ln Western part of Kinathukadavu more than 50% quarries
are sub leased. This mineral wealth does not meet the needs of Tamil Nadu. It
goes to Kerala and Karnataka. Price of rough stone are fixed orbitarily. There

is no stone to build a house in Muthur village or Sankarayapuram. We will go

" to Kerala, Andhra Pradesh or Karnataka, we could not buy it. No one followed

the rules. Who decided the depth of the quarry? Quarries are permitted to
operate upto 150 feet where the depth of well is about 40 feet. Hence we do
not carry agriculture we have to vacate the land. Due to our load roads
become bad. Agricu!ture is being done for decades but quarrying is carriéd out
for 7-10 years. People live on agficulfuré and not an quarry. Visit the village

and decide depth of quarry. Thank you.

Shivprakarasam:

My name is Shiva Prakasam. | am living No.10 Muthur village. | am a
farmer. | am also running a quarry. There is no harm from the quarry. | request

you to give permission for the quarry.

Mugilan:

My name is Mugilan and | am the Coordinator of Tamil Nadu
Environment Protection Movemeht. I have already worked for 1 year in the
Madurai district granite corruption investigation committee headed by then
District Collector Mr. SHAKAYAM, set up by the Madras High Court and the
Delhi Supreme Court regarding mineral resource exploitation. | am currently in
Karur. | welcome the the chairman of the public consultation meeting (District
Revenue Offiéer) and the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, and all the
departmental officials, Journalists, Social activities, farmers and quarry
owners. In the past there is no public consultation meetings. The National
Green Tribunal in 2018 advised that public hearing should be conducted even
for 1 acre if total quarry area within 500 metre radius exceeds 5 hectare (12.5
acre). Based on that this consultation meeting is being held because there are
various quarries located within 500 metre radius. Meeting is common to all. As
per the Minor Mineral Concession Rules (MIS), Geo Exploration and Mining
Solution has prepared the documents. Due to the operation of quarries, air
pollution, noise pollution, soil pollution, water pollution will inevitably occur and
the surrounding biodiversity will also be affected. As well as the socio-
economic paraméter and public life will be affected. They have furnished
report with nearly 700 pages that how the quarry of Sankarayapuram
Sivasamy and No.10 Muthur Ramalingam Kal quarry can be operated without
causing above damages after carrying study for 3 months. It is called
Environmental Impact Assessment Report. I'm here to talk about the relation
between field analysis and their 700-pages report, based on government law.

First the Sankarayapuram Sivasamy Quarry is located in the survey. Field No:
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247/1,2A,2B,B2. This is thé 4" term, they are asking for a license. The biggest
question is whether this quarry is existing/operated as per the legal provisions.
The quarry owner has submitted an affidavit to the State Environmental
Impact Assessment Committee stating that there are no houses within 300
meters of the proposed quarry site. That is like sworn oath filed in court. We
have examined the documents, whether land is available as per the
documents. Eastern side of land bearing survey number S.F.No.245. This is
the computer F M B, we downloaded the day before yesterday. This
S.F.No.245 has a home. We enquired whose house it was. It belongs to
Annammal's son Sundaramurthy as per nearby public. The presence of house
is also marked in Topo sketch (Page No.73A of report) and also in A-register
maivntained by Revenue Department. They have also marked the house in the
topd sketch. Survey number 245 has 1 well and 1 house in the name of
Annammal. As per the government's rule there should not be houses,
residential plots, and approved house within 300 meters distance, no
permission should be given to the quarry. But we have shown -government
docurﬁents that houses are located in Western field of the Sivasamy quarry.
So legally we cannot give permission for this quarry. A stream runs at 80
meters on the land located in Western direction as per revenue authority
records. The same was shown in page no 72A of report. As per FMB the
stream is shown running within the quarry field. Then no one has the right to
destroy the stream. As per revenue qrder 26(15), stream is Government
property, whether it runs through patta land or Government land. It is also
mentioned in Commissioner of Land Administration documents. We have got
this documents through RT!. Stream is located within this quarry. There is a

road located within the Quarry on the Northern part. The same is marked as
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cart track in revenue records. There should be 10m (35 feet) between Quarry
and the above path. But as per google map only 5 feet gap is left.

As per minor mineral Rules a distance of 50 meter should be left between
common (public) path and quarry. Public path is defined as track or frequently
used roads or tar road. 50 meters should be left as per above rules. But 1-5
meter has been left. Hence this quarry has no rights to operate. As per rules
there should not be any Government building within 500m radius. But there is
a self help group building located in S.F No.258 (Government poramboke
land). But it was already registered as approved house or house site in
revenue records. But due to some reasons building was demolished. As per
UDR records in District land survey department, whether the building is
demolished/damaged uninhabitated it should be classified as house only.
There may not be any houses as per our statement. But we get information
from the record submitted. Revenue authority is responsible for land use
classification. If agricultural land is changed as industrial land, it should not be
reconverted as agricultural land. Hence house site/house should not be
changed. Hence as per revenue records there is house. The distance
between the quarry, and village called Sankarayapuram in the south-west part
is about 410 meters. This is shown by project consuitant’s mining plan. Further
in the EIA report, there are many government buildings within 500 meters. In
particular, there is an overhead water tank. As per the Rule 36 of the Minor
Mineral Concession Rules there should be 500 meters distance between the
overhead Water storage tank or water works owned by Central
Government/State Government Departments (TamilNadu Government Water
and Drainage Board). Hence license should not be given. Apart from that,

there is a cemetery in survey number 3 on the western direction of this quarry.
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There are 3 private boreholes and government boreholes around the
cemetery which provide drinking water to the public. In that case no
permission for quarrying should be given since the quarry is within 500 meters
from that borehole. Not only that, as per the FMB, there is a footpath on this
eastern side at survey number 248 within a distance of 10 meters.
Government cannot give permission to this quarry since this quarry does not
have 10 m gap between foot path. Similarly, Plot No. 250 adjacent to the
southern part of this quarry is also government poramboke land where there is
a foot path. Hence permission cannot be given to Sivasamy quarry. Then
Government law séys that there should be a 10m gap between one quarry
and another. But in the eastern part of this Sivasamy Quarry, quarrying has
already been done in survey number 248 of government poramboke land.
There is no 10 m gap to the government land and quarry and same is seen in
godgle map and also in EIA report. So legal permission cannot and should not
be given to this Sivaswamy stone quarry. Apart from that the check dam is
300 m away on the‘w’est of the quarry. There is a house (owner Sivasamy) at
a distance of 247 m in Field Number 244. Construction of check dam is té
store water for farmers. Hence this quarry should not be opened legally. Most
importantly Chelladurai house is on South Western direction, one more house
is on Southern diréction at 122 m Similarly one house is located at 247 m and
1_89 m on Northern direction. A house is within 300 m, at Pottaiandipuram
village. These houses may be unapproved houses as per Project Consultant
statement. These are shown in Google map. There is no village available.
Hence Project Coﬁsultant should provide village map. | do not know whether
they are approved '|:10uses or not. As per law, there should not be any workers

quarters within 300 meters distance from quarry. But workers quarters is
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located at 80 m on the Western direction. These quarters may be affected
due to the explosion. Alfeady there is an accident in Aariyur village. 3 Km
area is affected. As per Minor Mineral Concession Rules no license should be
given to quarry is houses are located within 300 m distance. More than that
there should be gap of 7.5 m between agricultural field and quarry. But
agriculture is being carried out in S.F No.245 on Western direction. So license
should not be given, since the quarry does not satisfy siting criteria. SEIAA
may give license, then we report the same with District Collector.

In the three survey numbers (99/AIA, A1A(P), A2F & AZG) where
Ramalingam quarry is located at No.10 Muthur village there are many houses.
Public objected to Mr. Mugilan’s statements. DRO interfered and to ask Mr.
Mugilan to complete his statement quickly. He continued and stated that there
are houses in the quarry field. Project Consultant informed that the land
owners gave NOC. There is no provision in the law. Hence no license should

be given as per law.

More importantly field number: 215 of Sankarayapuram village is at 280
meters from quarry. But Project Consultant said is at 330 m from quarry. The
distance shall be measured from boundary of Sankarayapuram which is about
280 meters from quarry. People are living here. If quarrying is allowed then
those houses cannot exist. Permission is sought for quarrying by concealing
the existence of village. Similarly, there is a house at 200 meters located
away in S.F No.103 on the eastern side of the quarry. There are hany more
houses. Cart track is locted inside the quarry. A gap of 10 meters should be
left for it. Cart track was hidden in the map. Similarly, there is a (90 m ) stream

on the South-West. 50 m gap should be left between stream and quarry. In
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the report it was mentioned that a gap of 15 m was left between stream and
quarry. There is check dam, odai and 15 houses within 300 m. Overhead
water tank, and village natham also located. Two EB posts located without
gap of 50.m from quarry. Hence license should not be granted. The above
certificate was issued by V.A.O. We represent to Kangeyam Thasildhar
regarding false certificate by V.A.O on 15.07.2024. The Thasildhar cancelled
the license of quary. So | request all officials of Government Department
should measure distance from the outer edge (boundary) of the quarry. We
will represent about false certificate after issue of license to the quarry.
Another is that the Transport Commissioner in the order dated 26/07/2023
clearly stated that trucks with more than 10 Tons may not be allowed on rural
roadé. Material with load of 18 ton in 6 tyre vehicle. 28 tonnes in 10 wheelers,
36 tonnes in 12 wheelers and 48 tonnes in 16 wheelers are allowed. But they
take 100 tons. Maximum weigh bridge are 100 tons. As a result, all the roads
with life span of 8 years will disappear in 3 months. 5 crore income is coming
to the panchayat from the quarry. Government spends from 1 crore to 250
crores to lay 1 Km road. But those roads are damaged due to this quarry.
Apart from that, they have said that they will plant 200 trees per acre as Green
belt. But it is not so in practice. If 200 trees are planted per acre of quarry,
thén 30,000 trees would have been planted. But practically no one planted
even a single tree. Apart from that, all operational quarries and closed
quarries should be fenced and closed after the time of operation. In this
regard, the Chief Secretary of Tamil Nadu has given circular in July last year.
Since more than 300 people have died in one year. In Coimbatore district
alone more than 15 students, youth and women have died in stone quarries.

Many animals have also died. In the EMP report they said wire fencing with
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cost of Rs. 300/meter have been provided. But it is not in practice. So it should
be implemented. The minor mineral rule says that if the quarry should be
closed in every evening. After quarrying, water stored in the quarries is used
for M-sand units. Only the chief secretary of the state has the authority to
issue order to use the water from the quarry not even the District Collector.
Quarry owners assured to use the quarry to save rain water as pond. But in
practice this is not the case. We request the Coimbatore District
Administration to implement the chief secretary’s order. For Sivasamy quarry,
only one or two blasting with Nonel blast and use of one lorry is allowed. No
jack hammer or breaker is allowed. But in the report there are 33 people with 2
lorries and the driver. For Ramalingam quarry, only 10-15 loads per day are
allowed by using with 3 jack hammers and 1 breaker. But in practice they
operate 30 to 40 lorries with load of 48 ton to 50 ton. This should not be
allowed. Some individuals are robbing the Government revenue of crores of
rupees. Anyone can disprove everything | said. We welcome it. Because
everything we have said is based on the government rule. | request DRO to
take up this issue with District Collector to ensure that the presence of
streams, and the presence of roads, houses should be mentioned by the
revenue officers as per the rules set by the government. We insist to issue
license according to the rules. We have given a petition to District Collector,
Coimbatore.. Sivasamy and Ramalingam quarries are not eligible to get
permission according to Iéw. So if they obtain permission violating law,
situation will raise to stop the operation of the same. The Project Consultant
shall be blacklisted for furnishing false report and wasted all of our time. |
request you to prevent a situation like Wayanad in Coimbatore. Please do it

and take appropriate action. Thank you
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32. Manokaran:

Hello everyone. My name is Manokaran. | am living in  No.10 Muthur
village. My agriculture farms are near to both quarries. We have no problem

in allowing it.

33. Sathish kumar:

Hello, my name is Sathishkumar. | am the President of No.10 Muthur.
Previous speakers register false statement without knowing the truth. He said
that Self Help Committee has been demolished the building. The building has
been demolished after obtaining proper permission since it is no longer useful.
As the building has not been used for a long time, BDO issued order for
demolition after obtaining certificate from the Engineer. Secondly, they said
that no road is good in Muthur and Sankarayapuram village. Actually, the
roads have been laid five years back in 2020. A petition has been submitted
by the Member of Parliament td get special permission from the District
Collector. In last 2 years, we have constructed drainage system at a cost of
8,25,000 rupees in Adi Dravidar Colony, from the mineral and mining fund. By
using mineral fund, road to crematorium at the cost of Rs.4,54,000 and wire
fencing at Sankarayapuram cemetery have been provided. A road at cost of
Rs.19,65,000 has been laid from VNo.10 Muthur village to VanniKumaran Kovil.
.12,98,000 rupees haye been taken from the Minerals Fund for the
construction of the Anganwadi Center and the work is currently being
executed. Also, a new health centre has been set up at a cost of Rs.6,34,000.
70,000 rupees have been spent to repair the kitchen of the school.
Rs.4,86,000 has been spent on the east facing building of Panchayat Union

Middle School. 2,75,000 rupees have been spent for construction of north
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facing building in middle school. No.10 Muthur (Sankarayapuram village) to
Vannikumaran Kovil Road, Road No.132 was laid with tar road at a cost of
2,14,80,000 rupees. Next No.10. Muthur to Sankarayapuram (2.4 km. Road,
Road No.130) road has been laid at a cost of Rs.1,47,00,000. Presently Noyal
School Road has been is laid at a cost of Rs.37,65,000. Powai - Noyal School
Road has also been laid at a cost of Rs.25,50,000. The kitchen building of the
middle school has been repaired at a cost of Rs.1,33,000. A kitchen hall has
been constructedv at a cost of Rs.3,75,000 at Athi Dravidar Middle School in
Sankarayapuram village. Sankarayapuram (Puthur Chitturarar Garden) to
Gopuram road is in progress at a cost of Rs.49,90,000. Two more roads are
proposed and the works will be started in a week. A total of Rs 5,14,00,000 is
being spent for development work only from mining and mineral funds.
Therefore, we have spent the income to the panchayat for welfare projects of
the people. Without this fund, none of these works can be done. The people in
nearby panchayats appreciate this panchayats to carry works through mines
and. We should welcome good thigs. Violation of the rules may be dealt with

strictly. Thank you.
