Hosur, Krishnagiri District also stéted that the views, suggestions and gqueries of the
public and reply by the project proponents will be recorded thrdugh videography
and the samé will be sent to the State Environment impact Asseésment Authority of

Thereafter, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu
Pollution Control Board, Hosur, Krishnagiri District has invited the public to express
their views and ;:omments about the proposed rough stone quarry project. The views'

1. Thiru. H.N.Ramesh, Kalukondapalli Village:

Thiru. H.N.Ramesh has informed that, the quarry management is running
quarries in this area from past four years and till date no problem has arisen due to
the operation of the quarry. He requested that, the blasting should be carried out
safely as per the government norms in the proposed quarry so that there is no
harm to the local public. Further, he added that, the local people should be given
employment in the proposed quarry and the quarry management could provide the

M Sand at a low price to the local people.
2. Thiru. Suresh, Mathagondapalli Viliage:

Thiru. Suresh has said that, the quarry management is running quarries in
this area without any hindrances to the public from past four years. He requested
that blasting in the proposed quarry should be carried out noiselessly as per the
government norms so that there is no harm to the general public. Further, He
requested to sprinkle the water on both sides of quarry road that connecting the
main road o prevent the emanation of dust thereby controi the air boilution in that

area.
3. Thiru. Srinivas Gowda, Mathagondapalli Village:

Thiru. Srinivas Gowda has said that, the direct/ indirect employment
opportunities will be created for the local people through the proposed quarry

project, so he welcomes the quarry project.
4. Thiru. Suresh, Kappakal Village:

Thiru. Srinivas Gowda has requested that, blasting in the proposed quarry
should be carried out noiselessly as per the government norms so that there is no
harm to the general public and to sprinkle the water on both sides of qUarry road
that connecting the main road to prevent the emanation of dust thereby control the
air pollution in that area. Further, he asked that the road should be maintained at

specified intervals.



5. Thiru. Guruvareddy, Mathukur Village:

Thiru. Guruvareddy has requested that, blasting in the proposed quarry
should be carried out noiselessly as per the government norms so that there is no
harm to the general public and he informed that, the road connecting the quarry

and main road is haul road and the road often damaged due to movement of

heavy trucks. Hence requested to pave the proper road either by the government -

or quarry management.
6. Thiru. Rameshreddy, Mathukur Village:

Thiru. Rameshreddy has requested that, blasting in the proposed quarry
should be carried out noiselessly as per the government norms so that there is no
harm to the general public and the quarry management could provide the M Sand

at a low price to the local people.

Conclusion:

Finally, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Krishnagiri informed that the views, suggestions, written complaints and queries of
the public and reply by the project proponent are recorded through videography and
the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of
