The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District welcomed the Sub Collector, Hosur (Representative of the
District Collector, Krishnagiri), Revenue officials, all the general public and project
proponent who have attended the public hearing for the proposed M/s. Thriveni
Earth Movers Private Limited, lease over an extent of 5.00.0 Ha at SF.N0.679/2
(Part-3), Thorapalli Agraharam Village, Hosur Taluk, Krishnagiri District is required
to get Environmental Clearance (EC) from the State Environment Impact
Assessment Authority of Tamilnadu. He added that the public notice informing the

conducting of Public Hearing was published in the Tamil and English dailies, such
"as, “Dinakaran” and “The New Indian Express” dated 23.07.2024 and bit notices
regarding public hearing was issued to the public of Thorapalli Village,
Kumudaepalli Village and Amaletti Village with audio announcement through auto
vehicle in and around the villages. Further, he informed that the project proponent
would make a presentation on the project, after which the public can express their

views.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District also stated that the views, suggestions and queries of the
public and reply by the project proponents will be recorded through videography
and the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of

Tamilnadu.

The Sub Collector, Hosur (Representative of the District Collector, Krishnagiri)
has initiated the Public Hearing process. Further, the Sub Collector, Hosur has
requested the project proponent to explain about their proposed Rough Stone
quarry project through power point presentation and requested the public to obtain
_ necessary clarifications for their doubts.

Thereafter, Thiru.S.Rajkumar, EIA Consultant, M/s. Geo Exploration and
Mining Solutions, Salem of the proposed Rough Stone quarry project has made
presentation about the proposed Rough Stone quarry projéct to the public along
with Environmental Management Plan. Thereafter, the District Environmental

Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur, Krishnagiri District has invited
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the public to express their views and comments about the proposed Rough Stone

quarry project.

The views and suggestions of the public are detailed below:

1. Thiru. Ravikumar, Kumudaepalli Village:

Thiru. Ravikumar has said that this is a good project and he welcomed the

quarry project.
2. Thiru. Mahadeavan, Gandhinagar:

Thiru. Mahadeavan has said that, even though by lease to the quarry has been
granted and the funds are not being properly utilized for our village . At least 2000
tree' saplings should be planted and maintained‘ before completion of quarry
activity. It will avail to the future generations and cattle. This year the temperature
was 130 degrees in Hosur. There is no water in bore wells. Hosur has never seen
this situation, because of no rain in Kamandoddi village. But, rain showers in the
middle of the forest. Similarly, no rain falls in Berandapalli Village due to minimum
number of trees. He requested that about 2000 or 3000 tree saplings should be

planted and maintained as mentioned above.
3. Thiru. Vinod, Amaletti Village:

Thiru. Vinod has said that, public residing in and around were not aware of
the public hearing to be conducted here. Women and children in this village will be
affected by this quarry. Hence this meeting should have been informed to this

panchayat peoples before conducting.

Also, no one will be in our village when the audio announcement is made
between 12 to 1 PM. Therefore, he requested that the audio énnouncement for
conducting the public hearing should be made in the evening or early morning
time. Likewise, no one is ware of the newspaper advertisement. Therefore, he

requested that an announcement should be made to all the public.



So many quarries are located around Hosur and we do not oppose those
quarries. However, the road facility is not in good condition in our village and heftily
ponderous conveyances from the quarries do not go at opportune intervals. They
eradicate plants. Due to this, trees are not developed further and groundwater is

heavily affected.

It was reported by the proponent that present, water, land and air quality
were reported good. But the people in the village are affected. Also said that, no
road facilities are constructed and there is a lot vibration in the nearby residences
due to blasting of quarry activity. This quarry is located 100 meters to 150 meters
away from the houses. However, as per the rules and regulation quarry is to be
located only at a distance of 500 meters to 1000 meters from the houses. Due to
blasting of quarry which causes cracks in nearby houses. When we asked about

this to the quarry management, they said that quarry is located as per rules.

Medical facilities are not yet to be provided and he requested to provide
medical facilities at least once in a year. Additionally, every family in the village
should be visited and to enquire about the effects. Agriculture is the main activity in
our village and he expressed that agriculture is getting affected more and he wants

to know the reason.

Our village does not have road facilities, since it was informed that the
wildlife animals will be affected due to construction of road. But, quarry operates

with road facilities inside the forest.

Also, the river flowing in our village is polluted with dust. So, he requested to
analyse the quality of the river. Consequently, he requested to consider and accept

his above views on behalf of all the people.



- 4.  Thiru. Ramamoorthy, Thorapalli Viilage:

Thiru. Ramamoorthy has said that, yesterday you have mentioned about two
quarries. Now you have mentioned the same. For past 30 years we are institng to
construct a road for a ’distance of 500 meters. But not able to construct, because
forest department has not given permission/. But, the quarry management has
provided the road. Mr. Vinod has already mentioned about the same. Because
there are more pits in the road and affect school students. He requested that
sanction to construct road. Additionally, he added that, he has no objection for two

proposed quarry. But he requested that blast of quarry in safer manner.

Conclusion:

Finally, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Krishnagiri informed that the views, suggestions, written complaints and queries of
the public and reply by the project proponent are recorded through videography and
the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of

Tamilnadu - Chennai.

Further, three number of petitions were received on the proposed

M/s. Thriveni Earth Movers Private Limited project during the public hearing meeting.

Further, it is informed that there is no written representation was received in the
Olo. District Environmental Engineer, Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur, from
the public and no E-mail representation was received in the O/o. District Environmental
Engineer, Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur on the proposed Rough Stone

quarry project.
