At the outset, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamilnadu Pollution Control
Board, Salem has welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, Salem, Government
officials, environmentalists and the public present in the public hearing meeting
conducted on behalf of Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board. He informed that since the
above project falls under the B1 Category and Schedule 1A of Environment Impact
Assesment Notification No. S.O 1533 dated 14.09.2006 issued by the Ministry of
Environment, Forest and Climate Change, it is necessary to conduct the public hearing
to consider the issue of environmental clearance for the project. Hence, the public
hearing meeting is now being conducted for the above said project as per the direction
of State Environment Impact Assessment Authority. He also informed that the Public
Notices were published in English daily newspaper (The New Indian Express) on
27.07.2024 and Tamil daily newspaper (Dhinathanthi) on 27.07.2024 with the approval
of the District Collector, Salem fof the conduct of this public hearing meeting on
03.09.2024 at 11.00 A.M. in the venue of M/s. Aishwaryam Mahal, Perumal Kovil Bus
Stop, Belur Main Road, Minnampalli Village, Vazhappadi Taluk, Salem District. The
detailed study report on Environment Impact Assesment relating to the establishment of

proposed rough stone and gravel quarry project would be presented by the project



proponent and their EIA Consultant through power point presentation to the public. The
project proponent and the EIA Consultant will answer and give clarifications to fhe
questions raised on environmental issues by the public if any relating to the project. He
has also requested the public to offer their views, opihions and suggestions about the
proposed project after mentioning their name and place of their nativity. He informed
that all the views and suggestions raised by the public in the meeting and the
clarifications given by the project proponent and their EIA Consultant would be recorded
in both audio and video and the same would be submitted to the State Environment
Impact Assessment Authority for further necessary action. After his brief speech, he had
requested the Revenue Divisional Officer, Salem to preside over the public hearing

meeting.

The Revenue Divisional Officer, Salem has requested the project proponent and
their EIA Consultant to present their proposed project details to the public through the

power point presentation in detail.

The EIA consultant of the project has welcomed all the gatherings and briefed
about the proposed project with the help of power point presentation. He detailed the
environmental factors and its impacts on the Environment such as Land, Soil, Water, Air
and Noise due to the proposed project in the said location. He also detailed about the
Ambient Air Aquality survey conducted within the core zone of 500 m radius and Water
samples collected on surface water and Borewell and the openwell within the core zone

of 500 m radius from the proposed project.

After the technical presentation of the consultant, the District Environmental
Engineer, Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board, Salem has requested the public present
in the meeting to air their views regarding their opinions, doubts, apprehensions and
suggestions regarding environmental issues about the proposed quarry project.

Accordingly, the following village public and the Environmentalists have raised
comments and suggestions in the public hearing meeting. The views and suggestions of

the public are detailed as below.

1. Thiru. Aathimoolam, S/o Mani, Palapatti Village, Vazhappady Taluk:
He welcomed the project and stated that he is working as a Driver and the

proposed project will be helpful to their livelihood.

2. Thiru. Ayyamperumal, S/o Kandasamy, Palapatti Village, Vazhappady Taluk:
He stated that he is residing in the same locality and expressed his greetings and

no objection for the proposed project.

3. Thiru. Murugan, S/o Kanthan, Palapatti Village, Vazhappady Taluk:

He stated that he has no objection for the proposed project of quarrying activity.
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Thiru. Raja Periyasamy, S/o Perumal, Vilampatti Village, Vazhappady Taluk:
He informed that he is working as a motor mechanic and welcomed this project
since the proposed project will provide employment to him.

Thiru. Suresh, S/o Chinnapaiyyan, Palapatti Village, Vazhappady Taluk:
He stated that he is having a welding workshop in the same locality and if the
proposed project commences, it will provide him oppurtuniny and employment to his

welding shop workers and hence, he welcomed the quarry project.

Thiru. Sankar, S/o Ganesan, Palapatti Village, Vazhappady Taluk:

He stated that he is working as a Driver and the proposed project will provide

employment to him and will be helpful to his livelihood and hence, he expressed his

support to the project and welcomed the quarry project.

He stated that he is having an agricultural field nearby to the proposed quarry

He informed that, since
the stone quarry and M-Sand materials are not available in the nearby area, he
ought to procure the same from outside area and hence the cost of the materials

and truck rent were high which is not affordable to their contractor work.

He requested the Government to permit this quarfy project so that their: viltage
people also will get the building construction materials at a cheaper cost and hence
this project will be helpful not only to him but also to the poor people. He expressed
his support to the quarry project.
