The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,

Hosur, Krishnagiri District welcomed the Revenue Divisional Officer, Krishnagiri

(Representative of the District Collector, Krishnagiri), Revenue officials, all the

public and project proponent who have attended the public hearing for the proposed

M/s. Sri Venkateshwara Blue Metals, SF.No0.202/1 (Part — A), lease over an extent

of 3.00.0 Ha, Kondappanayanapalli Village, Krishnagiri Taluk, Krishnagiri District is




required to get Environmental Clearance (EC) from the State Environment Impact
Assessment Authority - Tamilnadu. He added that the public notice informing the
conducting of Public Hearing was published in the Tamil and English dailies, such
as, “Dinamalar’ and “The New Indian Express” dated 05.09.2024 and bit notices
regarding public hearing was distributed to the public of Gurubarapalli Village,
Guntarapalli Village, Beemanapalli Village, Kuchiparai Panchyat, Marachandram
Panchyat, Kondapanayanapalli Panchyat, Bettapamjr, Pullaiyur, Chennasandiram
Vilage with audio announcement through auto vehicle in and around the villages.
Further, he informed that the project proponent would make a presentation on the

project, after which the public can express their views.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Kfishnagiri District also statéd that the views, suggestions and queries of the
public and reply by the project proponents will be recorded through videography
and the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of

Tamilnadu.

The Revenue Divisional Officer, Krishnagiri (Representative of the District
Collector, Krishnagiri) has initiated the Public Hearing process. Further, the
Revenue Divisional Officer, Krishnagiri has requested the project proponent to
explain about their proposed rough stone quarry project through power point
presentation and requested the public to obtain necessary clarifications for their
doubts.

Thereafter, on behalf of the proposed M/s. Sri Venkateshwara Blue Metals
EIA Consultant Thiru.R.llavarasan, M/s. Ecotech Labs Pvt Ltd of the proposed
rough stone quarry project has made presentation about the proposed rough stone
quarry project to the public along with Environmental Management Plan. Thereafter,
the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur,
Krishnagiri District has invited the public to express their views and comments about
the proposed rough stone quarry project. The views and suggestions of the public

are detailed below:



1. Thiru. Saravanan, Kondanayanapalli Village:

Thiru. Saravanan said that my house is located about five hundred meters
from the quarry. We are affected by this quarry heavily. Quarry operations
generate dust emanation, and those particles that settle on my cultivable land also
affect the coconut saplings. Cows were died from eating polluted grass. We also
get shortness of breath due to the dust. We complained about this to the quarry
management. But they did not redress it. When it rainé, dust emanates and settles
on the surface of the streams, thus polluting | and affecting streams and
groundwater. Also, it stinks. Due to these, we are affected by fever and headache.

Our livelihood is also affected. Therefore, we object to this quarry project.
2. Thiru. Dhasaradhan, Kondanayanapalli Village:

Thiru. Dhasaradhan said that due to the operation of the quarry, dust is
generated, settles on the leaves. Our coconut farm and mango farm are affected
by the dust. Therefore, this quarry project is not required and should not be
allowed. Due to blasting carried out in the quarry, there are cracks in the nearby
houses. Hence, he has intended to file a petition against the quarry. Further, he

requested that the quarry should work within the legal framework of the

government.
3. Thiru. Eshwaran, Kondanayanapalli Village:

Thiru. Eshwarén has said that our land is affected by dust that emanates
from quarry activity. Sericulture and mango farms have been affected, and we
suffered heavy losses. Merely relying on dry trees doesn't yield any benefits which
instead leads to significant losses. Further, due to blasting carried out in the
quarry, stones will fall on our land. How can this be prevented by the green net
arrangement? So, he asked the quarry management to operate the quarry in a

way that does not affect his farmland.



4. Thiru. Markandan, Kondanayanapalli Village:

Thiru. Markandan has requested the quarry management to control the dust
emanation during the quarry operation, and while blasting in the quarry, he asked
them to blast without making heavy noise. Quarry proponents are doing business
by investing several crores. Further, he said that the quarry management is doing
this business by investing several crores; therefore, he requested them to rectify

the above concerns and to operate the quarry.
5. Thiru. Senthilkumar, Kondanayanapalli Village:

Thiru. Senthilkumar has said that there is always a problem for us due to
blasting carried out in the quarry. But when we ask the reason for it, they do not
answer properly. Also, children are affected due to vibration in houses due to
blasting. He said his house is located a hundred meters away from the quarry.

Therefore, he objects to this quarry project.
6. ° Thiru. Perumal Raj, Kondanayanapalli Village:

Thiru. Perumal Raj has said that he has a flower garden and does farming
nearby the quarry. At present, there is no proper output from the garden and
farmland due to the nearby quarry operation. Therefore, he requested to cancel

the quarry activity nearby his farm.
7. Thiru. Murugan, Mullaiyur Village:

Thiru. Murugan has said that he has calves in his house; they are affected
by the quarry, and other cows do not eat the grass there because due to dust
pollution and do not drink the water from the stream. Earlier, cows used to give ten
litters of milk; now they give only five litters of milk. He also informed that they are
suffering from fever due to the quarry operation and requested not to grant

permission to this project.



8. Thiru. Parasuraman, Kondanayanapalli Village:

Thiru. Parasuraman has said that due _to blasting in the quarry, flowers are
falling in our flower garden with high vibration. Also, mango trees are affected.
Wind blowing throughout the month of July-August (Aadi) causes the dust to settle
in the nearby tree leaves, leading to white appearance. He said dust settles in the

residences too.
9. Thiru. Munusamy, Kondanayanapalli Village:

Thiru. Munusamy has said that here the presentation shows wind blows in a
north-south direction. But the wind blows in all directions. He also said that during
the month of July-August (Aadi), sand dust comes into the village due to quarry

activity.
10. Thiru. M. Muniraj, Kondanayanapalli Village:

Thiru. M. Muniraj has said that we have submitted a petition to the District
Collector and the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board office regarding the damage
to my mulberry plantation caused by the quarry. But the village administration
officer and the surveyor have given a report that there is no damage to our
mulberry plantation. But, when the quarry is nearby, how can it not be affected?
So, no quarry should operate here. If we decide to file a petition against the quarry,
they erect a green net for the name’s sake. However, when the blasting is carried
out, the stones fall beyond the net, and the dust also escapes from the net. Also,
the houses are vibrating, and bore wells are affected due to blasting. Agriculture is
the only source of livelihood for the villages of Kondanayanapalli,
Chennachandram, and Mullaiyur. But we are affected by the quarry operation. The
blasting carried out in the quarry also affects the sericulture. When the government
intends to set up a quarry in the poramboke land, it should not be granted without
consulting the nearby farmers. We have been fighting for the same problem for
about three to four years. All the villagers are affected by this quarry operation. So,

he objects to this quarry project in his village.



11. Thirumathi. Lakshmi, Kondanayanapalli Village:

Thirumathi. Lakshmi has said that children are getting affected by nearby
quarry. There is more dust and noise generated due to quarry operation. Also, the

air and water are highly polluted.
12.  Thiru. Bojairaj, Kondanayanapalli Village:

Thiru. Bojairaj has said that my house is located fifty meters away from the
quarry. We are having mango farms, coconut farms, and doing agriculture and
cattle rearing. All farmers are affected by quarry operations. Therefore, he objects

to this proposed quarry project.
Conclusion:

Finally, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri informed that the views, suggestions, written complaints and
queries of the public and reply by the project proponent are recorded tHrough
videography and the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact

Assessment Authority -Tamilnadu.

Further, no petition was received on the proposed M/s. Sri Venkateshwara Biue

Metals Quarry project during the public hearing meeting.

Further, it is informed that 45 number of petitions were received in the OJo.
District Environmental Engiheer, Tamilnadu Pollution Control Board, Hosur, Krishnagiri

District from the public on the proposed Rough Stone Quarry project.
