A public hearing meeting is scheduled today regarding the rough stone and gravel
quarry project at survey numbers 347/1B & 347/2B, covering an area of 0.86.00 hectares.
Please record only the information related to this project for today. After the meeting
concludes, if you have any additional comments, you may provide them both directly and

in writing.

Revenue Divisional Officer, Gobichettipalayam

Greetings to everyone. A public hearing meeting is taking place here. As mentioned
earlier, | kindly request you to share your thoughts briefly regarding this quarry project,

whether in support or opposite.

District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Perundurai.

Now, the consultant for this project will provide a detailed explanation of the project.

After that, the public will have the opportunity to share their comments and opinions.

Project Consultant: M/s. Geo Exploration and Mining Solutions

The consultant began by greeting everyone with a good morning. He then provided
a detailed explanation of the project. Samples of air quality, noise levels, soil, and water
were collected within a 5-kilometer radius around the project site. These findings were
submitted to the State Environmental Impact Assessment Authority, and a draft set of
guidelines was issued to the quarry owners. According to these draft guidelines, it is
mandatory to conduct a public hearing meeting and obtain environmental clearance.

As per the Ministry of Environment, Forest and Climate Change’s regulations
issued on 04.09.2006, any quarry project exceeding 5 hectares in an area must conduct
a public hearing meeting. The consultant also explained various aspects of the project,
including the quantity of minerals to be extracted from the four quarries, the project
budget, social responsibility initiatives, and other relevant details in a visual presentation

and photographs.

District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Polluﬁon Control Board, Perundurai:

The District Environmental Engineer informed the attendees that those who have
registered their names will be invited to share their comments in order. He then proceeded

to call the registered participants one by one to express their views.

1. Chandrasekar, Molappalayam:

| extend warm greetings to everyone present in this hall. | am also a farmer and
am engaged in agriculture in a place called Moonampalli. Due to the existence of this

quarry, construction materials required for our house can be obtained easily, and



materials needed for buildings can be procured quickly. Therefore, | humbly request to

grant permission for continue this quarry.

2. Subramaniam, Moonampalli:

| am a construction worker. Since this stone quarry is nearby, raw materials are
easily available. It is not available from distant locations, it will result in a lack of wages
for us. If the stone quarry is located nearby, we will get the materials and will be able to

earn wages through our work.

3. Kaliannan, Chettipalayam:

| have a vehicle. If stones are available at a lower price nearby, | can transport

them to the surrounding areas.

4. Badran, Kurumanthur:

| am Badran from Kurumandur. | work at the stone quarry. This is our livelihood. If

I do get any work here, otherwise | will have to go far away to find work in other town.

5. Raja, Vellallapalayam:

My name is Raja. | work as a driver. Only if the stone quarry is opened, | can
operate my vehicle.

6. Maran, Karattupalayam:

My name is Maran. Only if the stone quarry comes, we will get work. We need the
stone quarry.

7. Maheswaran, Elathur Chettipalayam:

| am Maheswaran from Elathur Chettipalayam. | run a business with a lorry. If there
is a stone quarry nearby, we can get stone quarry materials at a lower price, which is

convenient. Traveling far away would increase costs, so we need the stone quarry.

8. Raju, Kottappalayam:

My name is Raju, and my village is Kottappalayam. | have been working as a driver
for 5 years. It would be good if the quarry starts. It is difficult to travel a long distance for

work, so it would be convenient to work nearby.

9. Subramani, Nambiyur:

| work at the rough stone quarry. It would be convenient if work is available locally.

There is no work available outside and it would be good to have work locally.

10. _Thangaraj, Semmandapatti:

My name is Thangaraj. There is no hindrance to my nearby garden; we need the
quarry. '
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11. Karthi, Elathur:

My name is Karthi. | am a Hitachi operator, working away from home. It would be

easier if mining operations established here.

12.Rangnathan, Nambiyur:

My name is Rangnathan. | am a Hitachi operator, working away from home. It

would be easier for me if comes locally.

13.Karthikeyan, Nambiyur:

My name is Karthikeyan. | work in the stone quarry for cutting trenches. | am
currently staying away from home for work, which is very difficult. It would be convenient

if the quarry is local; | could take care of my family. We need the stone quarry locally.

14. Somasundaram, Karattupalayam:

My name is Somasundaram from Karattupalayam. The quarry is operated in this
area. It provides materials at a lower price for construction work to this area public. It is

very beneficial for the general public.

15. Kamarajan:
My name is Kamarajan. | work as a driver. | need to come here to get jelly stones

and gravel; otherwise, | would have to travel far. Therefore, it would be very convenient if

the quarry is established here.

16.Venkatesh: ,
My name is Venkatesh. | work as a driver. Job opportunities are available locally,
hence we need the quarry. If it is nearby, we can take care of our family from here itself.
Currently, we are in a situation and we have to stay away from home for work. We need

the stone quarry. Thank you.

17.Ranjith, Moonampalli:

Greetings, my name is Ranjith and | am from Moonampalli. | have a lorry. If there
is a stone quarry nearby, we can get materials from here itself and won’t need to travel
outside. Traveling outside increases costs and transportation. Accordingly, price is
increased for public. It would be very convenient if the stone quarry is established locally

in Moonampalli. | request that stone quarry be set up in this area. Thank you.

18.A. Thangarasu, Nambiyur:

Greetings, Thangarasu from Nambiyur. The stone quarries in this area is not
adequate for the present population; it is less than what was previously available. As

demand increases, prices rise, affecting the public. If the quarry is nearby, the prices will



be lesser for the public. No matter how far we are, we will bring the materials. However,

high rental costs create problems for people.

19.Divakar, Nambiyur

Currently, there are only 2-3 quarries in the Nambiyur surrounding areas. If this
quarry is established, it will make it easier to transport materials for construction.
Therefore, there is no harm in granting permission for this quarry. | request that you set
up the quarry. ‘

20.Pasupathi, Mudavandipalayam:

Greetings, my name is Pasupathi. If the quarry is established nearby, it would be
managed in a good manner without causing any inconvenience to the public. We need

the quarry.

21.Natarajan, Sathyamangalam:

Greetings, my name is Natarajan. | am the District Secretary of the Tamil Nadu
Farmers Protection Association. The government and officials have set many regulations
for stone quarries. | would like to point out a few of these regulations. There is a
requirement of 50 meters distance from a small pond to a stone quarry, but only 10 meters
is maintained. Similarly, the Minor Mineral Rules state that there should be 50-meter
distance from an artificial road, but only 5 meters is maintained. The quarry is operating
within 5 meters of the artificial road, hence it should not be allowed to operate. A high-
tension power line runs within a 300-meter radius of the quarry. According to the Indian
Electricity Act of 1956, Section 83/2, the quarry cannot be permitted within 300 meters of
a high-tension power line. There are several houses within 300-meter radius of the quarry.
Many houses shown on Google Map, hence the quarry should not be operational. In the
environmental impact assessment, 45 types of documents are required for the quarry, but
only 10 types are shown. Due to the lack of information provided to understand fully, this
public hearing is incorrect. Many false details and many detailes were hidden, hence

request that permission should not be granted to this quarry.

22.Kothandaraman, Ganapathipalayam:

I am Kothandaraman from Ganapathipalayam. | expect the permission for the
stone quarry for the livelihood of the workers. That's all.

23.K.S. Nanjappan, Kannankattupalayam:

| am from Elathur Village, Elathur B Village, and specifically in Nagamalai, Bannari
Amman quarry and two other quarries are operating. They are encroaching the
government land, destroying trees, and digging up to 100 rheters depth. The blasting is
done day and night, and became deaf. | have a machine. My land is within 200 meters
from the quarry. The smoke from the quarry affects my land, and my cattle and goats are

dying. The smoke is not even controlled, and my land is within 300 meters of the quarry.
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It is seems possible to rear goats and cattles. water is flowing from Nagamalai to the
irrigation canal. Now, the Bannari Amman quarry has occupied the entire Nagamalai.
Many families livelihood is affected. Digging beyond 100 meters has dried up our land
without water. |

24.K.P. Karuppasamy, Kannankattypalayam:

Greetings to all. | live near the quarry as mentioned by Thiru.Nanjappan from
Elathur. I am not aware much. But big damage is occurring. In a democratic country, the
government allow such a permit shamefully which cause great damages to the Citizens.
Nearby houses are collapsing due to the explosions, and school going children couldnot
study because of the 24 hours constant noise. | request that the two quarries at the base
of Nagamalai be shut down. Already around 500 people have submitted a petition to the
District Collector, who assured that they would address the issue soon. The quarries were
temporarily stopped but have resumed operations with money. Now also it is still
operational and also permission is at the end of validity period, we request to stop the two
stone quarries completely. The quarry is only about 100 meters from Nagamalai Murugan
Temple. The quarry has blocked the water way for agricultural lands, and because of the
stoppage of water, a small infiltration pond has stopped with water. Despite our sincere
efforts, we have not received relief so far. We kindly request you to visit the site, inspect
the situation, and permanently shut down that quarry.

25, Sivashubramaniam, Moonampallipudhur:

| am Sivashubramaniam from Moonampallipudhur. | am from nearby land to the

quarry. This quarry does not cause us any inconvenience.

26.A. Manjunathan, Nambiyur:

Greetings to all. My name is Manjunathan. | am supplying building material with
lorry. The availability of quarries in the Nambiyur region is very low, leading to high
demand for us. Therefore, | request that this quarry be established so that we can supply

materials easily. Hence we request again for this quarry.

27.G. Velliyangiri, Semmandampalayam:

For the event conducted by Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, | express my
gratitude to the Revenue Divisional Officer, and official from the Mining department who
have attended this public hearing gathering. Only 4 or 5 people have come here to say
that they do not want the quarry, while many others have come to express their need for
it. I would like to extend my thanks to the police and the officials for preventing any
inconvenience. If this quarry is established, it will benefit many people, including the poor
and daily wage workers who rely on it for their livelihood. Around 30-40 people depend
on it for their daily livelihood. Additionally, truck drivers, truck owners, and compressor
workers will also benefit. With a quarry approximately 50, 60 people are utilising it. We

all will not deny it. | conclude my speech with repeated request.



28.Natarajan, Oothukuli:

My name is Natarajan, and | am from Uthukuli. | thank the officials who have come

here, including the Revenue Divisional Officer and the District Environmental Engineer. |
am associated with the Tamil Nadu Farmers Protection Association. The impact of this
quarry on agriculture is significant: it is not possible to do farming within a 1 km radius,
Rearing of cattles are not possible. Whatever farming done, agricultural fields will suffer
due to dust from explosives settling on flowers and vegetables, cotton and paddy crops
and it ended up not growing well. | am an affected person due to quarry. Secondly,You
are giving CTO even if the quarry operates at a depth of 100 or 150 feet, it will affect our
wells, which are only 40-50 feet deep, when dug 150 feet, it depletes the entire well water
to quarry. The surrounding coconut trees, numbering 200-300 raised have aiready dried
up. We are now standing with no help. These quarries will definitely harm the surrounding
farmers, making agriculture impossible. Although you grant license, farming within a 1 km
radius will be completely destroyed. Since wastes are dumped around the surroundings,
dust will form like mist and affect livestock. As per Government rules, Canal, High tension
power line within 300 meter and within 50 meters low-tension power lines, pond and
temporary roads and permission can not be granted to this quarry. | humbly request that

the license shall not be granted to this quarry.

29.Mukilan, Chennimalai

The Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board, Perundurai along with Erode District
Administration, is conducting public hearing for the Gobi Division Nambiyur Taluk, Elathur
village wherein Vijay Perichiappan’s quarry is located at S.F. No. 47/1B, 2B, in an extent
of 2.25 acres. The chairman of this public . hearing, Revenué Divisional Officer,
Gobichettipalayam and the District Environmental Engineer who is presiding over this
meeting, along with various officials from different departments, police personnel,
journalists, the general public, agriculturalists, and quarry operators, and those who are
brought in by quarry operators. On behalf of the Tamil Nadu Environmental Protection
Association and the lllegal Quarrying Opposition Movement, | express my greetings and
respects to all who love this land and its people. My name is Mukilan. | have previously
been associated with the respected Mr. Sagayam Corhmittee who was appointed by the
Chennai High Court and the Delhi Supreme Court, as part of the investigation team. |
spent an year and brought to light of entire granite violations across the Madurai district.
| am the one who fought against river sand quarries continuously in Tamil Nadu in 2017.
We are discussing the quarry whether to have or not. But on the basis that if a qUarry is
supported by one thousand persons, and opposed by one, will permission be granted? It
is not like that. The public hearing is based on whether the quarry is on the basis of the
rules and laws. The project consultant explained the project. What he explained is If the
quarry is established, the quarry will cause air pollution, noise pollution, soil pollution,
water pollution, and affect not only humans but also flora, fauna, and biodiversity in the
area. Socio-economic impacts will occur. How to address these issues were spoken. If

any one had said that there were no such impacts, it would have been acceptable. We
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rely on documents provided by them and investigated since we don't know the terrain.

We talk based on government documents and information available online. Before to talk,
day before yesterday, there was an illegal gravel quarry operating for 9 years, and due to

the inaction of officials, two people died in a blast in your area. We extend our brave

homage to those who have passed away. The government has given Rs. 3 lakhs for the

deceased worker. We have records that Rs. 24 lakhs was given to a deceased worker in

a NTC quarry in Karur which is based on such  PCB officials

like you. we obtained 24 lakhs for the labours of NTC quarry in Karur. Similarly, this worker

also be given Rs. 24 lakhs. But not granted permission. The Tamil Nadu government gave
Rs. 15 lakhs and the quarry owners gave Rs. 10 lakhs. Not only that, action must be taken

against all officials colluded in the quarry’s operation and with that request | will now start

my speech.

First of all, the quarry is proposed in S.F.No. 347, shown as 1B, 2B. The project
consultant has said that the quarry is located close to the field i.e. on North eastern side,
a pond in Kurumandur village, is at S.F. No. 174. The pond is at 20 meters distance from
the quarry. However, they claimed that it is located at 30 meters away and presented a
map showing that it would be operated at 50 meters distance. But the quarry has already
been dug at 50 meters away from the site. While digging they need to tell the pond as per
the document. If such violations occurred when the same District Environmental Engineer
was in Palladam, the District Collector Vinith could not conducted the meeting and
cancelled it. Similarly, this meeting should be canceled. we are not the people afraid of
such threats. We have seen thousands of such meetings like this. Understand? File an
FIR who were not allow to conduct.

There is a quarry already operated at S.F.No. 174 in Kurumanthur within 15 meters
from this quarry, hence operating story of 50 metres from the quarry cannot be accepeted.
Therefore, as per the law, no quarrying activity can be allowed. Next, the public road is
situated below this quarry at S.F.No. 367 and also in the northern side. According to the
document 81 A, this is shown. Public road, whether artificial or not, should have a 50-
meter gap and | do not say this. In the Minor Mineral Concession Rulebook in which it
states show specifies that a 50-meter or 125 feet buffer should be maintained for artificial
roads. However in the document stated as 10-meter buffer or 35 feet. But not even 25
feet gap is available which we have provided this as evidence through Google maps.
Hence no gap for path, permission for this quarry cannot be granted.

Next, S.F. No. 346, which is located west of the proposed quarry, also shown in
document 81A. According to document 81A in S.F. No. 346 channel goes. If so, 50-meter
buffer should be maintained. You may say, this channel is not a government channel but
a private one. We have obtained from Surveyor Commissioner, classified under Section
26 and sub-section 15 of the Revenue Land Act, it is a surface run-off and located in a
government property with patta. Therefore, the quarry does not have a 50-meter buffer
from this drainage. Additionally, there is a high voltage tower within a 300-meter radius of
the quarry. High voltage towers require a 300-meter buffer according to the Indian
Electricity Act 1956, Rule 83/2, while low voltage lines require a 50-meter buffer. Above



650 watt tower line, power house 300 meters 100 feet gap must be provided. Here it is
not. Hence the Vijay Perichiyappan quarry is not entitled permission as per law.

Furthermore, it has been stated that there are no houses nearby, but Google
images show nine houses around the \quarry. These houses are located in the 284,290 -
southeast, on east 262, North east 283, Similarly 137. Not only southeast 278, west 249,
northwest 281, 180 are. Hence whether labour quarters, temporary residences or any
residential areas within 300 meters of the quarry, permission cannot be granted. May 1
incident where two people died due to a blast in the surrounding 3-kilometer area is a
historical fact. Hence there are 9 residences‘as per Google Map longitude and latitude
from the quarry boundary. Permission cannot be granted. Also, the Terms of Reference
(TOR) as per SEIAA accordingly the Public hearing is conducted in which the survey
should have been conducted on 06.10.2023. But in the report was started before October
1st. This survey which is started before ToR as per SEIAA and furnished report. The EIA
report has been prepared in violation of rules. You know historical data shows that many
quarries granted have been closed due to violations. Also, there are no ESls or EPFs for
workers.

Does any worker have ESI, PF and Insurance? For those who passed away
yesterday, is there any ES| or PF coverage? There is nothing. The quarry will cause air
pollution leading to diseases like Type 2 diabetes among nearby residents is the basic
fact. They stated to plant 540 trees but have planted none while operated earlier. The
quarrying are not following NONEL blasting. The transportation, the quantity should not
exceed 10 tons, but here it exceeds 90 tons. There is no fencing around the quarry. Water
from the quarry should not be used for M Sand but they are using it. Considering this
Perichiappan Rough stone quarry which is close to the proximity to residential areas,
roads, pond, channels, high voltage towers, and this quarry cannot be granted permission

as per the law. We request you to take action against those who stopped this meeting.

30. Vinoth Gopi:

They say a lot of problem are there due to operation of the quarry. But it supports
the livelihood of around 10 families. Not only that Vijay Perichiyappan has contributed for
setting up fencing around the Karattupalayam union. Compound wall for middle school
and provided all necessary materials. He has also supported various public services and
also for the whatever needs of temple. Furthermore, in Karattu Palayam village, there is
a small school for grades 1 to 5, which is located near the main road. No one has taken
any action regarding this and he has put up a fencing around the school. They said that
Workers in the quarry do not have any safety measures, and it is said that there is no
compensation given for quarry workers. Thvey should know that the workers will be
allowed into quarry only with insurance. The quarry owner will provide everything
necessary for the workers. | am not saying yes or no to the quarry. What they said is that
no one will provide compensation to employees. HoweVer, all employers will give

importance to the workers because the employers exist only because of the workers.
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Therefore, | respectfully request the Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board and the Revenue

Divisional Officer to grant permission for the quarry. Thank you. Regards.

31. Poovanasamy Valluvarakkavundampudur:

Greetings, | am from Kottuppalayam Panchayat. | am Senthil Kumar lives near
- stone quarry and we are aware of the damages it causes. About 30 of us have submitted
multiple petitions, but no action has been taken. Hence whichever quarry is granted
licenses as per the criteria there will not be any impact to the residences nearby. Today it
may seems good for the nearby. For instance, in my mother's village, Puliyampatti, a
quarry operates in 6 acres, and the operator has occupied the land and reported that
whatever money is possible only given. This is the reality. At present in Wayanad, there
are many problems. However, if we love nature, our future will be better. If there is no
work here, we can go elsewhere and earn for a living. Even if there is work next to our
house, it would be better. We can look after our children when we step out of our home.
But for our children to live in the future, this earth needs to be preserved. Therefore, you
are an officer, please grant permissions based on criteria and also ensure that it does not
impact the people. ‘

32. Viswanathan Ayyappalayam:

To the Pollution Control Officer, the Revenue Divisional Officer, the Police
Department officials, and all the journalists present here, | extend my greetings. What |
want to say is the buildings and facilities were well-constructed by everyone's
convenience. Those who lived nearby took advantage of this. However, the poor people
in the village are suffering due to high rents and the lack of transport facilities to bring
stones from the quarry. Initially, permits were given only for the Uthukkuli area, and for
public works, the required materials like stones and jelly were sourced from there. Later,
permits were given for T.N. Palayam, Bhavanisagar, and Puliyampatti areas. Two stone
quarries were granted here but later canceled. Even though there was activity within the
locality, the area mentioned now is not a road area as my brother mentioned: it is a
separate vacant space that belongs to Karattupalayam, Kurumanthur, and Elathur
villages. This area is not densely populated and does not have any significant impact.
From the village, we pay a rent of 2000, whereas from outside the area, a rent of 3000 is
collected. At that time, if | need 10 loads, | won't be able to complete building the house;
it will be left incomplete and might get abandoned. There are many situations where
people are suffering due to such conditions. Therefore, we request that this permission
be granted on our behalf. Since there are no affected individuals in this area, we

respectfully request that continued permission be given. Thank you and regards

33. Senthil Velavan Vettaiyanpalayam:

My name is Senthil Velavan, from Vettaiyanpalayam, a local area. For us providing
all the materials needed to construct a house in an easy and clear manner, | humbly

request you to grant permission to this quarry.
