The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District welcomed the Sub Collector, Hosur (Representative of
the District Collector, Krishnagiri), Revenue officials, all the general pubrlic and
project proponent who have attendéd the public hearing for the proposed
Thiru.K.P. Anand Rough Stone Quarry, SF.No.637 (Part—1), lease over an extent of
4.00.00 Ha (Government Poramboke land), Thuppuganapalli Village, Shoolagiri

Taluk, Krishnagiri District is required to get Environmental Clearance (EC) from the



State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of Tamilnadu. He added that the
public notice informing the conducting of Public Hearing was published in the Tamil
and English dailies, such as, “Dinathanthi” and “The Hindu” dated 11.07.2024 and
bit notices regarding public hearing was issued to the public of Pettanganapalli
Village, T.Gurubarapalli Village, Kanjur Village and Thuppuganapalli Village with
audio announcement through auto vehicle in and around the villages. Further, he
informed that the project proponent would make a presentation on the project, after

which the public can express their views.

The District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Hosur, Krishnagiri District also stated that the views, suggestions and queries of the
public and reply by the project proponents will be recorded through videography
and‘ the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of

Tamilnadu.

The Sub Collector, Hosur (Representative of the District Collector,
Krishnagiri) has initiated the Public Hearing process. Further, the Sub Collector,
Hosur has requested the project proponent to explain about their proposed rough
stone quarry project through poWer point presentation and requested the public to
obtain necessary clarifications for their doubts.

Thereafter, Thiru.P.Gopinath, EIA Consultant, M/s. Ecotech Labs Pvt Ltd of
the proposed rough stone quarry project has made presentation about the
proposed rough. stone quarry project to the public along with Environmental
Management Plan. Thereafter, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu
Poliution Control Board, Hosur, Krishnagiri District has invited the public to express
their views and comments about the proposed rough stone quarry project. The views

and suggestions of the public are detailed below:
1. Thiru. Dhanush, Uddanapalli Village:

Thiru. Dhanush has requested that, the quarry management should provide
employment opportunities to the local educated youth in the proposed quarry and

wind nets should be erected around the quarry to control the dust emanating from



the quarrying process. He also requested that, the quarry trucks should slow down
while trespassing near the school and trees should be planted on both sides of the

quarry road and dust emanating from the roads should be controlled with water

sprinklers.
2. Thiru. Dilip, Uddanapalli Village:

Thiru. Dilip has said that, the quarry management has already helped to
improve the local temple. He also asked the quarry trucks should slow down while
trespassing near the school and to quarry management should provide

employment opportunities to the local educated youth in the proposed quarry.

3. Thiru. Rajiv, Uddanapalli Village:

Thiru. Rajiv has requested that, the stones mined from quarry should be
properly wrapped so that dust does not emanate when the movement of quarry’s

truck in the road and also requested to reduce the speed of the trucks during

school hours.

Conclusion:

Finally, the District Environmental Engineer, Tamil Nadu Pollution Control Board,
Krishnagiri informed that the views, suggestions, written complaints and queries of
the public and reply by the project proponent are recorded through videography and

the same will be sent to the State Environment Impact Assessment Authority of

Tamilnadu - Chennai.

Further, no petition was received on the proposed Thiru.K.P. Anand Rough

Stone Quarry Quarry project during the public hearing meeting.
